Simon Schama's Power Of Art: Turner
Sunday, 21 March 2010
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In his 20s, Joseph Mallord William Turner was tipped as ‘the next great thing’ in British painting, but by age 65 he was an old man with ‘sinking spirits’, often sick, living in Margate, facing the bleak seas.
One of Britain’s most celebrated artists, Turner showed exceptional artistic talent from an early age and entered the Royal Academy aged 14. He was as comfortably British as a cup of tea. His English landscapes made his name but there was a darker side to him: a painter of chaos: wild and ambitious paintings. It was this Turner that was difficult for the critics to accept.

In May, 1840, Turner exhibited seven paintings at the Royal Academy Annual Exhibition, and faced the biggest critical onslaught of his life. The target of the most poisonous attacks: The Slave Ship, an explosion of scarlet and gold, lost in the ocean between history and fantasy. It was described as ‘a kitchen accident’, ‘a detestable absurdity’. Turner became the butt of jokes as a result of this painting. According to the critics and the public, he had abandoned what his art was supposed to do: to look like things. However, The Slave Ship went on to become the greatest British picture of the 19th century and Turner, the British Gallery’s all time favourite painter.

Sanctuary: Folding Man
Monday, 22 March 2010
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Dr Helen Magnus (Amanda Tapping) suspects the work of an ‘abnormal’ in a bizarre jewellery robbery that results in a fatal shooting. The thieves take only gold, leaving behind easily accessible diamonds, silver and precious gems. In addition to the selective choice of loot, the culprits make a mysterious getaway that baffles the police. It seems they were able to disappear from a room that had no escape, short of a tiny duct through which no one could possibly fit.
The robbery and inexplicable getaway reminds Will (Robin Dunne) of a case he worked on years before with the FBI, but could never solve. Dr Magnus sheds new light on both cases when she suggests that this may prove the urban legend of the ‘folding man’, a sub-culture of humans able to collapse their skeletons to fit through impossibly small spaces.

Although sceptical of the existence of a folding man, Will is beginning to believe that with Dr Magnus and the Sanctuary, anything is possible.

Comparing Will's old FBI case with the recent robbery leads the team to Oliver Braithwaite, a drifter in Old City who might have the answers they need to prove that folding men are no myth. What he reveals confirms their suspicions, but also throws them into a drug trafficking conspiracy that combines murder and deceit in a twisted criminal plot. It also teaches Will some lessons in solving crimes the Sanctuary way.

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More betrayal and terrifying secrets are unleashed when Durham County returns for another electrifying season. In season two, newly promoted homicide Detective Mike Sweeney struggles to keep his family together as they try to come to terms with the anguish left behind by a serial killer. A Boy Called Alex

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A Boy Called Alex is the true story of cystic fibrosis sufferer, 17-year-old Alex Stobbs. He’s a musical prodigy who has been playing the piano since he was three. His goal is to conduct Bach’s great choral piece, The Magnificat, before an audience of 500 in the stunning 15th century chapel of his school, Eton. 
This is an ambitious task for any teenage boy, but for Alex the stakes are much higher. With each year that passes, his lungs and digestive system are slowly giving up on him and there is no cure.  

The inspiring film, A Boy Called Alex, chronicles the 12 weeks in which Alex attempts to achieve his incredible goal. The highs and lows of rehearsals, his battle against infection, the daily routine of physio and medication and the unpredictable nature of living with such an indiscriminate disease is highlighted. With unprecedented access to Eton College, and featuring interviews with those who know Alex best: his family, teachers and friends, this film offers an intimate insight into a gifted young man living on the brink and the effect his disease has on those around him.  

Over the years, the disease has attacked his bones and his hearing which is particularly distressing to any musician. Without the massive cocktail of drugs pumped into his bloodstream day and night, Alex would not be alive today. But neither the drugs nor the disease will stop Alex from his greatest musical dream to date. But with constant trips to the hospital and Alex’s deteriorating health, will he be well enough to conduct at the concert?

Sex: The Revolution: Do Your Thing
Wednesday, 24 March 2010
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Burt’s Cosmo centrefold. The Stonewall Riots. Leather men. Drag queens and oh so much more. It’s the Age of Anything Goes, the decade of the greatest sex experimentation, activism and sex marketing in history. Tonight’s episode looks at sex in the 70s. 
Gay culture blooms. In San Francisco, the Castro becomes the centre of the Gay Universe – the New Promised Land, a National Gay Love-In. And in New York, Steve Ostrow opens the Continental Baths and Bette Midler steps in as the ‘chosen chanteuse’, kicking off the golden age of bathhouse and cruising culture. The effects are astounding. The American Psychiatric Association no longer considers homosexuality to be a ‘disease’ and, state by state, long held laws against gays are overturned.  

The 70s is also the Age of Feminism – a decade of passionate activism, debate, advocacy and factionalism in what becomes known as Women’s Lib. Mainstream feminism is represented by Gloria Steinem, editor of Ms magazine, perhaps the most influential feminist of her time, and Helen Gurley Brown turns Cosmopolitan into a national phenomenon. And all of it takes place against the drama of Roe v. Wade – the event that strikes down the abortion laws and seals the sexual revolution in place.

Straight culture is also booming and erotic visionaries continue to emerge, like John Williamson, who founds Sandstone Retreat in Topango Canyon – six hectares of hothouse lust in the guise of a swingers’ paradise, an erotically based attempt at a utopian community made up for the most part of scientists, engineers and successful businessmen in their 30s and 40s. One of the guests is Dr Alex Comfort, the British classicist turned biologist turned sexologist who, in 1972, publishes The Joy of Sex, the first lavishly illustrated coffee table sex manual. Within two years it sells nearly 800,000 copies in hardcover and two million in paperback to become the best selling sex manual of all time (eventually selling ten million copies).
