Stage and screen legend Rosalind Russell had it all. The star of Auntie Mame, His Girl Friday, Gypsy, and scores of other memorable films and Broadway productions, she was a unique and pioneering talent.
Savvy and loaded with guts, she worked tirelessly to earn acclaim and transform herself into a star during Hollywood's golden era. Rosalind’s climb to the top of her profession paired her with other film luminaries including Joan Crawford, Cary Grant and Kirk Douglas. 

But Rosalind was devoted to much more than her career. Her duty to country was apparent when she helped found the USO (United Services Organization) during World War II, and toured battlefields to entertain troops with other entertainment giants including Loretta Young and Fred Astaire. 

Her long marriage to producer Frederick Brisson was the envy of the Hollywood community, and the couple formed lifetime friendships with Jean Harlow and Frank Sinatra. 

Rosalind had long been an advocate for those with physical disabilities, and ironically, she fell ill with severe rheumatoid arthritis in later life. At the time she was diagnosed, arthritis received little attention in the public eye. Although typically quiet about health matters, she nonetheless felt obligated to use her celebrity to champion the needs of the millions of people suffering from this debilitating condition.

Whether getting laughs for her sophisticated comedies, or being lauded for her dignity under duress, the talent and humanity of Rosalind Russell is a legacy that is larger than any screen in Hollywood.

Jimmy's Food Factory: Breakfast
Wednesday, 27 October 2010
New Series
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Instant coffee, processed cheese, square sandwich ham – behind every supermarket product is a process and behind every process is a scientific breakthrough. In this entertaining and thought-provoking program, Jimmy Doherty unpacks the science behind the food items we buy – from stay-fresh bread to soft scoop ice cream.
Working from a makeshift science lab inside a barn, Jimmy carries out experiments to uncover the secrets of food technology. Find out how to freeze dry fruit, why peas need to be frozen within two hours of picking and why carbonating drinks is a difficult and dangerous business.

In the first episode Jimmy takes a closer look at breakfast foods. Why is the most nutritious part of the corn removed from cornflakes? Why do some cereal manufacturers add iron and other vitamins? If instant coffee isn’t made by grinding up coffee beans, how is it made?

To find out, Jimmy uses a floor sander, tumble dryer, laundry mangle and kitchen bins to copy the industrial grinders, dryers, rollers and vats used inside the real factories. He attempts to create cornflakes from scratch using corn kernels and a mangle. Armed with a paint stripper gun, he creates his own instant coffee. With a handful of sugar beets, he is surprised to see how something that contains only 17% sugar can be turned into the familiar sweet granules people are used to.

To complete his breakfast menu, Jimmy heads away from the barn to discover that some cows at a dairy farm in Devon are being milked by robots, and how a muddy root vegetable is turned into pure white sugar.

Adopting a fun hands-on approach, each program contains facts that will surprise and entertain. Exploding myths and revealing the little-known processes of food production, Jimmy’s Food Factory will change the way you think about food.

Great Ormond Street: Pushing The Boundaries

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Filmed over the course of a year, Great Ormond Street features unprecedented access to doctors from one of the top children's hospitals in the world as they make some of the hardest choices in medicine. When medical technology seems to offer so much, every parent with a sick child will hope that something can be done, but doctors must decide when enough is enough. For the first time on television, cameras follow Great Ormond Street Hospital's doctors into the meetings where they come face to face with the most difficult ethical dilemmas on a daily basis.
Pushing the Boundaries focuses on the work of the largest children's cardiac unit in the UK. Two of its surgeons, Martin Elliott and Victor Tsang, perform extremely advanced surgery that isn't carried out anywhere else in the country, and the team's success rate for heart transplant is well above the international average. 

The film documents the stories of four children as the team attempts to save their lives: 8-month-old Aicha, given only a few months to live, 8-month-old Natalie's parents are offered surgery that might save their daughter's life, but the procedure is very complex and has never been tried before; 9-year-old Bryan has already had several life-saving heart operations but now a high-risk heart transplant is all that's left to him; and Blessing's parents must decide whether to agree to a perilous operation on their daughter when she is only two days old.

Through these stories the film explores when it's right to treat a child. As surgeon Martin Elliott says: “Just because we can, doesn't mean we should”.

Alzheimer's The Musical
Wednesday, 27 October 2010
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Every week a unique group of people gather together in a large hall in Bristol in the South West of England. They are mostly over the age of 65. Some are in wheelchairs or hobbling with the help of walking sticks, others are physically lively and vigorous. Some seem withdrawn and mute, others garrulous or confused. All these people have one thing in common: Alzheimer’s. But, even as their memories are failing, they also possess an unquenchable desire to go on singing.
Hilda has had to move out of her family home and into care. She has lost the ability to recognise even those closest to her, and Ted, her devoted husband of 50 years, calls her his ‘lovely little stranger’. But although she can no longer remember the man she married, one thing she hasn’t forgotten is the tune to Que Sera, Sera.

The ‘Singing for the Brain’ group is made up entirely of Alzheimer’s sufferers and their spouses, like Ted and Hilda. Some are in the early stages of dementia, and find the act of singing strangely calming and therapeutic. Others find the sessions, in which they sing It’s a Long Way to Tipperary or If I Give my Heart to You, provide the one moment in the week when they can make a real connection. But once the singing begins, an extraordinary thing happens: all of sudden it’s no longer possible to distinguish who has Alzheimer’s and who is a carer. As the songs take hold, even those with the more advanced cases of dementia find lyrics you would expect them to have forgotten and voices with an undying appetite for a tune. 

So successful has ‘Singing for the Brain’ proved that, in the two years since the first group was established, 25 new groups have been set up across Britain.

Alzheimer’s: The Musical is a documentary about love, time and the astonishing ability of music to give us back people we thought we had lost.

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During tests to see how his cancer treatments are going, a bloody coughing fit leaves Walt (Bryan Cranston) certain he doesn’t have much time left to live. Determined to provide for Skyler (Anna Gunn) and Walt Jr.(RJ Mitte), he turns to his lawyer, Saul Goodman (Bob Odenkirk), for advice before approaching Jesse (Aaron Paul) about a marathon meth cooking session to raise some cash. 
So, telling Skyler he is going to visit his mother – a trip he knows she would never want to make – Walt interrupts Jesse’s plans with his new girlfriend and orders him to round up all the supplies they’ll need. After meeting up at the airport, they take their mobile meth lab into the forbidding terrain outside Albuquerque for several days of nonstop cooking. However, Jesse puts the keys in the ignition for safekeeping, leaving him and Walt unaware of the peril they’re in as the RV’s battery is slowly drained.

After their meth cooking marathon leaves them exhausted but potentially over a million dollars richer, Jesse persuades Walt to head into town to gas up their generator and have a decent meal before completing their final batch. But when they try to start the RV, it’s clear that they’re stranded in the middle of nowhere with a dead battery. And when they try to jump-start the battery using the generator and some gas from the RV’s tank, Jesse’s carelessness ignites a fire that leaves them without any water either. Although wary of using his cell phone lest Skyler discover what he’s really up to, Walt has no choice but to let Jesse call a friend to arrange for a rescue.
