Sex, Drugs And Rock 'n' Roll: The 60s Revealed

Forty years ago, TV presenter Bernard Braden began a remarkable project. Imagining a time capsule of television archive, he booked a Mayfair Hotel suite hired a camera crew and started to interview 60s stars like Sean Connery, Cilla Black, Sammy Davis Jnr, Tom Jones, Davy Jones and Lulu and other people caught up in the day’s headlines.
For nine months, his guests talked about what made the Sixties special: music, movies and fashion, sex, permissiveness and drugs, politics and protest. They also talked about themselves and their hopes for the future.
By June 1968 Braden had spent $76,865 and filmed nearly 400 interviews. He planned to return to his interviewees after three years to find out how they, their views and the times had changed.
Braden was then TV’s brightest star. He’d just finished five years of hosting ATV’s award-winning On the Braden Beat and with huge self confidence, he believed his archive idea would make him money and be great TV.

But no broadcaster agreed and Braden was soon to lose his TV clout and he never reached the heights again but continued to pitch ideas based on his archive. A pilot was planned but it was never made. In 1980 Thames recorded Tonight with Bernard Braden featuring celebrities watching and reacting to their 60s interviews but the show was never broadcast. Braden died aged 76 in 1993, still enthusing about his big idea to the last. Finally his work can be seen in this three-part series.

Episode one revisits stars such as the Liverpudlian singer Cilla Black. After her interview with Braden, she became the first female singer to get her own TV series. Singers Lulu, Tom Jones, Davey Jones, pop music DJ Simon Dee, fashion luminaries of the era Felicity Green and Ossie Clark also feature in this episode.

Cranford: May 1843

In this repeat screening of the final episode of Cranford, series one, Jem (Andrew Buchan) and Martha (Claudie Blakley) marry, and live as lodgers in Matty’s (Judi Dench) house – a source of joy for Matty. 

Meanwhile, Miss Pole (Imelda Staunton) invites the ladies of the town to a secret meeting to discuss Matty’s crisis. United in their love for Matty, they decide to secretly share part of their own incomes with her. Mary (Lisa Dillon) is recruited to devise a means of getting this to Matty without her knowing where the money came from. 
Dr Harrison (Simon Woods), on the other hand, is shunned by the town – no patients will come to him now that he has been exposed as a philanderer. Dr Morgan (John Bowe) suggests he must move on to start afresh somewhere he is not known. 
Mr Carter (Philip Glenister) is horrified to discover that Lady Ludlow (Francesca Annis) has secretly mortgaged her estate to raise money for her son’s villa in Italy. He confronts her and there is a heated exchange. Mr Carter despairs of what to do, because he knows what pain such an unfathomable mortgage has cost her personally.
Sophy (Kimberley Nixon) returns to Cranford ill, but is diagnosed by Dr Morgan as simply being heart-broken. He assures Reverend Hutton (Alex Jennings) that, with time and love from her family, she will recover. But by the time Jack Marshland (Joe McFadden) arrives in town to help clear Dr Harrison’s name, Sophy’s condition has worsened and is recognised as typhoid fever. He enlists Mrs Rose’s (Lesley Manville) help in treating her, while Dr Harrison is physically barred from either seeing Sophy or assisting. 
Mr Carter visits Captain Brown (Jim Carter) at the railway works in a desperate attempt to see if he can raise capital for Lady Ludlow’s mortgage by selling timber or tools. While he is there, disaster strikes and the injured are taken to Dr Harrison’s for emergency treatment. As Sophy’s condition deteriorates, her young sisters defy their father and run to ask Dr Harrison to help. But has the call come too late?

Hornblower: Mutiny

In this repeat screening of Hornblower, it is now 1802 and Horatio Hornblower (Ioan Gruffud) languishes in a prison cell in Kingston, Jamaica, charged with mutiny. Visited by his old mentor Sir Edward Pellew (Robert Lindsay), he recounts the events on HMS Renown that led to his incarceration. 

Under the command of the volatile and tyrannical Captain James Sawyer (David Warner), the 74-gun battleship sets sail for Samana Bay in the Spanish colony of Santo Domingo, where a group of enemy privateers is preying on British merchant ships. The captain teeters on the brink of madness and the chief target of his rages is young Midshipman Wellard (Terrence Corrigan).
It seems mutiny is the only option for Hornblower and his fellow lieutenants as their captain’s increasingly erratic behaviour convinces them that he is unfit for command. Captain Sawyer could well lead the whole ship and the 800 souls on board to disaster. What is Hornblower to do? If he does nothing, they could all die. If he does something it is called mutiny – the punishment for which is death.
Joining the cast in this episode is Paul McGann (Dr Who, The Hanging Gale, Our Mutual Friend) as Lt. Bush, Philip Glenister (Clocking Off, Vanity Fair) as Gunner Hobbs, Nicholas Jones as Lt. Buckland and David Rintoul (Dr Findlay’s Casebook) as Doctor Clive.
