Louis Theroux: African Hunting Holiday

Louis investigates the elite world of well‑heeled American hunters who pay top dollar for the ultimate luxury adventure experience: a chance to shoot big game in Africa. Lions, leopards, elephants, buffalo, hippos, even rhinos are up for grabs for those with the right kind of money.

Defenders of hunting say it is a humane and necessary form of game management. Left to themselves, the animals will over‑reproduce and starve. They'll also tell you that nothing compares to the rush of being charged by two tons of angry hippo and then felling the animal with a well‑aimed shot to the head. They say that hunting puts you in touch with your deepest, most primitive self. To make the experience more challenging, some prefer to hunt with a handgun or even a spear. 

Critics call it cruel and barbaric ‑ and certainly seeing a majestic, intelligent animal like an elephant get popped between the eyes and watching it fall to its knees while the hunting party whoop and high‑five can be disturbing. Even the professional hunters who guide visiting hunting parties are sometimes ambivalent about the practice. Many game managers won't hunt their own stock of wildlife because they form an attachment to the animals. Along the way, Louis meets the mom bringing her seven year old along so he can bag his own springbok.

Are the critics right? Is it barbaric? Or is hunting the essence of what it means to be human ‑ no worse than buying a steak at a supermarket? Is big‑game hunting a chance to tap back into our innermost natures in a world that has had the life sanitised out of it?

The Great Escape

During the height of World War II, the German High Command, frustrated by frequent escape attempts, builds an ‘escape-proof’ P.O.W. camp to house the most troublesome Allied prisoners: Stalag Luft North. The camp commandant, Colonel Von Luger, tells the senior officer of the Allied prisoners, Captain Ramsey, that the camp employs the strictest of security measures, and that there are to be no escape attempts. Ramsey reminds Von Luger that it is the sworn duty of captured officers to attempt escape. Indeed, during the very first day, several prisoners make unsuccessful attempts to break out.

Squadron Leader Bartlett, organiser of many previous escape efforts, meets with Ramsey and declares that he wants to try a mass escape that will harass and confound the Germans. He proposes an escape of not two or three dozen men, but two hundred and fifty! By putting all of the most highly skilled escape artists together in the camp, the Germans have unwittingly assembled the perfect team for Bartlett's ambitious plan. Among the officers called upon to play key roles in the scheme are Hendley, an American put in charge of gathering materials needed, at times by blackmailing German guards; Blythe, an Englishman who forges passports and other documents; Sedgwick, an Australian who assembles crucial tools; and Danny Velinski, an expert tunnel digger from Poland. American Air Force Captain Hilts initially declines to join the team, preferring to risk a solo escape attempt. After his efforts fail, he joins the others and is able to provide important information about the territory surrounding the camp. 

Work begins on three tunnels. Dubbed Tom, Dick and Harry, each are to be 30 feet deep and 350 feet long. Every prisoner in the camp contributes to the massive undertaking. Under the very noses of their ever‑alert German guards, they dig and shore up the tunnels, dispose of the displaced dirt, manufacture civilian clothing and forge documents. After months of hard toil, unseen obstacles, delays and heartbreaking setbacks (including the discovery of one of the tunnels by the Germans) the prisoners are at last ready. Under cover of darkness, seventy‑six men make their break for freedom. Pursued by the relentless and determined Germans, the men scatter, leading the forces of the Third Reich on a furious chase across the countryside and through towns and villages.
