Top-shelf TV entertainment continues tonight with another compelling episode of The Wire on ABC2.
Like few other crime shows, The Wire gives as much attention to the cops as well as the dangerous going ons in the criminal network they are up against.

Tonight, the cops have to decipher the slurred, streetwise slang of the drug dealers. And Prez – Detective Roland Pryzbylewski (Jim True-Frost) seems to have an unexpected gift. He’s the undisputed champ of grasping the meaning of a wire tapped conversation.

Tipped off by the wire, the squad makes plans to bust Barksdale’s crew as they re-up (resupply of drugs) their stash. The bust goes down precisely according to plan – with Stinkum (Brandon Price) getting away and the stash – four packages of street-ready heroin – captured.

The squad’s success makes drug king Avon Barksdale (Wood Harris) and Stringer Bell (Idris Elba) suspicious, leading them to busting up pay phones and shutting shop in the housing projects’ ‘Pit’.

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Four teams of high-achieving British women travel the world to take on tough, physical jobs that have only ever been done by men.
In the opening episode, three able horsewomen head to Brazil to work as cowgirls. Scottish businesswoman Nicola Ross-Watt, former young rider European show jumping champion Gemma Paternoster and barrister Dr Laura Davidson travel to an area called the Pantanal in Brazil to work side-by-side with Brazilian cowboys, known as Pantaneiros. Sex, Drugs And Rock 'n' Roll: The 60s Revealed

Forty years ago, TV presenter Bernard Braden began a remarkable project. Imagining a time capsule of television archive, he booked a Mayfair Hotel suite, hired a camera crew and started to interview 60s stars like Sean Connery, Cilla Black, Sammy Davis Jnr, Tom Jones, Davy Jones and Lulu and other people caught up in the day’s headlines.

For nine months, his guests talked about what made the Sixties special: music, movies and fashion, sex, permissiveness and drugs, politics and protest. They also talked about themselves and their hopes for the future.

By June 1968 Braden had spent $76,865 and filmed nearly 400 interviews. He planned to return to his interviewees after three years to find out how they, their views and times had changed.

Unfortunately no broadcaster would agree to screen Braden’s interviews and up until his dying day in 1993, he was enthusing about the project. Finally his work can be seen in this three-part series.

Episode two revisits iconic figures, including Maureen Lipman, who made her film debut in 1968’s Up the Junction, Lyn Redgrave and fellow actor Sylvia Syms. Film director Richard Lester who helmed A Hard Day’s Night and Help went on to become a top Hollywood director. TV Presenter Simon Dee, actor Philip Lowrie, Hayley Mills and Sean Connery also feature.

Hornblower: Retribution

In this repeat screening of Hornblower, in Kingston, Jamaica, Horatio Hornblower’s (Ioan Gruffud) court martial begins, and the events that took place on board the Renown are about to come under close scrutiny.

Captain Sawyer (David Warner) remains a virtual prisoner in his cabin, reduced to goading the hapless Buckland (Nicholas Jones). He is convinced that someone pushed him into the hold - but who is the guilty man? Sooner or later he will remember.

Buckland is now acting captain. It is a chance he has dreamed of all of his professional life. But he is a man almost paralysed with indecision, hopelessly inappropriate for the command he so craves.

When Hornblower suggests a means by which he could capture a Spanish fort – by sailing around the bay, giving the appearance of retreat and attacking from the other side of the isthmus by night, Buckland will have none of it. But then he changes his mind and astonishes Hornblower by acting as if the entire plan was his idea. The lieutenant is lucky to even get a place in the raiding party.

After a series of hair-raising adventures, the island is Buckland’s and he congratulates himself on his stupendous victory, taking advantage of his superior rank to seize all the credit for the operation without a flicker of self-consciousness. 

The Spanish ships are to become prizes of war, with all the rewards that follow. The ships are prepared as prison ships and the Spanish prisoners led below decks to the cells that await them. Hornblower takes control of one of the prize ships which is to sail in convoy with the Renown under Buckland. But the prisoners take command of the Renown and Buckland is furious when Hornblower comes to their rescue.

In Kingston, the Navy Board with Sir Edward Pellew (Robert Lindsay) as Chairman, meets. It holds the key to the future of both Buckland and Hornblower...

Otto Preminger Season: The Man With The Golden Arm

This stark and powerful drama gave Frank Sinatra one of his signature roles as the junkie whose aspirations are constantly submerged in an agonizing addiction. Preminger's choice of another ‘taboo’ subject (drug addiction) demonstrates his courage in taking on the Hollywood establishment of the 1950's.

The film, set to a memorable jazz score by Elmer Bernstein, is a tough, gritty story about a world peopled by losers and loners. Screenplay by Walter Newman and Lewis Meltzer (from the Nelson Algren novel) is superb in its analysis of a drug addict and tells its story with conviction.
Frankie (Frank Sinatra) has just gotten out of a drug treatment program and returns to his squalid Chicago haunts. Unable to land a job as a musician he resumes as a dealer in a small-time floating poker game. Being back in the world that first led him to addiction eventually claims him again.

Pretending to be crippled for the sole purpose of making Frankie stay by her side, Zosh (Eleanor Parker) is a pathetic figure as his wife. Molly (Kim Novak) is the sexy downstairs neighbour who helps him kick the habit for a second time; Sparrow (Arnold Stang) is Frankie's larcenous sidekick; and Louie (Darren McGavin) is the insidious pusher.
