	Tonight’s another dark, slick and uncompromising episode of The Beast starring Patrick Swayze and Australia’s Travis Fimmel.
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Following the suicide of an escaped sex slave who was about to be questioned by the police, FBI veteran Charles Barker (Patrick Swayze) and his rookie partner Ellis Dove (Travis Fimmel) are plunged into an undercover operation targeting Roman Petrescu (Vincent Ventresca), the head of a lucrative prostitution ring and the Harvard-educated son of the Romanian Consul General.

As Barker works on the persona he will use to infiltrate the operation, Ellis sets out to endear himself to Salva Dobra (Matt DeCaro), the enforcer Roman employs to oversee his illicit business.

And as he poses as a customer at one of Roman’s brothels in an effort to find a woman to help with the investigation, Ellis continues to resist pressure to cooperate with the investigation into his partner.

Over Barker’s objections, Ellis engineers a raid on the brothel that prompts a prostitute named Nadia (Angela Gots) to seek their help.

As Barker and Ellis listen, she lays out not only how Roman transports women to the States to be sex slaves, but also the details of his involvement in selling Romanian babies – including her own – to American couples via black market adoptions.

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The Wire captures a universe were once there where good guys and bad guys, cops and criminals, but now there is only the morass of a never ending drug war where easy distinctions between crime and punishment are challenged at every turn and you need more than a badge to separate right and wrong.
Capturing the endless war on drugs as it is lived on the battered streets of West Baltimore, the 13-episode HBO drama series tells the story of a drug-and-murder investigation from the point of view of both the police and their targets.

McNulty is also unhappy about his wife's continuing failure to honour his visitation rights. He also learns that Det. Shakima Greggs (Sonja Sohn) is a lesbian and tells her that the only other good female cop he's known was a lesbian too.

Meanwhile, Omar (Michael K Williams) and his two boys count their money and enjoy the success of their robbery but Omar is mildly perturbed that Brandon (Michael Kevin Darnall) called him by name during the robbery.

Stringer (Idris Elba) and Avon Barksdale (Wood Harris) are furious that they've been robbed and tell D'Angelo to put the word out that there's a bounty on the heads of Omar and his gang.

DJ Lindsay may be spectacularly misguided in his personal life, but his neurotic personality seems to come across perfectly well when he is on-air. However off-air he is very much a fish out of water in the cool world of hip bands and celebrity parties. In contrast Dom is as rock & roll as they come. Always last into studio, he can usually be relied upon to provide a scandalous story from the night before.

As producer it is Jane’s job to keep things under control, but she is just as prone to crack up at a childish joke as Lindsay and Dom. Like them, she’s an eternal singleton and they are constantly impressed and amused by her chaotic love life. Other Skin FM employees include Daisy (Ophelia Lovibond) the sarcastic receptionist, Topher (O-T Fagbenle), the uber-cool urban DJ, and Ades (Daniel Kaluuya), the all-round office runner.

In the first episode, Radio DJ Lindsay has to fake it as a club DJ after pretending to his rival Topher that he knows how to mix and scratch records, when clearly he doesn’t.

Dom's boyband past rears its head when a butter company wants to use his hit 'Spread Your Love' in their ad campaign. But will Dom be able to convince his fellow boyband member Tim (Fergus Craig)?
Jane has impressively got to 'date eight' with new boyfriend Joe (Daniel Coonan). But she’s becoming increasingly worried that it is all getting too settled too quickly, particularly when he invites her to meet his parents. Later at the club, Dom is very excited to spot Marianne Faithfull at the bar, only for Joe to reveal that the legendary rock chick is actually his Mum. Later that night, the Skin FM team witness Lindsay's humiliation as his club DJing scam goes horribly wrong.

beached az: The Seagull

New Series
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The internet sensation ‘Beached Whale’ spawns an ABC series!
‘Beached Whale’ is the story of a whale who finds himself beached on the shores of New Zealand. A passing seagull stops to find out what has happened, and so begins a meaningless, but hilarious conversation about the culinary differences between the two characters. 

Created by the Handsomity Institute, the original ‘Beached Whale’ clip was uploaded to YouTube in April 2008. Soon after, the clip went viral.

Today the film has generated 4.8 million views (and counting) and has become a household name amongst young adults in Australia, New Zealand, and now the world. It has also spurred a number of spin-off clips and DJ remixes, some of which have had over 150,000 views.

Following the huge success of the viral video, the ABC approached Handsomity Institute to transform this clip into a short TV series. Comprising the original animation and ten new one-minute episodes, beached az introduced new characters, all with their own crazy, pointless stories. This bizarre range of characters, including a snail, turtle, crab and starfish all have the tough task of figuring out how to get this whale ‘de-beached’.

Beyond the storylines, beached az hopes to pioneer a new age in digital media consumption through a hybrid distribution strategy of both traditional broadcast and online viewing. Each episode will premiere on www.abc.net.au/beachedaz (website launch 20 August), followed by ABC2 and ABC1 broadcasts.

Whilst the filmmakers are certain the show will be at least a bronze Logie-winning success, they are content with knowing that beached az is the first animation about New Zealand to not feature or make reference to sheep in any form.

Cranford: November 1842

In this repeat screening of Cranford, as winter approaches, Cranford is beset by sorrows and struggles to re-gain its confidence.

When Dr Harrison’s housekeeper, Mrs Rose, discovers a leg of mutton has been stolen from the kitchen window on the very same night that Mr Johnson, the owner of the town’s most important store, is mugged, the ladies decide that a crime wave has hit Cranford.
Mr Johnson, meanwhile, becomes convinced that Job Gregson, the local ne’er-do-well, must be his attacker and Job is arrested. Job’s son Harry decides to make a confession to Mr Carter of his own part in the poaching to save his father from transportation and has to bear the acute disappointment in him that Mr Carter feels. Mr Carter pleads Job’s case with Lady Ludlow, saying that without her interference Job will be found guilty and the Gregson family will starve. Lady Ludlow is immovable; the Gregsons are not her responsibility.
Christmas arrives and Cranford huddles together to celebrate, though the town has been so buffeted by events that it feels strangely unsure of itself. An invitation for Matty arrives from Mr Holbrook, asking her to visit him on his farm. Miss Pole and Mary urge her to accept and they accompany her on what turns out to be a delightful – and hopeful – day for Matty. 
Meanwhile, Dr Harrison confides in his medical school friend Jack Marshland about his love for Sophy. Jack encourages him to send her some Valentine flowers. But Jack, a perpetual prankster, has set up some mischief by sending a Valentine card to Caroline Tomkinson as if from Dr Harrison, hinting at marriage. Caroline is ecstatic and eagerly awaits Dr Harrison’s proposal.

Hornblower: The Duchess And The Devil

In this repeat screening of Hornblower, acting Lieutenant Hornblower, assisted by only five men, captures the French sloop Le Reve off the Spanish coast – a major feat that does much to enhance his reputation.
At a high society dinner with the Governor of Gibraltar and his wife, Sir Hew and Lady Dalrymple, Hornblower meets the extraordinary Duchess of Wharfedale, a loud, raucous and completely outrageous woman. He is asked to escort her to England and to take some important naval despatches with him.
At sea they find themselves in fog in the middle of the Spanish fleet and are captured and taken to a mainland fort and imprisoned. The Duchess has hidden the despatches in her skirts but Hornblower overhears her talking in Spanish and worries that she may be a spy.
In prison, Hornblower is re-united with his friend Kennedy (Jamie Bamber), the young midshipman who befriended him in his early battles with Simpson. He and the other prisoners plan an escape but must wait until Kennedy recovers from ill health. The Duchess, who was supposed to have been escorted to Lisbon by her captors, returns to the fort and she and Hornblower become friendly. She is revealed as an actress Katherine Cobham, but before Hornblower can retrieve the despatches, she leaves again on a Spanish trader that will take her to neutral Portugal.
His first escape bid is thwarted, and it is the wrecking of the Spanish trader that offers Hornblower the prospect of escape. Having given his gaolers his word of honour to return, Hornblower and his men bravely go to the aid of the stranded Spanish sailors and the ‘Duchess’. By the time they reach the vessel there are only four survivors – including the ‘Duchess’.
They are picked up by the Indefatigable and the Duchess gives Captain Pellew the despatches and tells him of Hornblower’s bravery. Hornblower insists on returning to the fort as he promised with his men, under truce. Two weeks later orders are given to release them. Hornblower is now a commissioned Lieutenant due to his ‘exemplary gallantry’.
