Explore the music tied to some of the most iconic moments in history - from the March on Washington to the
riots at Stonewall, the moon landing to Hurricane Katrina - music has played an integral part in celebrating,
criticising, and amplifying seismic events in collective history. September 11, 2001 forever lives in infamy for New
Yorkers and all Americans. Billy Joel's 'New York State of Mind' and Sister Sledge's 'We Are Family' took on
heightened new meaning of camaraderie. But the tragedy that united the country quickly divided it. Country
music took centre stage as the politically charged music of the moment - with patriotism in the case of Brooks
and Dunn, or in a pro-war message in the case of Toby Keith. When the Dixie Chicks found themselves caught in
the crossfire after upsetting their fan base, it became clear that the wounds of 9/11 weren't quick to heal.

Hurricane Katrina triggered the worst urban disaster in modern US history, threatening to wash away the
birthplace of some of America's most influential music. The inadequate relief laid bare the deep racial and social
divisions that had troubled New Orleans long before the storm. International artists such as U2, Kanye West,
Green Day and Mary J Blige joined local musicians like the Dirty Dozen Brass Band in benefit concerts and
musical collaborations to help the city get back on its feet and ensure that its rich traditions would survive.

In August 1956, Elvis Presley started shooting his first feature film, Love Me Tender. At his side was his manager,
Colonel Tom Parker and his just-hired secretary, Trude Forsher from Vienna. Her son takes us through exclusive
archive material, never before seen interviews with his mother and her story of the breakthrough years of The
King.

Of the 2,753 people who died when terrorists struck the World Trade Center, over a third are still missing
without trace. With privileged access to the Office of the Chief Medical Examiner in New York, this film follows
the extraordinary forensic work that continues to this day. The painstaking search for human remains has
involved scores of scientists, specialist hi tech machinery, and cutting edge DNA identification techniques. 8,000
pieces remain unidentified, and have been placed under the new Memorial Museum at Ground Zero. As well as
interviews with the forensic experts, we hear the heartbreaking stories of relatives still waiting to put their loved
ones to rest.

Reporting from Saudi Arabia, Irag, Jordan and Turkey, Frontline correspondent Martin Smith presses
government and military officials to describe the conflict from their perspective and give their recommendations
on how to move forward. Confronting ISIS examines the successes, failures and challenges of the US-led fight to
degrade and destroy ISIS. No one wants to see ISIS succeed, but the lack of common priorities between the US
and Middle Eastern allies has complicated the fighting process. This two-hour special investigates as ISIS loses
ground in the region, but strikes out abroad.

But in order to be with her he has not only to overcome his own frailties but the
impending danger of Ansa’s volatile ex-con ex, and then Ansa herself, a woman prone to impulsiveness and
impetuousness. Someone ends up dead, and in the mess of difficult and fractured small-town relationships,
reaching far beyond Vaarala and Ansa, it's not surprising. It's madness and mayhem and beauty and bliss: this is
life, and these are the things we do for love.

Every day off the coast of England dozens of deep sea fishing crews are battling rough seas in order to hunt out
the most valuable fish. But life at sea is often about so much more than fishing. Deep-sea fishing is the one of the
most dangerous jobs in Britain, by some margin, and this series gives us unprecedented insight into the reality of
life at sea.
