Compass: A Christian Education
Sunday, 14 September 2008
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Australia has more than 1000 independent schools, the majority of them Christian. Recent debate has focused on their teaching, their funding and their impact on our social fabric, but have we listened to those who offer a Christian education? Compass visits four schools in three states, Tasmania, Victoria and two in New South Wales, to find out: How do Christian schools teach values and religion?  
How do Christian values inform teaching across the curricula? What are the differences between various 'brands' of Christian education? And most importantly, how do Christian schools prepare young Australians for life?  
Community Christian Academy, near Launceston, grew out of a home schooling arrangement and today has 100 students. It teaches a US- developed 'Accelerated Christian Education' curriculum, tailored to meet state educational requirements. At CCA students learn God created the world and humankind, and how to become disciples for Jesus.
Chairo Christian School in rural Victoria has almost 1000 students. The Bible is included in science studies, along with ideas about evolution. The Bible also informs Chairo's character-building activities as well as its sex and relationship education programs. Students at Sydney's St Aloysius, an independent Catholic school, and the Anglican St Andrew's Cathedral School, study the NSW state curricula. Evolution is taught as science. Creationist ideas are saved for religion classes, a compulsory extra. 
All four schools say their Christian world view distinguishes the education they offer. In times of falling church attendance they see themselves as providing experience of religion and church that their students might not otherwise have.

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When you are settled down in your 70s, building a brand new house might not be at the top of your agenda. But Bill and Jean Letley are not only building a new bungalow in their back garden, but are embracing cutting edge technologies to create a super efficient, highly contemporary, easy to live in single storey home.  This is especially important for Bill, who is disabled and wants to maintain as much independence as possible.
Bill and Jean aren't hiring a builder, instead they're entrusting the whole project to their daughter Jo, and son-in-law Paul, who with little building experience, have to get to grips with numerous technologies that would faze the most experienced of builders.
Everything about this build is inventive. The ground source heating system is incorporated into the concrete piles of the building. Family Footsteps: Cambodia

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Kevin Taing grew up in Sydney helping out at his father's bakery, eating meat pies, sausage rolls, going to the beach and watching football. His Cambodian heritage was something he took little interest in. Haunted by stories of his parents' flight from the atrocities of Pol Pot and the superstitions of traditional Cambodian life, Kevin turned his back on Khmer culture and became an Australian.  

Now 28, Kevin has his life planned out.  A comfortable job in a leading bank, a young wife, and a big house in Sydney's outer suburbs with plenty of space for his music room where he spends his free time playing guitar - when he is not involved in church activities.

But Kevin's world is thrown upside down when he takes up the challenge to visit Cambodia, the land of his fears.  His mother tries to dissuade him with dire warnings about what might be in store for him. Filled with trepidation Kevin arrives in Phnom Penh. 

He makes his way to the village of Chhlong where he meets his mentor Rhit, a Cambodian teacher who is, like Kevin, in his late 20s and newly married. Kevin is welcomed into Rhit's family house. Here he will share Rhit's room and the double bed, the only sleeping space available.  

Kevin is to work with Rhit in the local ice factory delivering ice just as his grandfather did many years earlier. The ice factory is primitive and the work is hard. Rhit and Kevin work side by side delivering ice to local fish sellers, shops, schools and homes, none of which have refrigeration.   

It is the fourth day when things take a very dramatic turn. Kevin is due back at the ice factory in the morning, but in the middle of the night he sends a text to the production team, saying he's overheard a conversation where his hosts and their friends are planning to kidnap him. For Kevin his mother's warnings seem to have come true.

Kevin is taken to a comfortable western style hotel where after a few days rest he is finally lured out of his room by the strains of a stringed instrument. In the hotel foyer he meets a local musician who offers to teach him to play a traditional instrument, the Chapai. Kevin accepts. Gradually, as his self-confidence is restored, Kevin ventures out to meet his father's sisters who have heard their nephew is in town. Over a week, Kevin manages to master a simple Khmer song on the Chapai. His teacher is encouraging and asks him to join him and his father, and play with them at a concert. Little does Kevin know that his teacher's father is the famous Chapai player Kong Nai, the Ray Charles of Cambodia. The night is a great success.

Wire In The Blood: From The Defeated

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In From The Defeated, the third episode in series six of this compelling crime drama, forensic clinical psychologist Dr Tony Hill (Robson Green) is brought in by Inspector Alex Fielding (Simone Lahbib) to investigate a series of kidnappings and murders where it appears that the victims were also killers.

Tony faces another challenge when Michael - the cannibal psychiatrist he helped to convict in Unnatural Vices - manages to escape from jail by murdering the prison chaplain, suffocating him with the pages from his own Bible, and then disguising himself in the chaplain's clothes. Michael is back out on the loose, and Tony knows that he will kill again.
When a Bible passage is left pinned to Tony's windscreen, and Tony receives a phone call from Michael, his worst fears are confirmed. Will Tony be Michael's next victim?

The New Inventors
Hosted by the ebullient James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to help truckies tie down a load securely, provide welding students with plenty of pipes, and play tambourine and clave simultaneously with one hand. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are designer and inventor Sally Dominguez, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla and futurist and author Mark Pesce.

Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Load Choker by inventor Anthony Bourne from VIC.
Like many truck drivers Anthony Bourne was having a lot of trouble safely tying down complicated loads on his trailer. But, it didn't take him long to come up with an invention that solved the problem. Made of drop forged alloy steel, his Load Choker allows drivers to tighten chains and straps whilst maintaining even pressure and choking the load in a way that restricts its movement in all directions. With models for both webbing and chains, the Load Choker means drivers need fewer straps or chains to restrain loads that were once near impossible to secure.Load Choker  - ties down a load with double the tension.
Invention 2: Precision Pipe Profiler by inventor Burt Oosterhoff from NSW.
Having spent most of his career as a welding teacher, Burt Oosterhoff has invented a machine that will give welding students more time to hone their skills. His Precision Pipe Profiler is a hand-operated machine that uses a plasma torch to cut profiles in the steel pipe students use to practice their welding. Until now, students have had to spend hours cutting the pipe by hand but, with Burt's invention, they can do the same preparation work in minutes. With the cost of steel pipe rising, the Precision Pipe Profiler also saves money and materials by allowing previously welded pipe to be reused again and again. Precision Pipe Profiler - helps welding students spend more time welding.
Invention 3 - Percusso by inventor Matthew Ledgar from NSW.

Ever wanted to play two musical instruments with one hand? The Percusso makes it possible. Developed over five years by musician Matthew Ledger, it's a new percussion instrument that combines a tambourine and a clave in a design that can be played single handedly. Just use your hand to shake the tambourine whilst your thumb plays the clave. Made from hardened alloy, the Percusso has 36 stainless steel jingles that can be rearranged to create new and different sounds and, it's all played with just one hand.  Percusso  -  play tambourine and clave with one hand.

Taggart: Do Or Die
The popular Scottish police drama, Taggart, returns to ABC1 for repeat screenings.
As the team begins to investigate a suspicious death at an army training camp they find that civilian rules don't apply. Recruits are being trained up for the demands of war zones, and to be prepared to kill or be killed.
When a sniper starts killing men associated with the training camp, the army closes rank.
