Midsomer Murders: Midsomer Life
Sunday, 21 September 2008
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The discovery of a body in woodland near Midsomer Sonning brings local magazine Midsomer Life into the news. The dead man, Charlie Finleyson, lived in the village until he ran off with the wife of city fund manager turned Midsomer Life owner Guy Sandys (Simon Williams), who lives nearby.

Guy has upset residents with negative articles about their businesses. Matt Morecroft (Thomas Lockyer), owner of the Morecroft Hotel, is criticised in the latest edition for opening an off-road centre for 4WD drivers, attracting urban types to the countryside.

Guy's ex, Christina Finleyson (Serena Gordon) seems detached about her husband's demise, and Jones (Jason Hughes) discovers she had visited Midsomer Sonning shortly before Charlie disappeared. Meanwhile Mr Tomlin (Richard Morant), a guest at the Morecroft, keeps receiving phone calls from a mystery woman.

Eleanor (Selina Cadell), a spinster who likes a drink, finishes her shift on hotel reception and shouts abuse at the offices of Midsomer Life. Inside lies the body of Guy Sandys, stabbed through the heart. He's found the next morning by the editor, Julia Benson (Pooky Quesnel). 

Gemma Platt (Debbie Chazen) and her brother Garth (David Crow) are among the magazine's freelance contributors, although Garth irritated Guy by also taking a job at Matt's off-road centre. Later, someone sabotages the 4WD course with barbed wire.

Julia admits she and Guy were lovers, while Matt claims Guy was upset by the contents of a brown envelope he'd received. Meanwhile, Barnaby (John Nettles) and Jones search for the elusive Mr Tomlin who has vanished from the hotel. To their surprise, he turns out to be a murderer on parole.

While searching for a birthday present for Barnaby, Joyce (Jane Wymark) does some digging of her own, learning that Matt tried to bribe Julia not to run Guy's review of the hotel. Eleanor recalls seeing someone in the car park on the night of Guy's murder. Then she becomes the next victim.

Barnaby and Jones visit prison where they find Tomlin started having visits from a woman shortly before his release. Could she be the link between Tomlin and Midsomer Life?

Talking Heads: Siimon Reynolds
Monday, 22 September 2008
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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson talks to the man who brought us the 'Grim Reaper' - advertising guru Siimon Reynolds.
Reynolds achieved great success at a very young age. He has made millions and bagged just about every advertising award going, but despite all the accolades he now devotes much of his time to the pursuit of inner peace.
As a child Reynolds was an under-achiever but by his mid-teens had decided he didn't want to live a life of mediocrity. When he was 17, he met an ‘exotic Chinese woman’ who suggested he spelt his name ‘S-double i-m-o-n’. 
"She told me that if I put an extra 'i' in my name the numerology would be so powerful I would become famous and successful…with that kind of naivety of youth I went ahead and did it," he says.
At the age of 21, Reynolds was appointed the creative director of an advertising agency, a position usually held by someone much older and with far more experience. It was during this period he created the 'Grim Reaper' campaign which shot him to fame and shocked Australia into celibacy. Then he got sacked.
Today as one of Australia's most successful ad creatives he describes his career as being like the Himalayas - a series of peaks. He has won the world's top advertising gong and written five books on human development. His passion is anti-aging and how to be vibrant at 80.
"Every day I ask - am I living the life I want to live, am I being the person I would like to be: at the end of my life will I look back and have a sense of pride and accomplishment and satisfaction and even joy at what I became?"

Two In The Top End
Tuesday, 23 September 2008
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Racing ahead of the wet season, Tim Flannery and John Doyle travel across the base of the Cape on the second leg of their adventure investigating Australia's northern frontier. The Savannah Way leads them to Croydon and a classic Top End story of boom and bust. During the gold rush Croydon was once the third largest town in Queensland, now it's barely on the map. There are massive mines ahead feeding the booming economies of China and India. Will they too become graveyards of rusted metal and faded glory?

John and Tim travel to Normanton - home of Kyrs the Croc - and then up to the Gulf of Carpentaria, a vast expanse of water and one of the most productive fisheries in the world. One hundred and thirty million dollars worth of prawns and barramundi are shipped through Karumba every year. They chat with a local barra fisherman about the state of the fishery and are left with an overriding impression that the Gulf country is a region of extraordinary abundance.

Day nine: suddenly there's a big decision. Will their hybrid vehicle make it across 500 kilometres of potential mud to Borroloola? The local copper warns against the risks of the impending wet season. Prudence rules as they farewell the hybrid and welcome the 'gas guzzler' four-wheel drive.

In one of the most remote parts of Australia, they visit the hot and dusty Zinifex Century Mine that heaves five million tonnes of ore out of the earth every year.  It's Australia's biggest zinc mine and part of the engine room of the global economy. Just 10 kilometres away is the tranquil Lawn Hill National Park, starkly illustrating the contrasting values of development and preservation.   

Twelve days into their journey, the pair are beginning to sense the essential dilemma in the Top End: here is a massive, ancient land with the modern world knocking on its door, very loudly.

The New Inventors
Hosted by the ebullient James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to protect furniture when it's on the move, diagnose the loss of feeling at the touch of a hand, and how to reach onto a roof with your feet on the ground. 
Deciding the winner of these three inventions are agricultural scientist Chris Russell, designer Alison Page and woodworker and teacher Richard Vaughan.
Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Rapco by inventor Andrew Hurst from ACT
Moving chairs and sofas isn't just a difficult job. It also involves a lot of waste because the plastic used to wrap and protect the furniture is usually thrown way. Furniture re-upholsterer Andrew Hurst has come up with a solution to both these problems. Rapco are reusable chair and sofa covers designed for removalists. Made from durable waterproof nylon, the covers zip up for ease and speed of use, and have multiple handles to make the furniture easier to grip and carry. Thick padding protects the furniture from damage and a clear panel lets removalists see what's inside. Rapco - protects furniture when it's on the move.
Invention 2: Astex by inventor Kimberly Miller from VIC
Astex is a clinical tool that reliably tests the touch sensation of people who have suffered stroke and other nerve ending injuries. It is made of perspex and consists of a series of grated ridges that progressively move from large to small. A person simply runs their hand across the ridges, stopping when the sensation feels smooth. This location is measured via a numbered scale on the side. The measurement allows a standardised way of comparing how a patient's sense of touch is responding to therapy. Astex - diagnoses loss of feeling at the touch of a hand.
Invention 3: Ball Retriever by inventor Jarrod Richards from VIC
When Jarrod Richards was at school, he was always the one climbing onto the roof to collect the lost balls. Now he's got a clever invention that keeps everyone safe on the ground. His Ball Retriever has been designed to retrieve balls from roofs or gutters. It's a pole that can extend two stories high whilst a convex mirror allows the user to see inside the guttering as they manoeuvre a specifically formed clasp to pick up the lost ball. Even better, the Ball Retriever can also be used to rescue larger balls such as basketballs or footballs. A handy tool, particularly for the school yard when balls end up in the high places they're not supposed to! Ball Retriever - reach onto a roof with your feet on the ground.
