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Local barmaid Layla Barkham (Elspeth Rae) watches James Parkes (Joseph Millson) meet a man and follow him into dark woods. A figure drags a heavy trunk and casts it into the river. James Parkes arrives at Parkes Freight with a black eye, arousing a reaction from his father Colonel Matt Parkes (Tim Pigott-Smith). 

At the Galsworthy estate, Captain Tim Galsworthy (Tom Beard) and Ed Lovell (Tony Bell), both in TA uniform are renovating a car and taking part in the police/TA training. Barnaby (John Nettles), Jones (Jason Hughes) and Stephens (Kirsty Dillon) arrive for their training. It is being run by an overzealous Superintendent Cotton (Nick Fletcher).   

At Parkes's haulage, James and associate Dale (Gus Gallagher) dismantle a truck's false lining. Later that evening, Don Mitchinson (Sydney Livingstone) does his security rounds at the haulage yard, watched from a distance by Penny Galsworthy (Niamh Cusack). Suddenly, his telephone rings, causing him to run back towards his security hut, away from the hangar.  As he runs, there is a huge explosion from within the barn.

Barkham reveals he saw Grainger trying to push a large envelope into James's hands. Barnaby arrests James Parkes in connection with murder but his questioning is interrupted when the forensics report reveals that Grainger's wounds from the tussle with James were inflicted an hour prior and separately to the murder.

Two In The Top End
Tuesday, 07 October 2008
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Tim Flannery and John Doyle return to Darwin once the wet season is over…well not quite! It's time to resume their journey across the northern frontier of Australia investigating the future of the deep north.

On Darwin's foreshore Tim finds a tamarind tree, evidence of an earlier people who were drawn to the North. At the Darwin museum is further evidence of the many visitors to Australian shores.

Northern visitors have met with a mixed reception. But one 'invader' is unashamedly despised and now the target of vigilante mobs operating under cover of darkness - cane toads. John and Tim take part in a cane toad muster and see how the pests can be put to good use - as fertiliser.

Keen to experience the vast flows of water still surging around the Top End before the dry season fully sets in, John and Tim head for the Mary River. With so much water in the north men once had a vision, and the vision was rice. At Humpty Doo a hundred thousand hectares of rice were planned, but never eventuated. It's a testament to the difficulties of farming this extreme land.

Back on the Savannah Way, John and Tim head west and encounter a Top End dream that did eventuate. Lake Argyle is the centrepiece of the Ord River Scheme, a dam that can hold 10 times more water than Sydney Harbour. But they soon discover that this massive amount of water is only used to irrigate 14,000 hectares of land, and that the main crop is not rice, cotton or wheat… but sandalwood.

John and Tim find it difficult getting a handle on The Ord. Is this to be the nation's new breadbasket? Or is its potential far more modest? Either way, there's enough growth in mining, agriculture and tourism to make nearby Kununurra one of the boom towns of the north.

Nearby is the start of the Gibb River road, one of the great 4WD journeys in Australia. But there's a problem. The road is closed...

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Risking Our Kids marks the beginning of ABC's new Future Makers series of documentaries.  
Increasing childhood rates of diabetes, respiratory disease, behavioural disorders, obesity - and one in four children with mental health problems - lead former Australian of the Year, Fiona Stanley to warn that the next generation of Australians could have a shorter life expectancy than their parents.
But this is 2008. Australia is awash with cash. Shouldn't our children be the healthiest kids in history? Child health expert, Professor Fiona Stanley believes they are not.
Following Fiona Stanley and her team of scientists from their cutting edge laboratories to remote Aboriginal communities and into increasingly wealthy but unhealthy homes around Australia this film builds the case for what is being called the "the modernity paradox". Can it be that our contemporary western lifestyle is delivering a toxic physical and social environment in which children are growing up sick?

The Fibros And The Silvertails
Thursday, 09 October 2008
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The Fibros And The Silvertails is the story of the feud between two football teams that turned into a war about class and alleged corruption.

The teams are Wests and Manly. The year is 1978. This is a film about football, class and place. It is a social history and a sports history.

The film explores the different areas that are the Western Suburbs and Manly in the 1970s. Manly represent the new face of the game. A wealthy club, they can afford to restock their team with imported players. They have won the premiership three times in the last decade. Wests have to look back to 1952.

In 1978, a new coach, Roy Masters, takes over at Wests. He starts to inspire the team with something new, the language of class war. He coins a new phrase - fibros versus silvertails - to describe the struggle of working class teams and fans in the Western Suburbs against the elite of the city's north and east. 

In the ensuing season, ideological inspiration and violence come up against money and power and the film explores the clashes on the field as well as the contest off the park. 

Wests and Manly meet four times in 1978. The first game is an exhibition match in Melbourne, a bloody game that initiates the feud. Wests win an equally tough game at Lidcombe Oval, while Manly take revenge at Brookvale. At the end, we return to the final at the Sydney Cricket Ground. By now the entire game is overshadowed by controversy involving referee Greg Hartley.

The film features interviews with Tom Raudonikis, Roy Masters, Les Boyd, Max Krilich, Graham Eadie, Greg Hartley and many others, and includes footage of key games not seen for 30 years.

At the start of the 1978 season Wests and Manly are just two teams among many. By the end, they are bitter rivals. Animosity will linger for years. The words 'fibros' and 'silvertails' will become part of Australia's sporting vernacular. And everyone will have two teams; their own and the team playing Manly.

The New Inventors
Hosted by the exuberant James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors: Re-inventing the Wheel takes a look at the breakthroughs that will change the way we travel on land and sea and how we'll fly in the future. Tonight's out-of-competition special features new ideas on how to cut down the cost of driving to one cent per kilometre; take a flight in a battery powered helicopter; and use hydrogen to power the ships of the future. Reviewing these three inventions are agricultural scientist Chris Russell, designer Alison Page and engineer James Bradfield Moody. 
Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Trev by inventor Dr Peter Pudney from SA.After the excitement of driving a solar powered car across Australia, Dr Peter Pudney wanted to use similar technology to make a battery powered car for driving around town. The result is Trev - a shiny green three-wheeled vehicle that can reach speeds of up to 120kmh. This concept car has a sleek tapered body that seats two people - one behind the other. Powered by 45 kilograms of lithium ion batteries, it has a range of 150 kilometres before it needs plugging in for a recharge. Best of all, if the electricity comes from renewable sources, Trev is emissions-free motoring. Trev - the car you plug in and drive away for 1c a km.
Invention 2: Hydrogen Boat by inventor Colin Salmond from QLD
Solar and wind will help deliver the sustainable energy of the future, but how can they be used by ships at sea? That's what has Colin Salmond thinking about hydrogen power for shipping. He's devising a system to manage and control all the technologies required to generate hydrogen on a boat whilst at sea. His vision is for ships to be equipped with vertical wind turbines and solar panels that will power a hydrogen generation plant that will fuel the ships of the future. One of the first applications could be hydrogen powered fishing boats that will be able to stay at sea far longer than conventional craft. Hydrogen Boat - turns salt water, sun and wind into fuel.
Invention 3: The Co-axial Helicopter by inventor Sean Herbert from NSW
At first glance, it looks like there's something missing from this helicopter: there's no tail rotor to stop it from spinning out of control. But as Sean Herbert explains, his co-axial helicopter is designed for stable flight without a tail rotor. Also missing are the conventional three flight controls which have been replaced with an all-in-one control stick. These unique design features make this chopper far easier to fly and more energy efficient than conventional designs. At the moment, it's powered by a gas turbine engine, but very soon there will be a model with a battery powered electric motor. The Co-axial Helicopter - the quiet, energy efficient and easy to fly helicopter.

The modern 'pokie' bears only a passing resemblance to the one-armed bandits of the past. Entire teams now work on the design, music and features of poker machines, to make what is a very slim chance of winning a large jackpot, seem tantalisingly close. However, even when punters know they're more likely to lose than win, they often continue to play, but why? Dr Graham Phillips goes in search of what makes someone think they can beat the odds and finds a gambler who lost $350,000 on the pokies. He meets a psychologist who is researching how things like arousal and the size of crowds in gaming venues can affect our brains. And he finds out what's being done to help people stop gambling.
TASMANIAN TIGER MOUSE
They said it couldn't be done, but for the first time ever, scientists have brought an extinct animal back to life - well, part of one anyway. Graham Phillips investigates how a fragment of Tasmanian Tiger DNA has been reconstructed and inserted into a developing mouse embryo. It's a fascinating technology that one day could be used to re-create other fragments of extinct creatures from dodos to dinosaurs.
DEATH BY VITAMINS?
Australians have some of the most expensive urine in the world. We spend $2.3 billion a year on complementary medicines and most of it ends up going down the drain. But it's not just the hip pocket we should be worried about - according to recent research, antioxidant supplements such as betacarotene, vitamin A and E may have detrimental health effects and could even lead to death. Dr Norman Swan reports on this multi-million dollar industry and warns the buyer to beware.
