The Story Of India: Spice Routes And Silk Roads
Sunday, 12 April 2009
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Beginning in Kerala, Michael Wood journeys on an old wooden sailing boat plying its trade from southern India to the Gulf, and tells how the spice trade with the Romans opened up India to the world. He visits the lost site of the greatest Roman trading port, which was rediscovered in 2005, and samples the earliest cuisine of India and travels by train to the great ancient capital of southern India, Madurai.
Journeying out to Merv in the deserts of Turkmenistan, Michael tells the story of the forgotten empire of the Kushans that ruled India in the first centuries AD: one of the greatest and least known empires in history whose story can only now be told with the recent decipherment of their language.

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Under the unforgiving sun of the Syrian Desert, the eccentric English archaeologist Lord Greville Boynton (Tim Curry) and his son Leonard (Mark Gatiss) are seeking the final resting place of the head of John the Baptist. Artscape: Anatomy: Skin









New 3 Part Series
Tuesday, 14 April 2009
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Anatomy is a documentary series comprised of three unusual and compelling stories - Skin, Heart and Muscle - which explore how sexuality and the body work together as driving forces in the creative process. 

The first film in the series, Skin, examines the 25-year collaboration between tattooist/artist eX de Medici and her subject Geoff Ostling as they negotiate the possibility of bequeathing Geoff's tattooed skin as an artwork when he dies. 

eX de Medici is a woman in her late forties who is equally renowned for her exemplary, vivid paintings as for her groundbreaking tattooing, and Geoff Ostling, an overweight 65-year-old retired history teacher whose body has been etched with a tapestry of Australian flowers by eX's needles and ink. Now, with his entire body tattooed, Geoff is forced to confront his mortality as he and eX undertake their most challenging journey: the preservation and exhibition of Geoff's skin after he dies.

As eX talks with curators and taxidermists, lawyers and coroners, to determine whether Geoff's skin can be added as an artwork to her collection at the National Gallery of Australia, Geoff comes face to face with the prospect of his own death. As a promiscuous gay man who survived the AIDS epidemic and, as a devoted church-going Christian, Geoff's reflections on mortality and human frailty offer startling insights into the impermanence of life and the permanence of art.

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On January 11, 2007, seasoned adventurer 39-year-old Andrew McAuley set out on his quest to become the first person to kayak from Australia to New Zealand across 1600km of one of the wildest and loneliest expanses of ocean on Earth: the Southern Ocean stretch of the Tasman Sea below the 40th parallel.
Solo is an incredible story of adventure. It is a portrait of a complex man and his attempt to conquer the impossible. It is also a moving tragedy that questions and examines the extreme risk some adventurers are driven to pursue.
McAuley's profoundly dangerous mission was an enormous technical and emotional undertaking for all concerned. This story is told by Andrew's wife Vicki, boat designer Paul Hewitson, weather consultant and French yachtsman Jonathan Bogais, and close friend and fellow adventurer Dr Richard Stiles. Solo also features McAuley's own harrowing and emotional video confessions recorded during his voyage at sea.
Thirty days into the voyage, New Zealand maritime authorities received McAuley's distress call. Having survived a torturous month at sea, conquering monstrous swells and terrifying storms, McAuley lost his life only a day from completing his journey.
While McAuley's body was never recovered, the camera tapes from his kayak were and they form the basis of this moving story.

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When Orville Tudway (Kevin McNally), horses and gypsy caravan in tow, arrives in the village of Martyr Warren and is swiftly joined by his old arch enemy the Smith clan, it is clear that the usual peaceful village life is going to be disturbed.

This week on Sunday Arts we go on a technicoloured journey with Arlene TextaQueen; three decades of contemporary Chinese art; and a new segment on Sunday Arts that looks at unusual art experiences, this week heading to the Leuralla Toy and Railway Museum.
Arlene TextaQueen

Arlene TextaQueen adopts the tradition of the classical salon nude and "recon-texta-ualises" it with drawings done with the humble texta. Textanudes are bold, almost life-sized portraits although never drawn to scale. Textanudes are women drawn in landscapes, environs, poses and styles of their own fashioning, in accessories and garb of their own choosing. TextaQueen has exhibited around the world. In 2005 she completed a six-month residency at the International Studio and Curatorial Program in New York. After living in North America for a couple of years, Arlene wanted to get back to her home-country, Australia. Road trips around country Victoria and Queensland ensued, as did a brand new series of nude landscapes. Sunday Arts went along for the ride. You can see her Textanudes in an upcoming group show at Sydney's Sullivan and Strumpf Gallery from April 21 2009. 
Chinese Art

In recent years, there has been an explosion of interest in contemporary Chinese art. Fenella Kernebone goes to Brisbane's GoMA where they are currently hosting Three Decades: The Contemporary Chinese Collection. The Queensland Art Gallery has been collecting contemporary Chinese art since 1993, forming a one of a kind collection in Australia. It is from here that much of the Three Decades exhibition is drawn, plus the addition of a major commission for GoMA's Long Gallery by Wang Qingsong. Fenella talks to one of China's foremost painters, Zhang Xiaogang and traces the legacies of the Cultural Revolution through to the rise of the avante garde in contemporary Chinese art.
Going After Art
Going After Art is a new occasional segment on Sunday Arts in which visual arts presenters Andrew Frost and Chris McAuliffe nominate ten unusual art experiences. This week, Andrew Frost visits the Leuralla Toy and Railway Museum in the Blue Mountains where room after room is a treasure trove of antiquities. This world-famous collection includes model trains, dolls, teddy bears, and political memorabilia amongst other collectibles and is set in one of the oldest heritage listed homes in the region. Frost describes it as "a collection of curiosities."

Talking Heads: Jeffrey Smart
This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson chats with Jeffrey Smart, one of Australia's great living artists. Smart's unique, almost hyper-realistic pictures have sold for more than a million dollars in private sales, which he finds quite amazing. The high value of his painting is partly due to his own method of quality control, which as he tells Talking Heads, often involves a bonfire.
"I've got one picture in my rack which I started about eight years ago and just before coming here I got it out to see it, to destroy it, in case I got killed in an aeroplane accident…"
Smart tells Peter Thompson he was attracted to drawing even in kindergarten, stealing himself a collection of pencils so that he could always draw. Growing up in Adelaide, his first goal was to be an architect but he went on to become an art teacher and taught art in schools for the South Australian Education Department for five years.  Discovering during this time that he was not quite straight and that Adelaide was too square, he left to stretch his wings. By the 60s his insatiable appetite for culture settled him in Italy where he has now lived in picturesque Tuscany for almost 40 years. Here the light industrial areas which feed his imagination and his works are not far away. "When they see me in Italy and here they think I'm subversive immediately. " "What's he doing sketching those buses?" "I had a jacket made with epaulettes so that I can get through docks and things. I get a salute sometimes!"
At 86 his passion is undiminished. "I just feel that I'm going to paint my best work quite soon. I hope so."

The New Inventors
Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to change the way we live. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and designer Alison Page. Inventions featured on the program:

Invention 1 INTERCHANGEABLE SURFBOARD - by inventor Jared Smith from NSW

Transporting a single surfboard can be hard enough, let alone multiple surfboards designed for different conditions. Having a number of surfboards is also very expensive and is often out of reach for the average surfing teenager. Faced with this problem, young surfer and inventor Jared Smith decided to develop a solution to the problem for his HSC design project. The Interchangeable Surfboard is designed to easily come apart for convenient storage and transport. The two halves are secured using core bolts made out of an epoxy resin that are extremely light and robust. Best still, the tail can easily be changed at the beach with just a 20 cent piece required to screw the bolts, so you can always surf at your best. Interchangeable Surfboard - a surfboard ready for any occasion.
Invention 2 DRAINBLADE - by inventors David Challen and Wally Challen from VIC

Poor drainage is one of the main reasons for breakdowns in the surface of roads. In rural areas, if leaf litter is not cleaned out regularly it can cause water to build up and flood onto the middle of the road. Normally, removing leaf litter requires a grader to drive along the gutter, gathering leaves into a large pile, followed by a front end loader that picks up the pile and takes it away. These are two expensive machines that block the road for a considerable period of time. The Drainblade is a new attachment for a front end loader, which allows you to carry out the whole cleaning and removal process quickly and efficiently with one machine. The invention comprises a blade on an articulated arm which extends out to the side of the vehicle and scrapes the leaves into small piles. Once you have gathered everything together, the blade retracts behind the front end loader scoop, allowing you to collect and remove the leaves quickly and easily. Drainblade - turning two machines into one, and one machine into two.
Invention 3 PRESSJAR - by inventor Peter Loukeris from VIC

Australia is a country that loves its morning coffee, and the convenience and affordability of having your coffee at home is often necessary. However, it has always been a challenge to keep coffee fresh when it can take some time to get through a full packet. This inevitably leads to a compromise between quality and convenience, with little available that can have a real impact on retaining freshness. The Pressjar brings a new level of sophistication to the storage of foodstuffs. You put the coffee in the base, and then push down on the lid. The excess air is forced out through the centre of the plunger, and an airtight seal prevents any contact with the air outside. The invention uses a piston and air valve to compress ground materials like coffee, driving air out of the jar and retaining as much freshness as possible. Pressjar - your morning coffee just got better.

Virtual Reality - helping soldiers overcome PTSD; Is mankind the greatest enemy of sea turtles? And genetically modified bananas; could they prevent third world malnutrition?
Blast Trauma
Virtual Reality treatment has achieved a remarkable 85% success rate for soldiers with Post Traumatic Stress Disorder.  It's now hoped it may also help with more mild brain injury - the signature injury of the Iraq War. Combat soldiers suffering from PTSD experience a variety of symptoms including high anxiety, depression, memory loss and heightened aggression. Unable to resume normal life after their return from war, many of them cannot shake off the memories of their horrific experiences. In the First World War, traumatised soldiers were said to be suffering from Shell Shock. For some, Court Martial and even execution were the punishment. Today, no such punishment ensues. Graham Phillips went to California to meet scientists who can now see how mild brain injury caused by explosions may be an additional underlying cause of PTSD and an additional burden for the soldiers to bear.
Turtles
Protecting the future of turtle populations on the Queensland coast has been the life's work of Col Limpus for the past 40 years. His conservation efforts at Mon Repos beach near Bundaberg have been so successful that this area is now a huge tourist attraction. Although tourists are enlisted to help save the turtles, light pollution from increased coastal urbanisation is threatening their nesting beaches. Predatory foxes have been kept at bay, but rising temperatures due to climate change may have a devastating long term impact.  Surfing scientist, Ruben Meerman, meets Col Limpus and fellow scientist David Booth, working with turtles on Heron Island, to find out what hope there is for turtles' survival.

Genetically Modified Bananas
Genetically Modified bananas could be the answer to malnutrition in developing countries. They could also be the means of combating potentially devastating diseases such as Fusarium Oxysporum which wiped out the bananas in South America in the 1940's. Botanists in Queensland are developing genetically modified bananas that can boost vitamin and mineral content and are creating disease resistant varieties. For Uganda, where bananas are a staple food this could help eradicate Vitamin A and iron deficiency. With banana production virtually untenable in the Northern Territories due to fungal disease, Maryann Demasi finds out how close scientists are to creating new strains of disease resistant and nutritious bananas.
