The Story Of India: The Power Of Ideas

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British historian Michael Wood continues his epic journey uncovering India's dramatic history and achievements. The theme of this episode is the power of ideas in Indian history.
The Story of India: The Power of Ideas covers the last centuries BC - the age of the Buddha, the coming of the Greeks and the rule of the emperor Ashoka, one of the greatest figures in world history.

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Hercule Poirot (David Suchet) does not wish to be disturbed. But when an attractive young woman bursts into his apartment and claims she may be a murderer, he cannot ignore her tearful pleas for help. Although she disappears without giving him more information, her dramatic intrusion draws him into one of the most baffling cases of his career.
David Suchet has been playing Christie's crime solver for over twenty years but Third Girl shows that these lavish adaptations can still offer fresh scenarios and conundrums that retain the power to seize an audience's interest and imagination. The mystery delivers an enigma which touches Poirot profoundly and the world he is compelled to investigate is bleaker and darker than ever before. The denouement delivers a brutal and brilliant finale but ultimately the Belgian detective is forced to admit there are some mysteries even he is unable to unravel…

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The award-winning edge-of-your-seat spy drama Spooks is back with another white-knuckle ride through the perilous world of deadly terrorists, international cover-ups and treacherous double-agents. And there is a sleek, interactive online game at http://abc.net.au/spooks  that extends the television experience.

Over the course of 10 hour-long episodes, Harry, Ros, Adam and the team are immersed in their most intricate operation to date as the complex relationship between the UK, Iran and the US is put under the spotlight.

Rupert Penry-Jones, Hermione Norris and Peter Firth return as officers Adam, Ros and Harry of Section D, MI5. Raza Jaffrey, Miranda Raison and Hugh Simon also reprise their roles as Zaf, Jo and Malcolm, and welcome new arrival Connie played by Gemma Jones. In the drama, Iran's covert scheme to become a nuclear power leads to growing mistrust among the British, American and Iranian governments, who all nurse their own agendas.

The opening episode sees Zaf, undercover in Tehran, attempt to place a bomb on a civilian train in an effort to flush out a key Iranian spy. Meanwhile, the electric atmosphere between Adam and Ros comes to a head, but things are complicated further by Adam's dangerous ongoing affair with a key asset inside the Iranian embassy. Ros, whose loyalty has come under scrutiny in the past, once again finds herself questioning her ability to carry out the demands of a government she does not necessarily support.

Harry gains a new friend on the Grid when he recruits old MI5 colleague Connie (Gemma Jones) as desk officer - clever and with plenty of old school tricks up her sleeve, she might just be able to fill the void left by Ruth's departure.

Guest appearances include Matthew Marsh (The Commander) as CIA Agent Bob Hogan and Robert Glenister (Hustle), who resumes his role as Home Secretary. 

Series 6 also sees the return of Anna Chancellor (Suburban Shootout, Tipping The Velvet) as Juliet Shaw, former National Security Co-ordinator.

For the first time ever, Spooks explores one theme throughout the series, and one which is an ongoing concern in today's world affairs agenda.

Voyage To The American Stonehenge
Thursday, 09 April 2009
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In the magnificently stark landscape of the Bolivian highlands lies Tiwanaku, a 2,000 year old city that was home to one of the most influential civilizations in pre-Inca South America. Scattered throughout this remarkable metropolis are huge temples, pyramids and delicately carved monoliths constructed from colossal slabs of stone. But Tiwanaku's beauty comes with an equally beguiling mystery. The nearest quarry that could have produced the city's rocks lies some 40 kilometres on the other side of Lake Titicaca, the second largest lake in South America. How could these multi-ton stones possibly have made their way to Tiwanaku?
There has been no shortage of explanations over the years. When the Spanish arrived, folklore of the native Aymara people attributed the presence of the stones to Viracocha, the creator god. Today, some offer 'out of this world' explanations, declaring that only aliens could have built the magnificent city. And many locals believe that giants put the stones in place.
American archaeologist Dr Alexei Vranich from the University of Pennsylvania, and sailor and adventurer Paul Harman had a very different theory as to how the city came about. Something much less otherworldly, but remarkable nonetheless, actually took place. The two believe that the stones were transported across Lake Titicaca on gigantic totora reed boats and then laboriously dragged another 10 kilometres to the city. 
The film follows the two men as they set out to build a boat in this way, using only technology available to the city founders 2,000 years ago. And by doing so, answer the mystery of the stones of Tiwanaku.

Compass: Stations Of The Cross…The Making Of
Friday, 10 April 2009
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The Good Friday Compass special will screen at 6pm on ABC2 and at 7:30pm on ABC1.

When World Youth Day was staged in Sydney last year one of the principal events, the Stations of the Cross, a re-enactment of Christ's last hours, was beamed worldwide.

Months of rehearsal, sweat, blood and tears went into the ambitious production headed up by Father Franco Cavarra, a one-time opera director who joined the Roman Catholic priesthood 10 years ago.

It was his job to bring to life the 2000 year old story of Christ's suffering and death. 

"Clearly the responsibilities are very high.  And therefore one is almost overwhelmed.  Can we possibly do it?  Can we bring it off?  Can we do justice to it?" he tells the cameras in the opening days. 

First up was the task of casting the perfect "Jesus" and "Mary". Eager recruits from across Sydney and beyond turned up for the call out.

All the performers were volunteers drawn to the project because of their faith. But behind the scenes were some highly experienced professionals including Father Franco, and the production designer Michael Scott Mitchell.

Michael was responsible for everything from building the central props - including the crosses (two were needed: one for the street scenes, and one for the crucifixion); to how to keep Jesus warm during the dramatic crucifixion scene down by Sydney's foreshore where icy winds pushed the mid-winter temperature to near freezing point.

On the day (18 July 2008) huge crowds flocked to St Mary's Cathedral, the Opera House and Darling Harbour to follow the three hour open air showcase.

This week Sunday Arts focuses on the visual arts: Fenella Kernebone looks at the Museum of Contemporary Art's exhibition on new Australian drawing; and we feature artists Peter Alwast and Sydney Ball.
New Australian Drawing
According to the Museum of Contemporary Art we are currently experiencing a shift in the world of drawing. It claims that some of the most amazing contemporary art coming out of Australia, at the moment, are works on paper. As a result there is a new attitude and respect that has developed towards drawing which has traditionally fetched more modest prices than painting. The MCA are currently exhibiting work that is mainly autobiographical in style, and also extends beyond two-dimensions to animation and three-dimensional works. 'Walk The Line: New Australian Drawing' is on at the MCA until the 24th May.
Peter Alwast
Brisbane-based painter and video artist Peter Alwast had a big end to 2008. First, he won the Gallery Of Modern Art's lucrative Queensland Premier's New Media Award, and then over Christmas learnt he was the recipient of the Australia Council's Green Street residency in New York. This won't be his first time in New York. In 1998, Alwast received the Samstag International Visual Arts Scholarship to complete his Masters of Fine Art at New York's Parsons School of Design.  Sunday Arts caught up with Alwast before he set off overseas to further explore his merging of old and new art forms.
Sydney Ball 
In the 1950s, London was the magnet for Australian artists seeking to broaden their creative experience overseas, but Adelaide-born artist Sydney Ball chose to go to New York instead and study with the likes of abstract expressionist Theodore Stamos. When Ball returned to Australia in the 1960's, he brought back a revolutionary abstract style which he has stayed true to throughout a career spanning five decades. Sunday Arts caught up with Ball at his Glenorie studio and at his recent survey show at Penrith Regional Gallery, which runs until April 5.

Missing Link
Charles Darwin visited Australia in 1836 towards the end of a five year voyage on HMS Beagle. His observations of flora and fauna and his collection of fossils radicalised his thinking and sowed the seeds of his theory of evolution by natural selection. When eventually he published The Origin of Species in 1859 he apologised for the lack of evidence in the fossil record to support his theory. He did however predict that such evidence would ultimately emerge. In China and Melbourne's Victoria Museum, Mark Horstman examines some of the key transitional fossils between species - the so called 'missing links'. 
Ancient Resurrection
Is it really possible to recreate a dinosaur from the DNA of bones that are hundreds of million of years old? Was the film Jurassic Park a true reflection of the capabilities of modern science? The recreation of a dinosaur by cloning its DNA may be far fetched, but Paul Willis meets a scientist who thinks it will one day be possible to bring the Tasmanian Tiger, or Thylacine, back from the dead. Ten or fifteen years ago such an idea was pure science fiction, but breakthroughs in gene research throughout the world are bringing the future rapidly closer.
What has Darwin done for us?
What do three Professors - a palaeontologist, a geneticist and an astronomer - have in common? They all believe that Charles Darwin's theory of evolution by natural selection provides the bedrock to their understanding of the natural world.Three Australian scientists, Tim Flannery, John Shine and Fred Watson are all leaders in their chosen fields. They celebrate Darwin's achievements and how the great naturalist's work has affected their own paths to scientific discovery.
