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In the intense heat of the northern Kalahari, at the peak of the dry season when water is scarce, herds of elephants trek towards a life-saving event, while prides of lions and marooned hippos fight to survive around the last remaining waterholes.
Their fortunes change dramatically with the annual flooding of Botswana’s Okavango Delta, turning thousands of desert miles into a maze of lagoons, islands and swamps.

Meanwhile, thousands of birds, swamp deer, zebra, giraffe, crocodiles and numerous fish invade the wetlands and, filmed for the first time, thousands of dragonflies appear – seemingly from nowhere – within minutes of the flood arriving, to mate and lay eggs.

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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson’s guest is the much-loved Olivia Newton-John.
The daughter of a Welsh-born Professor of German and granddaughter of a Nobel prizewinning physicist, Newton-John opted very early on to follow her own dream of a career in music. At 15 years of age, she was singing in an all-girl group in Melbourne. Within a few years she was in London making a name for herself alongside Cliff Richard. A move to America saw her offered a starring role in a movie with John Travolta. Grease would become one of the most successful screen musicals of all time and make Olivia Newton-John a superstar.

In a career spanning more than four decades, her record sales have topped 100 million; she’s had numerous ‘Number One’ hits in the US and the UK; and she’s won four Grammys.

Having waged a very public battle with breast cancer herself, she’s now fundraising for a specialist cancer and wellness centre to be built at the Austin Hospital in Melbourne. “I went through breast cancer in 1992 and… I thought one day if I ever am lucky enough to get through this and I can give back in some way, I’d love to create a place, a healing centre, where you can get all that under one roof.”

In 1979 she was awarded an OBE, and in 2006 an AO for services to the entertainment industry and to the community.

Just over a year ago Newton-John surprised everyone with the announcement that she was newly married and experiencing, “the most wonderful love I have ever had… Even from the first day that we were together, he’s travelled with me and I’ve travelled with him… he’s totally supportive and it’s just magical, it’s wonderful. Even our dogs get on.”

Moon Dust

Moon Rocks and The Hole at the Bottom of the Moon

A bombardment of Earth by asteroids 4 billion years ago could have made the conditions that were just right for the creation of life. If scientists can work out when big showers of meteorites hit the Moon, where the craters they made are less eroded than on Earth, they will also be able to discover when they hit the Earth. Graham Phillips reveals how astronauts hope to bring back and date rocks from ‘The Hole at the Bottom of the Moon’ crater to enable astrobiologists to work out if the bombardment of Earth indeed coincided with the beginnings of life.

Earthshine

Mark Horstman meets a PhD student in Melbourne who, in a simple yet elegant experiment, has studied light from the Earth reflecting off the Moon – Earthshine – to reveal the clues that could tell us whether distant planets have liquid oceans where there might be the potential for the presence of life.

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Tasmania is one of the world’s last great wildlife havens but its struggling native species are under threat from a feral fox invasion. Or are they?
There’s some nasty business going down in Australia’s island state. A feral intruder is on the loose. He's cunning, deadly and a master of stealth, so expert at flying under the radar that some believe he doesn’t even exist. And the name of the villain is Vulpes Vulpes, the European Red Fox. But, some don't believe he even exists...

Feral Peril follows key members of the Tasmanian government's fox eradication program as they chase down sightings, gather evidence and battle public scepticism. It's a hard slog, but some recent developments have narrowed the search and spurred on the team. 

But it's not enough to convince the ‘super sceptics’. For them, the fox squad needs confirmed kills to vindicate their efforts. 

As if all this wasn't enough, at the same time as foxes are showing up more and more, Tasmania's top predator, the Devil, is being decimated by a mysterious disease - a contagious facial cancer that threatens extinction.

Biologists reckon the two threats must be linked - Devil numbers go down, fox's go up. It's the kind of situation that requires urgent action. Feral Peril tracks the fox and devil teams as they try to pull Tasmania back to ecological stability. But will nature's course prove too powerful for mankind's intervention?

Fairweather Man

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An intimate portrait of the life and work of one of Australia's greatest painters. When Ian Fairweather died in 1974, Australia not only lost an extraordinary artist but one of its greatest eccentrics. However, the reclusive, driven artist left behind a wonderful legacy - a body of marvellous paintings that today are highly collectible and hang on the walls of galleries around the world.    
The film embarks on two journeys: one is the story of Fairweather’s life and travels; the other a journey deep into the heart and soul of the man and his work. 

Scottish-born Fairweather was abandoned as a child, setting him on a lifelong path of self-sought solitude. After active service in World War I, contrary to his conservative family's wishes, he chose art as his vocation. When he arrived in China, the first stop in a lifetime of wandering, he found a culture that would have an overriding and lifelong influence on his art.

At 60 years of age, Fairweather experienced a turning point in his work. He built himself a flimsy raft and set sail from Darwin on a foolhardy, death-defying trip across the Timor Sea. For 16 days he drifted in a semi-conscious and hallucinogenic state. It is said that before that journey he was an extremely talented artist, but afterwards he became an extraordinary one.

For the last 20 years of his life Fairweather stopped travelling and made himself a home on Bribie Island, off the coast of Queensland. There he lived a hermit-like existence in a primitive grass hut devoid of any creature comforts. And it was there that he created his greatest work.

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The world of high-class prostitution involving girls from Eastern Europe and the wealthy men who use them turns deadly in this taut, thriller instalment of Trial And Retribution from Lynda La Plante.
In Rules Of The Game a suitcase is discovered abandoned in the middle of a Heathrow car park. Inside it is the naked body of a girl.

The case is traced back to Vitali Malikov (Marcel Iures), a Ukrainian millionaire businessman with friends in high places.

Steely detective Roisin Connor (Victoria Smurfit) investigates. DCI Connor is compelling – a tough, complex female character viewers can love to hate. Writer, Lynda La Plante, understands women flock to this genre and frequently toys with female leads who swing between being flawed romantics and tough as nails crime busters. With DCI Connor they’re in good hands.

Connor’s boss, DCS Mike Walker (David Hayman), has unfinished business with the wealthy Ukrainian and is incandescent with rage when forced to release Malikov without charge. The Deputy Assistant Commissioner warns DCS Walker to steer clear of Malikov but that’s one order Walker isn’t going to obey.

DCI Connor’s work on identifying the dead girl leads her to another high-class prostitute, Teresa Korovin (Ksenia Zaitseva), who tells Connor someone called Margaret set them up with Malikov.

Another suspect emerges when Connor goes to the dead girl’s flat and meets her boyfriend Dan Vaughan (Jamie Glover). Vaughan is shocked to learn his girlfriend, Sofia Petrenko (Olga Fedori), was a prostitute. The Petrenko family is devastated and older sister Maryna (Branka Katic) demands to know everything.

Connor is circumspect but Walker tells Maryna that Malikov is the prime suspect.

Friday, 17 July 2009
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Rhys Ifans, Sheila Hancock and Bob Hoskins, the cream of British acting talent star in this trio of cracking, contemplative comedy dramas written, produced and
directed by Hugo Blick. Three people who have one thing in common, that they are all about to kill or be killed, speak a monologue to the camera – their last words. Between the lines they reveal truths about their lives.

In episode one, a farmer (Rhys Ifans) tried to find a way to free himself from the yoke of a dominating mother. Now, in episode two, Sheila Hancock plays an elderly woman with a degenerative disease that causes progressive paralysis.

As the woman waits in a Swiss euthanasia clinic for the drugs that will end her life, she reflects on the paths that have led her there. She recalls the joys and disappointments of her 40-year marriage and rehearses what she will say to her husband in her final conversation with him: thanking him for making love to her the night before and encouraging him to marry again.

Each of these monologues has a tragic but comedic sting in its tail. Characters may die, but it’s the viewer who has the last laugh.

Kronos Quartet 
The Kronos Quartet has been producing innovative and compelling music for over 30 years. Founded in San Francisco by violinist David Harrington in 1973, Kronos has continually pushed boundaries both musically and visually, adapting the ancient musical tradition of a string quartet into a contemporary one. Kronos draw much of its inspiration from the many musical traditions from around the world, which include pop, rock, electronic and experimental compositions. It has collaborated widely, including teaming up with acclaimed composers Phillip Glass and Australia’s Peter Sculthorpe, as well as producing soundtracks for films such as Requiem for a Dream. The Kronos Quartet was recently in Australia and Fenella Kernebone had the chance to speak with founder David Harrington.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and futurist and author Mark Pesce. Inventions featured on the program: 

PASSWINDOW – by inventor Matthew Walker from QLD. Australians are moving in increasing numbers towards online shopping and banking, yet by some estimates we lost more than half a billion dollars in credit card fraud last year. We all like the convenience of avoiding bank queues and shopping centres, but using your credit card to make payments online isn't as secure as you might believe. In fact, credit cards represent the largest and fastest growing area of fraud, particularly online. Every time you make a transaction, you are required to enter your details online. This gives criminals the opportunity to hack into your computer, where they can log every keystroke and begin making transactions with your account details. There is even an online black market dedicated to the sale and trade of our credit card numbers.

Inventor Matthew Walker knows this problem well. He was the victim of identity theft eight years ago and has not owned a credit card since. He knew there must be a more secure way to authenticate transactions online, but overly complex software solutions are always cracked eventually and can be very expensive. PassWindow is a visual authentication system which uses a pattern matching technique to produce a unique number for any online transaction. The invention is a two-part key system. The first half uses a custom pattern printed on a transparent window on the card. When held to a computer screen, the card’s design combines with a pattern on the screen to form a four or six digit number. A new unique code is generated every time the user is online, ensuring that access can only be granted to the genuine cardholder.

SEA PEN – by inventor Allan Barber from QLD. As soon as a boat is docked, barnacles lurking beneath the surface are ready to latch on tight, and removing them is no easy task. The Sea Pen is an inflatable frame that allows you to dry dock your boat without it ever leaving the water. Once the boat is in the Sea Pen, water is pumped out, floating your boat in a pocket of air on the water.

PENO GUARD – by inventor Mario Pizzolato from NSW. Construction is one of the most dangerous industries in the world, and falling from heights often leads to workers being injured or killed. The Peno Guard is a 2 in 1 safety device designed to prevent people from falling through manholes on construction sites. In the closed position, the invention is a mesh cover that alerts workers to the presence of a hole and can support their weight. When opened, the device is quickly and easily converted into a four-sided guard rail, allowing people to work safely around the hole.
