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In the final episode of breathtakingly beautiful series Wild Caribbean, explore the western shoreline of the Caribbean – the Central American coastline - stretching over 2,700 kms from Panama to Mexico.  With thousands of islands and reefs, this area is bursting with colourful wildlife and marine life.  
Included in the area is one of the world’s most impressive engineering feats – the Panama Canal.  One of the busiest waterways in the world, the 75km long waterway treats passengers on the ships passing through to glimpses of wildlife living in the rainforest jungles beyond.  

Panama is also home to the Caribbean’s largest archipelagos including the islands of San Blas. San Blas are home to a unique community of people – the Kuna Indians. Excellent skindivers, the Kuna Indians still live a very traditional lifestyle and have retained much of their culture and traditional dress.  

The deep, nutrient-rich waters of the western coast also attract a diverse array of marine life. Jellyfish, varieties of open water fish, killer whales and the largest fish of all – the whale shark - cruise the waters devouring the huge supply of plankton. While in the shallow reefs over 400 kinds of fish, all different shapes and sizes, provide a kaleidoscope of colour.

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Jem (Andrew Buchan) and Martha (Claudie Blakley) marry, and live as lodgers in Matty’s (Judi Dench) house – a source of joy for Matty. 
Meanwhile, Miss Pole (Imelda Staunton) invites the ladies of the town to a secret meeting to discuss Matty’s crisis. United in their love for Matty, they decide to secretly share part of their own incomes with her. Mary (Lisa Dillon) is recruited to devise a means of getting this to Matty without her knowing where the money came from. 

Dr Harrison (Simon Woods), on the other hand, is shunned by the town – no patients will come to him now that he has been exposed as a philanderer. Dr Morgan (John Bowe) suggests he must move on to start afresh somewhere he is not known. 

Mr Carter (Philip Glenister) is horrified to discover that Lady Ludlow (Francesca Annis) has secretly mortgaged her estate to raise money for her son’s villa in Italy. Sophy (Kimberley Nixon) returns to Cranford ill, but is diagnosed by Dr Morgan as simply being heart-broken. He assures Reverend Hutton (Alex Jennings) that, with time and love from her family, she will recover. But by the time Jack Marshland (Joe McFadden) arrives in town to help clear Dr Harrison’s name, Sophy’s condition has worsened and is recognised as typhoid fever. He enlists Mrs Rose’s (Lesley Manville) help in treating her, while Dr Harrison is physically barred from either seeing Sophy or assisting. 

Mr Carter visits Captain Brown (Jim Carter) at the railway works in a desperate attempt to see if he can raise capital for Lady Ludlow’s mortgage by selling timber or tools. Sunday Arts

This week on Sunday Arts the inspirational half-hour documentary Gascoigne Country; Fenella Kernebone meets world-class playwright Enda Walsh; and The Cinematic Orchestra performs.

Perth International Arts Festival 

This week Fenella Kernebone heads to the Perth International Arts festival (PIAF) where she will be taking a look at the work of one of the world’s hottest playwrights, Enda Walsh. Walsh has already written 14 plays, the best known being Disco Pigs, and has had his work translated into 20 languages. His plays often centre on dark subject matter such as hunger strikes, imprisonment and dysfunctional families. Walsh is also a prize-winning screenwriter - he co-wrote Hunger which won the Caméra d'Or Prize at the Cannes Festival in 2008. Walsh was in Australia for the PIAF season of his play The New Electric Ballroom.

Rosalie Gascoigne

Gascoigne Country is an inspirational half-hour documentary made in 2000, about the life and work of the renowned visual artist, Rosalie Gascoigne, who died in 1999. It is a story of a woman who came to art late in life, but scaled the heights of both national and international recognition. Living in the wilderness of  Mt Stromlo's pine forests in Canberra when Gascoigne turned to art. Her approach was direct and went straight to the objects in her immediate environment: road signs, drink crates, corrugated iron and kitchenware. At the centre of the program is a revealing interview with Gascoigne, recorded not long before her death. 

The Cinematic Orchestra 

Tired of working in the exports department of a record company, Jason Swinscoe decided to jump ship and create his own band. Armed with a sampler and his DJ kit he gradually incorporated eight band members to become The Cinematic Orchestra.  The band is a mix of classical strings, jazz, soul and electronic music performers. Its live shows are a dynamic affair with a lot of improvisation. Swinscoe, composer for the band’s material, is influenced by movie soundtracks. In 2004, he even released a score for Dziga Vertov’s avant-garde 1929 film Man With A Movie Camera. The Cinematic Orchestra performed for Sunday Arts when they were recently in Australia, and Fenella Kernebone had the chance to speak with Jason Swinscoe.

First Tuesday Book Club

First Tuesday Book Club is ABC TV’s nationally televised book club.  Hosted by Jennifer Byrne it brings to the screen the pleasures that draw millions of clubbers worldwide with their shared love of reading.

Debating the merits of this month’s books are regulars Marieke Hardy and Jason Steger plus everyone’s favourite horticulturalist, Peter Cundall. The books for March are The White Tiger by Aravind Adiga and the classic novel from John Steinbeck; The Grapes of Wrath.

In The White Tiger, we meet Balram Halwai, servant, philosopher, entrepreneur and murderer. Balram writes to the Premier of China – reveals his life story. Born in a rural village and the son of a rickshaw puller, he was removed from school and put to work crushing coal and wiping tables. But the young Balram dreamt of leaving his impoverished life behind for success in the city. His chance came when he was hired by a rich landlord as a chauffeur. But how did he evolve from a likable, hardworking village boy to a cold-blooded killer?

The Grapes of Wrath tells the story of Tom Joad. On parole from prison Tom returns home to find his family’s Oklahoma farm desolate. Banks are forcing croppers from their properties in droves, and machines reap the last of the cotton before the land and the profits dry up - permanently. The hungry head toward California, but the promises of work, full stomachs, and a new life also turn to dust as the system of oppression stalks the dispossessed across the desert. The Joads, and those they encounter on the road, are changed as they grapple with a twisted system but find that whilst those in comfort refuse even the most basic rights, those in tribulation share, even from their very own bodies.

The World’s Oldest Mummies
Northern Chile is an unusual place, mostly covered by the world’s driest desert where little can survive. But, paradoxically, this desert is dissected by fertile river valleys that have supported large communities of people for over 10 thousand years. The combination of arid areas interspersed with pockets of life has produced one of the most remarkable archaeological records anywhere on earth. Not only is there an exquisitely preserved record of everyday life from a variety of cultures, but the people themselves have also been preserved as the world’s oldest mummies. Dr Paul Willis follows a group of Australian volunteer archaeologists as they unravel the complex archaeology of the Atacama Desert and find mummies that were made thousands of years before the Egyptian civilisation even began.
The Power Of The Electron Microscope
Microscopes have revolutionised many areas of science, from medicine and physics to engineering. Nowadays, some microscopes are powerful enough to read a newspaper as far away as the moon. However, there are many challenges in making this sort of power possible. A group of scientists at Monash University have gone to extraordinary lengths to house one of these super powerful electron microscopes in a building designed for the purpose – Maryanne Demasi pays them a visit.
Climate Seals Go Where Argos Fear to Tread
Submersible robotic devices, Argo floats, have revolutionised ocean forecasting, by collecting and transmitting vital information about the ocean’s role in our climate. But as surfing scientist Ruben Meerman discovered, researchers are also utilising seals to gather data from places these robots just can’t get to – under polar ice. Polar regions are very sensitive to climate change and offer the potential for significant understanding of the relationship between ocean circulation, sea ice and the ocean carbon cycle. However, gathering data has been difficult due to the extremes of the weather and the forming of thick sea ice. Enter the southern elephant seal and the Weddell seal that are now diving with oceanographic sensors to provide data that is filling in the gaps in our knowledge.
