Rogue Nation: Honour Among Thieves

Historian Michael Cathcart tells the epic story of how the colourful characters of early colonial Australia transformed a penal settlement into a land with rights and opportunity in a mere 40 years. This sweeping two-part dramatised documentary covers formative events in Australia's history, including the Rum Rebellion and early court cases which established independence and civil rights for all settlers.

Rogue Nation explores how a fledgling colony on the wrong side of the globe was rapidly transformed from a place of punishment to a place of opportunity; a confident and prosperous community. It examines the fight for power and control between two powerful interest groups - the wealthy and entrepreneurial landowners and the offspring of convict settlers who took on the governors appointed by the Colonial Office in London.

With an all-star cast including Peter O'Brien, John Wood, Leanna Walsman, Geoff Morrell, Les Hill and Heather Mitchell, Rogue Nation introduces well known figures including pastoralist John Macarthur, barrister and newspaper proprietor William Wentworth, and Governors William Bligh, Lachlan Macquarie and Ralph Darling.

We discover how a handful of driven, anti-authoritarian and fiercely independent men saw off several British governors, encouraged upheaval and learnt the art of politics, discovering that debates, pressure groups and propaganda could change governments and shape policy. In doing so, they helped to lay the foundations of the prosperous liberal democracy of Australia.

Amanda's old boyfriend drives her to Elizabeth's new working place as a nanny, and on the way, Amanda spots Darcy in the crowd, claiming he followed her for love. Elizabeth has thoroughly embraced modern life and is shocked to meet Darcy (as she is aware of the novel). Amanda hurries them back to her bathroom and the portal to Longbourn. 

Mr Bennet returns home to make a full recovery and is reunited with his daughter, while Darcy regards his experience in modern London as a dream. Lady Catherine (Lindsay Duncan) arrives at Longbourn and bargains for Amanda's disappearance from society by annulling Jane's marriage to Mr Collins on the grounds of non-consummation. 

Will Jane and Bingley be able to leave their past behind and start a new life? And what will become of Amanda and Darcy's relationship now that Elizabeth is back?

Artscape: The Art Life: Starry Starry Night

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What does it mean to be an artist today? What do artists do? And how do ideas about the role of the artist affect the way art is made and seen? These are the questions explored in the second series of The Art Life, an essay-style documentary series about contemporary Australian art, written and presented by Andrew Frost. Featuring interviews with leading contemporary artists and curators, The Art Life is a rich and varied look at the practice of art today.

Episode one, Starry Starry Night examines the clichéd notion of the artist: the doomed genius whose work can only be fully appreciated after his death. Why does this cliché continue to be such a potent idea? And why does expressionism seem to equal sincerity? 

To answer these questions we first meet McLean Edwards who paints hundreds of self-portraits using his life as a source of inspiration. Nell is another artist who paints and uses personal experience as a catalyst for her creativity. But where Edwards's work is steeped in the traditions of Western expressionism, Nell looks to the spirituality of Zen for her eccentric mixture of Aussie suburban rock culture and Buddhism.  

By contrast Tony Schwensen is a performance artist whose work is a politically charged take on Australian culture. While performance art might seem like it's a long way from traditional forms such as painting, Schwensen explains that there's a lot in common with the work of Nell and Edwards. 

Anastasia Klose's videos and photographs mock the role of the artist and the art world. Humorous, self-deprecating and self-aware, Klose ultimately admits that although being an artist is a career choice, it's also a deeply held conviction that making art is worthwhile.
