Fast, intuitive and exciting, football has become a Tiwi trademark with star players like the Riolis and Michael Long shining under the national football spotlight.

In A League Of Their Own is a three-part series that celebrates the passion and the brand of the Tiwi Bombers as they join the Northern Territory competition. With the aid of their assistant coach, the legendary Richmond player Maurice Rioli, the Bombers won most of their matches. But at the end of the season their fans were left asking ‘Just how good are they?’
Episode one, The Tiwi Brand, celebrates the passion of the Tiwi Island players and fans and their struggle over 30 years to have their own team in the Darwin competition. The Bombers are on a winning streak in the lead up to the finals, but can they actually win?

In episodes two and three, the players, riding high after a run of wins that has put them at the top of the ladder, lose discipline and stop coming to training, breaking their commitment to manage their alcohol use and abstain from drugs. Could these be warning signs of what is to come as we near the end of the season?

The last few games of the season - as the Bombers try to claw their way back and reach the Grand Final - has their families and Tiwi Island fans on the edge of their seats. Born with natural skill as AFL players, but having lost focus on the ultimate prize, can the Bombers overcome their demons and win the competition at the eleventh hour?

Rogue Nation: Rights Of Passage

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In this sweeping two-part dramatised documentary, historian Michael Cathcart tells the epic story of how the colourful characters of early colonial Australia transformed a penal settlement into a land with rights and opportunity in a mere 40 years.

In this second and final episode, we meet William Wentworth and the 'Emancipists', a loose-knit group of former convicts and their children who take on British Governor Ralph Darling in the 1820s in a struggle for independence and civil rights in colonial Australia.

In Sydney, a conflict has arisen between the visionary Governor Lachlan Macquarie, who believes in the redemption of convicts and a fair go for all, and those who argue that his social experiment has gone too far. After 25 years as a penal colony, Sydney's white population has grown to around 36,000, the convict class is creating a new identity and the giant textile mills of industrial England are hungry for wool. The Australian pastoral industry, led by John Macarthur, is booming, and it relies on cheap convict labour to supply it.

But with the industrial revolution comes a revolution of ideas, and Macquarie believes in treating ex-convicts and their children as the equals of free immigrants - granting them land, government jobs, rights and respect. It's a controversial view and strategic lobbying by the pastoralists leads to Macquarie's recall and replacement by Governor Ralph Darling, whose mission is to reassert imperial authority and reinforce the colony's status as a place of punishment.

Two high profile court cases expose the frailty of Darling's rule as the 'Emancipists' fight back with calls for justice and independence. With an all-star cast including Peter O'Brien, John Wood, Leanna Walsman, Geoff Morrell, Les Hill and Heather Mitchell, Rogue Nation brings Australia's early European history dramatically to life.

As the day of Bentley's execution approaches, Superintendent Spence (Richard Hope - The Shellseekers) becomes increasingly convinced the evidence was just too obvious and asks his old friend Hercule Poirot to investigate.
As Poirot joins forces with famed crime novelist Ariadne Oliver (Zoë Wanamaker - My Family; Prime Suspect; Doctor Who) to save Bentley from the gallows, he doesn't realise his own life is in danger.

Compass: Life And Death
Sunday, 22 March 2009
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Andrew Chan and Myuran Sukamaran are two young Australian men who have been condemned to die by firing squad. They know each day might be their last. 

The fate of Australians on death row in Indonesia may soon be known. Andrew Chan and Myuran Sukamaran are two of the three 'Bali Nine' facing execution for drug trafficking. In this moving Compass episode their families speak for the first time about life in the shadow of the death penalty.  

There are few options left for appealing their sentences, but Myuran, Andrew and their families survive each day on scraps of hope. During family visits to Bali's Kerobokan Prison, talk is of everyday and domestic matters, and not of what may come. But both young men have a great deal of time to think. Their visitors observe that they have become more thoughtful, more emotionally intelligent and more committed to their faith.

Melbourne barrister Julian McMahon is Australian counsel for Chan and Sukamaran. He well knows their families' predicament. 

"They're not allowed to grieve because no one has died. They're not allowed to move on because there's hope that they might be able to save the person who is on death row…  So they can't go forward, they can't go back, they're just stuck in the grey zone," he says.

Some years ago Julian represented Nguyen Tuong Van, another young Australian who was hanged for drug offences in Singapore in 2005. In Life and Death Julian recalls Van's transformation in prison, and his journey to faith.  

Through the parallel story lines of two separate cases, Compass examines the ripple effect of the death penalty and the damage it does to all involved.

Andrew begins a long and nervous wait for the results as his old feelings for Naomi are slowly being rekindled.

Andrew is also assigned the task of finding a sponsor for Ritchie's fiancée, an ice-skater called Kristil (Jo Carter). Andrew's surprised to learn that Kristil has a most unusual connection with Dutch.

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This week, host James O'Loghlin welcomes surgeon and inventor Professor Fiona Wood to the judging panel of The New Inventors - the program that highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers.

Fiona will join engineer James Bradfield Moody and designer and inventor Sally Dominguez to decide the winner from these three new Australian inventions:

GRIPPER SNIPPER - by inventors Richard and Simon Noble from VIC

Every gardener knows you have to thin out the weaker seedlings if you want to grow strong healthy plants. But what do you do if you're trying to grow trees? The Gripper Snipper attaches to any medium or large tractor with a front end loader. Richard Noble was looking for a thesis for his engineering degree, and his father, experienced farmer Simon Noble, developed a brief outlining what the invention needed to do. Their Gripper Snipper works by gripping the tree so that it's securely held in an upright position, then snips it off. It's like using a large set of hedge clippers to cut down a tree. Gripper Snipper - tractor-driven hedge clippers that can take down a tree.

INTELLIGENT PLASTIC - by inventors Bob Holland and Paul Brockwell from NSW

As food travels further and further before reaching our tables, food poisoning becomes a serious risk- one that kills people every day. If left too long, food also loses its taste and nutrition. By limiting the vibrations that occur when a ball strikes the bat, the invention reduces the loss of energy and imparts a greater striking force to the ball, sending it further than ever before. Kadattack - now everyone can hit a winning shot.

Lawrence Leung's Choose Your Own Adventure is an imaginative documentary/comedy/adventure series where the innocence of childhood ambition clashes with the realities of adulthood resulting in unexpected consequences that are hair-raising, heart-warming and hilarious. It's about finding out who we are, how we've changed, and what we can be.

In each episode, Lawrence chooses an adventure he imagined having as a boy.

Guided by mentors, and scrutinised by his loving but concerned parents (Lawrence's real mum and dad), Lawrence tries to make his naïve dream come true as an adult. In the process, he meets and learns from the people who are living his dreams, and their own.

In this first episode, true love is hard to find in the modern world - especially when Lawrence hasn't seen Angela since they were in 3rd grade. Twenty years later, Lawrence decides it's time to track down his childhood love and tell her how he feels.

Lawrence hasn't been too successful with girls since then either. He slept in a bunk bed until well into his late twenties. Even if he finds Angela, what would he say to her to impress her? 

In an effort to make a big impression Lawrence thinks a serenade will do the trick, so he enlists the musical assistance of one of his 80s idols, popstar Tiffany (I Think We're Alone Now), to help him write a romantic ballad for Angela.

Armed with love advice, an old love letter in one hand and a guitar in the other, will Lawrence find Angela and finally reveal to her his feelings... 20 years after he last saw her?

Bombora: The Story Of Australian Surfing

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A definitive history of surfing in Australia, Bombora tells the story of Australian beach culture through our surfing champions, writers, pioneers, entrepreneurs, mavericks, legends, drop-outs and drop-ins.

Global surfing culture is a mix of wildness, grace and cool that is utterly Australian, but how did a nation of people, who mostly couldn't swim, turn a Polynesian pastime into a national obsession and international cultural force? 

From the time we first took on the waves in the late 19th century, Australians were hooked on surfing. 

Episode one of Bombora looks at the early years of Australian surf history from 1830 to 1964. It charts our first encounters with the surf when swimming in the sea was banned and shows how we were seduced by the freedom of the waves and the beaches. The series takes us into the lives of the larrikins who invented everything from surf skis to shark nets, and also looks at the tensions that arose between 'duty and pleasure', between the growing surf life-saving clubs and those who just wanted to surf. 

Using archival footage, it follows the first Australian surfers as they head to Hawaii - the spiritual home of the sport - and introduces the wild men who made it their own, surf legends such as Midget Farrelly, Bob Pike and Nat Young.

Narrated by Jack Thompson, Bombora charts the history of surfing in Australia - the bodies, the boards, the music, the drugs, the fights, the freedom - and shows the cultural phenomenon it is today.

Risky Business
For the last 50 years, the booming markets of the West were built on the notion that workers in the financial markets would act out of rational, enlightened self-interest. In the wake of the world collapse, that notion is up for scrutiny and under fire. The emerging science of 'behavioural economics' is starting to show that hormones like testosterone and cortisol may be causing supposedly rational traders to make irrational decisions. Boom and bust is not just about economics and market forces but the actions of people following the herd. But why? Jonica Newby hits the trading floor to discover how risky it really is to ignore human biology.
Bubble Engineering
If you've ever sat in the bath and looked at how bubbles join up, you're not alone. Paul Willis has already done the research! But he's not the only one! Back in the 19th century a Belgian physicist named Joseph Plateau was fascinated by the way bubbles form and combine. His mathematical theories opened up a branch of research that finds applications in surprising places. Paul Willis reports on how Plateau's Rules are instrumental in the design of some truly remarkable buildings including the Beijing National Aquatic Centre.
Richard Jefferson
Scientists, like carpenters, need tools to do their jobs. But for scientists, their tools are often investigative ‘techniques’ whose use is controlled by complex legal and commercial rules or patents. A molecular biologist working the U.S. called Richard Jefferson, invented what he calls a molecular stethoscope, to discover the behaviour of other genes. It was after this discovery that he realised how complex ownership and access to scientific tools had become. As a result he went on to champion ‘open sourcing’, a belief that all scientific tools should be available for use by everybody. Richard Jefferson reveals how some of the major successes of his career have opened the doors to new discoveries.
