Talking Heads: Geoffrey Robertson
Monday, 30 March 2009
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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson chats to charismatic lawyer, Geoffrey Robertson QC. Robertson has had a glittering career in international human rights law and as a television host. Yet, in a remarkably candid interview he reveals that he would rather have been a historian.  

"I've always wondered whether I should have stayed with history. I think had I gone to a private school… if I hadn't been a sort of lower middle class scholarship kid, I might have pursued my goal."

Despite his considerable achievements, helping end censorship in the UK, prosecuting former Argentinean dictator General Pinochet, and training the judges who tried Saddam Hussein, Robertson admits he has no love for the law.  

Robertson is well known on Australian TV for his occasional series of programs called Geoffrey Robertson's Hypotheticals. In fact he'd just concluded filming one in Sydney and hadn't slept in two days before speaking to Peter Thompson for this episode of Talking Heads. But four double-shot coffees saw him through however, as he discussed his global law practice and his extraordinary output of books and documentaries. 

Born in Sydney, Robertson landed in Britain on a Rhodes Scholarship in 1970. He has appeared in civil liberties trials in Britain, Europe and Commonwealth countries. He has also defended supporters of democracy in the former Czechoslovakia, been a United Nations judge in Sierra Leone and investigated corruption in many countries. He established and is head of Doughty Street Chambers, Britain's largest human rights practice. Robertson lives in London with his wife, the novelist Kathy Lette, and their two children. 

Over the next few weeks Peter Thompson will talk to Paul Grabowsky, Anne Deveson and Troy Cassar-Daley.

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What does it mean to be an artist today? What do artists do? And how do ideas about the role of the artist affect the way art is made and seen? These are the questions Andrew Frost explores in the second series of The Art Life. 
The final episode in this series, Lust For Life, looks at contemporary art that engages with political issues on local and international scales. Andrew meets with artists Deborah Kelly, Zanny Begg, Mickie Quick, Nobody and Astra Howard and discovers how their work challenges the conventional barriers between the artist and audience. 
To understand how this sort of art grows from grass roots communities, we look at the history of the collaborative group SquatSpace. While some have argued that this sort of art is new we see a history of alternative art venues that stretches back to 1969 and the Sydney artist commune The Yellow House. We meet Yellow House luminary George Gittoes, an artist who's still working and pushing the boundaries of what it means to be an artist. Through Gittoes’s documentaries, paintings, drawings and sketchbooks - and his love of the life and work of Vincent Van Gogh - we discover that the clichés of art have meaning after all.

The Cook And The Chef
Wednesday, 01 April 2009
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This Week on The Cook And The Chef, Simon Bryant and Maggie Beer celebrate the meteoric rise of the Australian restaurant culture.

Fifty years ago Australia was gastronomically a very bleak part of the world. In the early 1950s dining out was usually steak and chips, followed by ice-cream and passionfruit syrup at the local café or milk bar. 

But something was about to happen which would liberalise the drinking laws, throw open restaurant doors and introduce us to a whole new culinary world. The post-war immigration boom arrived and brought with it not only great diversity of cuisine, but an extraordinary variety of home grown produce.

Maggie played her part in this transformation and takes a nostalgic look back at her restaurant days in the 1980s. She cooks her legendary pheasant pie, while Simon shares his take on 'Greek meatballs', a staple from the 1970s restaurants that he and his family used to visit.

We also meet Sydney chef Tetsuya Wakuda who arrived in Australia in 1982 with no formal training and nothing more than a small suitcase. From humble beginnings, Tetsuya is now recognised as one of the world's best chefs and his restaurant has won numerous awards.

As a tribute, Maggie cooks her version of Tetsuya's famous 'Confit of Ocean Trout', and Simon reels in some whiting and makes sashimi, with pickled daikon, ginger and a unique dipping sauce, both dishes celebrating the diversity and vibrancy of today's restaurant scene.

The New Inventors
Wednesday, 01 April 2009
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Tonight's panel of judges includes new panellist, surgeon, inventor and 2005 Australian of the Year, Professor Fiona Wood. Inventions featured on the program:

SMART ARM: inventor Frank Zeigler (VIC)

Any tank that contains chemicals, gasses, liquids or food, needs regular inspections and maintenance. The Smartarm is a mobile crane arm, coupled with a rope and pulley system, which makes entry into vertical openings easier and considerably safer. Able to be installed quickly and easily, Smartarm allows a person to be easily removed from a confined space in a single action, without adding to the risk by having to send other people in after them.

EMERGENCY ALARM SYSTEM: inventor Hamish Steiner (NSW)

The Emergency Alarm System is a software-based alert system, triggered by a button attached to the computer through a USB port.  When an emergency occurs, simply press the button and all other computers on the network are immediately notified with a large text alert and an audio alert.  The alarm cannot be seen on the computer that triggered the signal, so that the threatening person isn't angered further.  The system is much cheaper than hard-wiring an alarm system into a building, and it is transportable so if you move or rearrange offices it's totally adaptable.

STEM ALIGNER: inventors Doug Tillinghast and Nemesio Olvina (NSW)

Hundreds, possibly thousands, of street signs are getting bent every day all over Australia.  The Stem Aligner is a hydraulic jack that attaches to any street sign.  You simply pump the jack four to five times with the handle, pushing the pole back into a vertical position with very little physical effort. The invention takes out all of the load, saving council workers from a lot of pain.

Bombora: The Story Of Australian Surfing

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Final episode of this definitive history of surfing in Australia, which tells the story of Australian beach culture through our surfing champions, writers, pioneers, entrepreneurs, mavericks, legends, drop-outs and drop-ins.

In the early days of Australia's surf history, young people found a place to live out their dreams of innocence and freedom in the surf, but it wasn't to last. 

With the Vietnam War came an influx of drugs, and surfers led a rebellious counter-culture as they dropped out of society to escape to country towns along the coast, while elsewhere a group of entrepreneurial surfers began backyard businesses making wetsuits and boardshorts.

Episode two of Bombora looks at the later years of Australian surf history from 1967 to the present. Using archival footage and interviews, it charts the rise of the surf and drug culture, the start of a hippie trail north to Indonesia, the launch of surfing films and dedicated surf magazines, and introduces the hard men of the 1970s including Michael Peterson and Wayne ‘Rabbit’ Bartholomew. 

But the 1980s brought another cultural change, and the success of surfers such as Mark Richards and Tom Carroll helped to clean up its image. As surfers formed boardriding clubs, the sport grew more professional and women were not only welcomed back, they started to win world titles.

Bombora charts the history of surfing in Australia - the bodies, the boards, the music, the drugs, the fights, the freedom - and shows the cultural phenomenon it is today.

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Tonight's episode is truly eclectic. In almost 25 years, Tibor Csapo has amassed 1627 transformers costing him more than $100,000 in the process, and changing NSW law at the same time. The Masterpiece Megatron was illegal in that State because it morphs into an automatic pistol. Tibor patiently worked with the police and customs, and it's now legal.

Gordon Brown takes us to the National Gallery of Victoria for a wonderful Bugatti exhibition. Two of the legendary racing and sports cars, designed and built by Ettore Bugatti and his son Jean, are exhibited. They are breathtaking, but also featured is the astonishing furniture designed and crafted by the family patriarch, Carlo. These items have to be seen to be believed. And if that's not enough, there are several examples of the perfect bronze animal statues sculpted by Carlo's other son, Rembrandt Bugatti.

Andy Muirhead takes us to the National Museum of Australia for it’s new permanent display ‘Australian Journeys’, made up of 750 varied objects, each with its own story and its own place in Australian history.

And to complement the Australian theme, Bruce Poore and his father Robert share their collection of 3000 carved mulga wood objects. From the 1920s to the 1960s, the carving of the desert timber was a vigorous and important part of the Australian tourism industry. The timber is unique and polishes beautifully, but there is a sad footnote here. Both father and son have died since, however the family is happy for their collection to be screened as a tribute to them.

Add a mystifying ‘Mystery Object’, some beautiful educational posters from the 1950s and there's something for everyone on tonight's Collectors.

This week on Sunday Arts Virginia Trioli speaks with Rafael Bonachela, the new artistic director at the Sydney Dance Company; and we feature artists Sarah Smuts-Kennedy and Bill Luke.
Sarah Smuts-Kennedy
New Zealander, Sarah Smuts-Kennedy had worked for years as an actor but about eight years ago she turned her hand to the visual arts. Since her sea change, she has delved into photography, painting, sculpture and video art, attracting plenty of acclaim along the way. She produced a haunting series of digitally re-worked portraits, 'Ecce Homo', which won the Photo Technica Award in 2002. She then decided to learn to paint, and after a residency in India produced a series of works depicting enchanted forests covered in litter and detritus. Her most recent work includes short looped videos created from thousands of still photos as well as assemblages of small sculptures. Sarah will be participating in the Artist in Residence program at the Lock-up in Newcastle from 9 May - 29 May 2009, part of which will include an exhibition at the John Paynter Gallery space from 15 May - 31 May 2009.

Rafael Bonachela
Barcelona-born Rafael Bonachela has made a huge name for himself in the dance world as a dancer, choreographer and artistic director. He has trained and worked in London for most of his career, dancing with Britain's renowned Rambert Dance Company and then being appointed the associate choreographer in 2003. His many career highlights include being commissioned to choreograph Kylie Minogue's performance at the 2002 Brit Awards, receiving many awards for his work, and launching the Bonachela Dance Company in 2006. Currently, he holds the position of Artistic Director at the Sydney Dance Company. Bonachela spoke with Virginia Trioli about his exciting career and his vision for the SDC.  
Bill Luke
Formerly a sign-writer and businessman, Bill Luke came to art late in life and is one of only a handful of artists in the world practising decollage, which is essentially the opposite of collage. Where collage artists build up new images through building up parts of existing images, Bill creates his images by removing parts of existing images. The Sunday Arts team joins Bill on his nocturnal explorations through Melbourne's streets collecting swathes of advertising posters from the city's walls. Back in his concrete bunker studio, Bill strips back layers to reveal scraps of pictures and typographic marks that, with careful composition, will become a new work of art.

Malaria jumps the gap from monkey to man: could bubbles be a solution to the hard hit mining industry? and how a horse trainer applies his skill to the training of elephants - with remarkable success. 
Malaria
Malaria is the world's biggest child killer. In Africa it kills a child every 30 seconds. Until recently it was believed humans could only host four species of the malaria parasite - but in Malaysian Borneo, researchers have just found a fifth - and to their surprise it's jumping the species barrier from monkeys to people. Despite billions of dollars and over a century of intensive research, millions of people continue to die of this preventable disease every year and the malaria parasite continues to outwit attempts to control it. Could this new strain of the disease represent an increased threat? Mark Horstman journeys deep into the jungle to the heart of Sarawak to investigate.
Bubble Mining
The crash in the world economy has cut orders to the Australian mining industry causing the loss of hundreds of workers’ jobs. One of the solutions to boosting future sales could be new technology. In the 1980s Laureate Professor Graeme Jameson pioneered a way to extract fine particles from mines. This led to the development of a floatation device named after him as the Jameson Cell. Today there are more than 250 of these Cells in operation around the world and the key to their success is the science of bubbles. Dr. Paul Willis checks out the Professor's latest developments.
Elephants
Training a horse is one thing, but training an elephant is quite another. When the Nepalese government decided they wanted to find a new way to train their elephants they turned to Andrew McLean, a zoologist and former 3 day eventer, who has devoted his career to devising a method of horse training based on scientific principles. Elephants are huge powerful animals and in Nepal mahouts have been using centuries-old techniques of training passed from one generation to the next. But these techniques are often cruel and elephants can become dangerous. Jonica Newby reports on an incredible story of how an Australian horse trainer taught elephants in two days what it often took them 6 weeks to learn under the traditional methods.
