Snow Leopard: Beyond The Myth
Sunday, 10 May 2009
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The snow leopard is one of the rarest and most beautiful of all the big cats, thought to be totally unfilmable - until now. Snow Leopard: Beyond The Myth visits a hidden lair and offers some startling images of this elusive predator.
A secret cave deep within the mountains of Pakistan is one of the last refuges for the snow leopard – an increasingly endangered predator.

Journalist Nisar Malik is devoted to the plight of the snow leopard. For 25 years he had been involved in reporting political unrest in his home country of Pakistan. But disillusioned with the worldwide media’s negative image of his country, Nisar decided to use his news skills to help promote and protect the remote and undiscovered outpost of this highly endangered species.

Generations of snow leopards have lived in the mountains of Pakistan. During the harsh winter seasons, snow forces both predator and prey to the lower reaches of the valleys where the film follows their hunting, feeding and mating behaviours, and also follows the other animals they share the area with – the wolves, golden eagles and the markhor. The search for the leopards through summer reveals the realm of the snow leopard – the stunning high altitude pastures carpeted in wild flowers.

For Nisar, this is a journey of discovery in which he finds beauty and peace in a place that has all too often been portrayed negatively and entered the headlines for all the wrong reasons. For the viewer, the film offers a journey into a misrepresented and unknown part of the world.

Compass: The Retreat Pt. 1
Sunday, 10 May 2009
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This series allows viewers an inside look at the spiritual side of Islam. Three British men and three British women leave their lives behind to embark on a soul searching, thought-provoking and life-changing journey.
The British Muslim community is diverse and encompasses many ethnic groups. This program aims to break some of the stereotypes and misconceptions surrounding the Islamic faith. Made up of people from a variety of backgrounds, the group includes lapsed Muslims, casual followers, recent converts and the totally uninitiated, all seeking to gain a deeper understanding of the faith.

Spending four weeks living in a Muslim retreat, in a beautiful but remote Islamic madrassa in Andalusia, Spain, the group will follow a more traditional, slower pace of life. As well as being offered guidance by the school, they will also with key teachers of Islam from the UK. Their focus will be to worship Allah, and to become more thoughtful, gentler, kinder individuals.

But with strict rules to follow and none of the comforts of Western living, the road to enlightenment is not going to be easy. Daily filming and personal video diaries give us a true insight into the thoughts and feelings of our contributors as they undergo this amazing experience.

In the first of three episodes, the new arrivals struggle to adapt to the retreat’s demanding routine. As well as regular periods of silent contemplation and spiritually uplifting work on the land, the group must also attend the five daily prayers that begin before sunrise. While some find it almost impossible just to survive without their mobile phones, others struggle to engage their hearts rather than their heads. But some of the group are immediately touched by the beauty and tranquillity of their new surroundings and respond instinctively and emotionally to the spiritual message they are hearing.

Talking Heads: Garry McDonald

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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson chats to one of Australia’s most loved comic actors, Garry McDonald. 
For part of the interview, McDonald is relaxing on his sofa, crocheting a bamboo and cotton shawl for his wife Diane Craig. It’s an amusingly different side to the performer best known for his nervy characters Norman Gunston, and Arthur Beare in the series Mother and Son. But then, that’s what Talking Heads is known for, showing what makes notable Australians tick.

It turns out that crochet is part of McDonald’s relaxation plan to keep his famous anxiety at bay. In 1993 he suffered a very public breakdown after trying to resurrect the iconic talk-show host, Norman Gunston.

“I used to be hard on myself. I’d go out and chop some wood for the fires inside and I had to do it in five minutes… suddenly I realised this is hard wood... and then I realised that’s what I was doing to myself all the time in lots of things in life, not just you know chopping wood.”

McDonald admits he always loved getting laughs, still does, and he takes a crafts-man’s delight in maximizing them. These days his talents extend beyond the comic. In the last decade he’s played some of the big classic roles like Chekhov’s Vanya, and George in Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf? He’s currently performing in the musical Guys and Dolls. 

“It’s a lifelong addiction…and I love getting paid!” he says.

This week on The Cook And The Chef, Simon Bryant and Maggie Beer entice us outdoors into the late autumn sun to enjoy a Greek-inspired barbeque.
To many Australians the name Chantal Contouri would conjure up memories of Number 96, the risqué soapie from the mid seventies which featured her as the ‘panty hose strangler’. These days she is more likely to be found preparing a Greek barbeque in her parents’ restaurant than behind a camera. Her commitment to getting her coals just right has Maggie and Simon inspired. 

With Maggie’s dam as a beautiful backdrop, Simon and Maggie prepare their respective barbies. Maggie uses a kettle BBQ to slow cook kid while Simon opts for his home-made coal and wok combination to grill souvlaki and baby octopus. 

For their desserts Simon and Maggie draw their inspiration from another two Greek women, Zeffie Kathreptis and Kryssoula Heisler. Both women are self-taught cooks who never cooked until they were married. However their commitment to the Greek style of cooking was such that Zeffie opened a very popular Greek restaurant, while Kryssie opened Adelaide’s first Greek take-away. These days most of their cooking is done for family and if a friend drops by there’s always a beautiful biscuit or fresh cake to be served. 

In the spirit of Greek hospitality, Simon braves cake making and surprises himself with a sumptuous walnut syrup cake. It is absolutely delicious and you won’t believe how simple it is. Maggie’s Greek spoon sweets are also simple and yet impressive. The spoon sweet is traditionally served to visitors on a spoon with a Greek coffee but Maggie chooses to use hers as a topping for vanilla ice cream.

John Brack 
John Brack’s iconic paintings of Melbourne in the 1950s have become part of our collective consciousness, with their bleak and acerbic depiction of post-war life in the city and suburbs. In recent times these same paintings have courted controversy of their own, instigating bidding wars and achieving record sums at auction. Although often described as a quintessential Melbourne artist - a label that annoyed him – John Brack believed his themes were more universal and transcended location. ‘John Brack’ opens at The Ian Potter Centre: NGV on April 24 and continues on until August 9. It will travel to the Art Gallery of South Australia from 2 October until 23 January 2010.

Artscape: Adam Elliot In Conversation

One of Australia’s best known animators, Adam Elliot stunned the American and Australian film industry in 2004 when he won an Oscar for his short film Harvey Krumpet.
In this episode of Artscape, Virginia Trioli joins Elliot for an insightful chat which reveals just what it took to make his latest film Mary and Max, an $8 million project that was five years in the making with over 100 crew members. This is a far cry from Harvey Krumpet, which cost only $380,000 and was made by Elliot and a couple of mates in his father’s storage unit. 
Famous for his darkly hilarious comedies populated with endearingly flawed ‘outsider’ characters, Mary and Max is no exception. The film explores the pen pal friendship between two rather unusual characters - an obese New York Jew with Aspergers syndrome - and a plump young girl from the 'burbs in Australia with a disfiguring birthmark. The story is based on a real pen-pal relationship Elliot has had with a New York man for many years. 

As Trioli urges Elliot to go right back to the beginning, to his early films, Uncle (1996), Cousin (1998) and Brother (1999), he explains that all his stories are based on real people. “They're all in there, I mean my father really was an acrobatic clown with my Uncle Barry, they had a duo called ‘The Trapenos’. My cousin who’s still alive has cerebral palsy and Cousin was based on our childhood together. Brother - well out of all my films Brother is the most autobiographical. Uncle is based on my eight uncles all rolled into one.”

Adam’s current film, Mary and Max is the first Australian feature ever to open the prestigious Sundance Film Festival in Utah USA, placing him firmly on the American film industry radar. When Trioli asks why he continues to work in Australia, Elliot says, “It’s a privilege to be a storyteller for your culture, to stay here and keep telling Australian stories because the rest of the world loves Australian stories. And every time people put down the Australian film industry I say, look, we actually do punch above our weight. For our population we actually produce some wonderful films.”

Including key scenes from Mary and Max and past animated shorts, Artscape: Adam Elliot In Conversation reveals just what it is about Elliot that has made the rest of the world sit up and take notice.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to change the way we live. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla, and futurist and author Mark Pesce. 

Inventions featured on the program: 

Invention 1 WATER BUOY– by inventor Michael Jones from QLD
A normal healthy dog needs to drink around 100mls of water per kilo of body weight every day. Dogs are active and playful animals, and if they knock over their water bowl when no one is home they are at serious risk of dehydration, and possibly death. The Water Buoy is a doughnut shaped, double-sided water bowl that can be flipped over repeatedly without losing the water. The invention consists of a hollow ring, with a flat plate slicing horizontally through the middle. The plate creates two separate water storage sections, top and bottom. Small gates or holes in the reservoir on each side allow the water to run into the bowl. Each time the bowl flips, the section that is now on the bottom will continue to hold its water, while water flows out of the section now on top, ensuring water is always supplied. Water Buoy – man's best friend won’t go thirsty again.
Invention 2 HAY CAPS – by inventor Phil Snowden from NSW

Hay stacks that are exposed to the elements need to be tarped to protect them. This is a process that involves working at heights on unstable stacks to apply tarpaulins, a dangerous practice that has caused fatal accidents. Hay Caps are a simple cover for hay bales that can be applied safely at ground level. The covers are reusable, straightforward and applied from the ground in less than a minute. Each cover comes with four loops of wire and picks to insert into the bale. The covered bales are then stacked into place on the top of the stack as you build it. This invention turns a dangerous but necessary task into a simple, safe, one man job. Hay Caps – protect your haystacks while protecting yourself.

Invention 3 DOWN TO EARTH LIGHTING – by inventor Bradley Wein from VIC 

Changing light globes presents an acute risk of accidents. Halogen globes are more difficult, as the task requires the use of both hands while on top of the ladder. Down to Earth Lighting is a novel light fitting that uses a standard halogen globe, but allows the person changing the globe to do so from the safety of the ground. The fitting uses strategically placed magnets that firmly hold a cradle with the light globe attached. A specially designed wand has two specific ends. The removal end contains magnets that are double the strength of those in the fitting. This overpowers the magnets attracting the light globe, removing it from the roof. The new globe is placed onto the other end of the wand, which contains magnets half the strength of those in the fitting. This end is strong enough to carry the new globe up to the ceiling, but will be overpowered by the magnets in the roof, allowing the new globe to be drawn into and held by the fitting. Down to Earth Lighting – a light bulb moment keeping you grounded.
