The Story Of India: Freedom

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This series ends by acknowledging the extraordinary achievements of Indian democracy over 60 years and flags India’s predicted rise to be the second largest (or even the largest) economy in the world in the next three decades.
This episode takes Michael Wood from the 11 miles of archives of the East India Company in the British Library in London, to 18th century Calcutta (Kolkata), through the battlefields of Lucknow and Etawah in the First War of Independence in 1857. At a destroyed fort still marked by cannon fire, he meets the descendant of a rebel maharajah who relates how his ancestors fought the British twice – once in 1857 and then during the nationalist movement of the early 20th century.

Michael looks at the rise of newspapers and education in Victorian India, goes to Kipling’s Allahabad and visits the amazing labyrinth of stacks in the National Archive in Delhi to look at the early British censuses.

Michael Wood’s journey ends overlooking the seven ancient cities of Delhi.  During this epic journey of over 10,000 years and 10,000 miles, he has shown how, over immense vistas of time and often cataclysmic historical events, India has been shaped and sustained by the incredibly deep-rooted equilibrium of its past.

Media Watch 20 Years: Stuff Ups, Beat Ups & Barneys
Thursday, 7 May 2009
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On 8th May 1989, Stuart Littlemore, a journalist turned barrister, was unleashed on the Australian media. Newsrooms all around the country often stopped for 15 minutes at 9:15pm on Monday nights to see who would be the latest target of Littlemore’s attention on Media Watch. No one was safe.
MEDIA WATCH 20 Years: Stuff Ups, Beat Ups & Barneys tracks the colourful history of the program over two decades. Over hundreds of episodes, Media Watch’s seven presenters have evoked the fury of editors and media stars, embarrassed sloppy journalists, and caused occasional consternation among ABC managers. The program has forced a formal inquiry into the dealings of radio personalities who offered comment for cash. It has won Australia’s top journalism prize. It was temporarily axed by the ABC. It has shortened the careers of the unscrupulous and exposed conflicts of interest, misrepresentation, plagiarism, abuse of power, lies and straight out fraud. Its fearless reputation has also attracted a deeply loyal audience.

MEDIA WATCH 20 Years: Stuff Ups, Beat Ups & Barneys revisits some of the best, funniest and most important moments in the Media Watch archive. It includes interviews with each of the program’s seven presenters and some of its executive producers. It examines the role of Media Watch in exposing media malpractice. And it candidly tackles criticisms of the program itself.

Some of Media Watch’s most vociferous critics are interviewed – among them, Melbourne radio host Derryn Hinch; The Australian’s editor-in-chief, Chris Mitchell; and radio legend John Laws. Hinch takes a swipe at Stuart Littlemore for being “a bit supercilious, a bit holier than thou”, Mitchell criticises the selection of Media Watch presenters and Laws describes the program as “vicious” and “unfounded”.

Twenty years on and what has changed? Media Watch’s current presenter Jonathan Holmes says the biggest change is the growth of online journalism which many say is threatening the future of newspapers and quality journalism.

Midsomer Murders: Judgement Day

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Joyce Barnaby (Jane Wymark) has won a prize to be a judge in The Perfect Village competition. Amongst her fellow judges is novelist Samantha Johnstone (Josephine Tewson), a neurotic drunk who checks in for psychological repair to The Retreat, an establishment in Gloucestershire. The village of Midsomer Mallow is a finalist in the competition and the committee stalwarts are retired banker, Marcus Devere (Timothy West) and his wife Bella (Hannah Gordon), a woman unhealthily obsessed with her 18-year-old daughter, Caroline (Chloe Tucker). Caroline is having sex with village reprobate, Peter Drinkwater (Orlando Bloom), a youth with a good body and a criminal record whose aunt, Mary Drinkwater (Barbara Jefford) is also on the committee and is conductor of the musically incompetent village youth band.
Other committee members are: the local vet, Gordon Brierly (Richard Hope) and his sexually disappointed wife, Laura (Marsha Fitzalan) who is paying Peter Drinkwater for sex; and local butcher, Ray Dorset (Bill Thomas), whose son, Jack (Tobias Menzies), is running wild with Peter Drinkwater. Barnaby (John Nettles) investigates a burglary at the home of reclusive actor, Edward Allardice (Moray Watson) who claims that his once beautiful wife (Shelagh Fraser) was killed in a car accident but she is actually living secretly in the house. When Barnaby calls on Drinkwater, he finds him dead with a pitchfork through his chest. 

The committee decides to keep the murder quiet and to allow the judges to visit the village as arranged. Whilst taking refreshment in the marquee, one of the judges, the countryside loathing editor of the magazine sponsoring the competition, Rosemary Furman (Maggie Steed), is poisoned - as also is Bella Devere, though in her case not fatally. Samantha Johnstone was a last minute substitute on the judging panel and before she, too, is found dead in her hotel room, Joyce Barnaby recalls her having registered surprise at seeing someone in the village she knew.

It is up to Barnaby to find the culprit responsible for all three murders and in doing so he discovers the crimes are all linked to the psychiatric institution – The Retreat.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors showcases the best new Australian inventions from the innovative to the inspirational, the weird and the wonderful.

Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. 

Inventions featured on the program: 

Invention 1 COOL HEAT HORSE BLANKET – by inventor Dave MacDonald from TAS

Whilst it is common to blanket a horse, the practice often causes overheating and discomfort for the animal.  This occurs because the blanket impairs a natural process whereby a horse's hairs stand up to trap heat when it is cold, and flattens to dissipate heat when it is hot.  Long-term blanketing of a horse destroys its ability to control its thermal regulation in this way. The Cool Heat Horse Blanket is raised 12mm above the hair via soft rubber strips placed on the inside lining. The blanket does not trap sweat against the skin or allow sweat to be soaked up into the blanket.  This creates a much cooler and more comfortable environment underneath the blanket. After completion of a hard training session a horse can be washed down, blanketed and turned out because the horse’s hair can effectively lift any moisture up off the skin with its natural wicking action. This invention allows a horse to prevent chills and skin conditions through its natural process, and stay warm at the same time. Cool Heat Horse Blanket – a comfortable horse is a happy horse. 

Invention 2 CUBEO – by inventors Kathryn Ryan and Gail Rose from WA

Getting young children organised for school isn’t easy. It’s hard to keep track of all the different things they need to bring to school each day, and for a young child it can be quite distressing if they are left out of an activity because they've forgotten something. The Cubeo is a system which attaches to a child’s schoolbag and provides them with prompts for the items they need to pack in their bag each day. The front is used to highlight items that are required every day, for example, their hat and water bottle. A series of cards are housed inside the device for each day of the week, highlighting items that are required on specific days only. A special information card is also included, which allows parents to record contact details and medical conditions. Completely customisable and reusable, this invention helps children to organise themselves independently and gives parents a break. Cubeo – lets the kids do the packing.
Invention 3 TYRE DOWN – by inventors Rob Purcell and Rene Van Keeken from VIC 

When transporting a motorcycle on a trailer, you need to compress the forks to ensure the motorcycle is securely tied down. The fork is the part of a motorcycle to which the front wheel and handlebars are connected, usually incorporating the front suspension and brake. Compressing the motorcycle fork in this way causes damage to the fork as well as the suspension, and it is not a reliable method to hold down the bike. The Tyre Down secures motorcycles to trailers, trucks, vans and utes during transportation without damaging the bike.  The invention incorporates 1/8" thick formed plates that fit over the top of the rear motorcycle tyre, helped by a pair of friction pads that grip the tyre. Heavy duty ratchets on either side ensure that the motorcycle is held securely in place and cannot escape.  Tyre Down – secure your bike without destroying it.

Space Storms
In 1859 a massive explosion on the sun launched a barrage of charged particles at earth, temporarily shutting down telegraph networks in Europe and the United States. If the same thing happened today computer and power networks as well as satellite communications around the globe could be devastated. Space storms occur when the Sun erupts, sending out a ball of plasma. Graham Phillips heads to the University of California Berkeley and Big Bear Solar Observatory to meet the extra terrestrial weathermen who show us how a space superstorm could occur and what effect it would have on our communication and energy networks.
Happy Locusts
Plagues of swarming locusts are estimated to affect the livelihood of one in ten people on the planet. Swarms are a constant blight in northern Africa and can cause millions of dollars worth of damage in Australia. Until today nobody has known what causes the locusts to swarm. But now, a team of entomologists from Britain and Australia have found the key to the locusts’ marauding activity. First, increased food brings the locusts together, then as they rub up against each other, the locusts’ neural system releases serotonin, a compound known to induce happiness in humans. (The party drug ecstasy actually increases the level of serotonin in the brain giving a feeling of euphoria.) However, for these insects the effect of increased serotonin turns the normally shy locust into a party animal.  But, once the party gets going and the locusts are on the march, it soon turns nasty. Scientists hope that this knowledge will help in controlling the locust pest. Jonica Newby discovers the truth about locusts and the grim demise for those of them that don’t really get into the swing of it. 
Rabbit Immunity
Rabbits are one of Australia’s worst feral pests, wreaking havoc with agricultural land and destroying natural habitats for native animals. By the 1920’s there were estimated to be 10 billion rabbits munching away in Australia. The introduction of Myxomatosis in 1950 reduced the population by over 80%, but genetic resistance saw the rabbit fight back. When another virus, Calicivirus was accidentally released on to the Australian mainland in 1995 it seemed to be the answer, subsequently causing dramatic reductions in the rabbit population. Later, when scientists deliberately introduced the virus, they noticed that in some areas, especially the colder, wetter parts of Australia, rabbit numbers were not falling as fast as in the drier regions. Dr Maryanne Demasi discovers how rabbits are gaining immunity to Calicivirus from a kind of natural vaccination process and once more they’re on the increase.
