Filth: The Mary Whitehouse Story
Sunday, 31 May 2009
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Julie Walters stars as Mary Whitehouse, the UK’s renowned taste and decency campaigner who came to prominence in the 1960s when she famously forced the resignation of the BBC’s Director-General after a row over the Beatles’ use of the world ‘knickers’ on air.
It’s 1963 – a time of short skirts and flower power, feminism and gay rights. It was a revolutionary time. But as the swinging Sixties swept Britain, one horrified woman became the voice of those who had no desire to join the permissive age. Enter the world of Mary Whitehouse.

In the prosperous town of Claverley, near Wolverhampton, middle England, 53-year-old housewife and art teacher Mary Whitehouse lives in a well-ordered world where people are polite, go to church on Sundays, play cricket on the village green, and sing hymns instead of pop songs. But times are changing and Mary starts to see cracks appear in the Britain she loves. Sex, lies, smut and swearing seem to have become the subject of newspaper columns and TV programs everywhere and Mary is determined to do something about it.

Mary’s campaign starts with television, and more specifically the BBC and its Director-General, Sir Hugh Carleton Greene (Hugh Bonneville) – a man who regarded her at first with derision, then with suspicion, and finally, as a force to be reckoned with.

Supported by her husband, Ernest (Alun Armstrong), her great friend Norah (Georgie Glen), and the rest of the Clean Up TV Campaign, Mary sets out to rid the BBC of the ‘tide of filth’ that has infiltrated its programming – programming that does nothing but encourage loose behaviour like smoking, drinking and open-mouthed kissing.

This true story follows the efforts and surprising victories of a remarkable character in a time of huge social upheaval; a self-styled bastion of British morals who took on the upper-class male establishment – and won.

The Ascent Of Money: Human Bondage
Thursday, 4 June 2009
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We may think power resides with Presidents and Prime Ministers, in palaces and parliaments, but it doesn’t. It lies with the men who control the world’s bond markets. After the rise of banks, the birth of the bond market was the next big revolution in the history of finance. Today the global market for bonds is still bigger than all the world’s stock markets put together.
How did finance become the realm of the masters of the universe? Through the rise of the bond market in Renaissance Italy. With the advent of bonds, war finance was transformed and spread to north-west Europe and across the Atlantic. It was the bond market that made the Rothschilds the richest and most powerful family of the 19th century. And today, governments are asking it to bail them out.

‘The Emperor’ of the 19th century bond market was Nathan Rothschild – bond trader extraordinaire and founder of the biggest bank in the world. He and his four brothers created a global banking empire which Governments relied on to finance their wars. 

The importance of bonds in financing wars is illustrated by the example of how the Southern Confederacy in the American Civil War decided to tie their main source of income - their cotton crops - to the bond market. When in 1862, the Yankees captured the Port of New Orleans, and prevented the export of cotton, the South was cut off from their only way of financing the war effort.

Meet Bill Gross who, in the 60s, was one of the first professional blackjack players in Las Vegas. Today he is the CEO of Pimco, the world’s largest bond trading operation, with a portfolio of bonds worth 700 billion dollars.

Mask And Memory: Sidney Nolan
Thursday, 4 June 2009
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Mask And Memory is a new documentary about the man many regard as the greatest Australian painter of the 20th century – Sidney Nolan. 
If all art has a biographical element, this was dramatically true in Nolan’s case. Through interviews with friends, contemporaries and witnesses, producer Catherine Hunter reconstructs the intimate relationships that shaped Nolan’s life, the women he loved, and who loved him. 

As a young man, he fell in love with Sunday Reed, the wife of John Reed whose famous home, Heide, on the River Yarra was an artistic hub. This passionate affair lasted more than five years and abruptly ended Sidney’s marriage to Elizabeth Paterson, severing his connection to their daughter Amelda. When the bitter rupture with Sunday came, it propelled Nolan into a frenzy of painting that would quickly establish him as Australia’s pre-eminent iconographer. And it threw him into the arms of Cynthia, John Reed’s sister, whom he married in 1948. Together with Cynthia and her daughter Jinx, he began a succession of travels that fed his painting and her writing. This powerful collaboration ended with Cynthia’s suicide in 1976. But there would be a third equally decisive relationship to inspire and support him. In 1978, he married Mary Perceval (nee Boyd). They had met when she was 15 and he was 25 and, after a lifetime apart, they would share his last years.

With the evocative voice of Judy Davis as narrator, along with camera work by Bruce Inglis and music by Amanda Brown, Mask And Memory brings this extraordinary story to life. 

The documentary was inspired by a retrospective exhibition of Nolan’s work which opened at the Art Gallery of NSW in 2007 and then toured throughout Australia.

Will raking over the past push the already fragile actress over the edge? 

DAC Strickland’s nephew James (Will Kemp) joins the team to help out when Halford (James Bolam) goes AWOL after the trial. A cocky young recruit being fast-tracked through the Force, James is anything but one of the boys and, when he develops a crush on Pullman (Amanda Redman), Standing (Dennis Waterman) and Lane (Alun Armstrong) show no mercy.

The case brings out the thespian in Lane, who after unwittingly auditioning for Julius Caesar believes he has found a new calling, and Standing discovers that you should never meet your heroes when he questions Tommy Jackson, the arrogant star of a 1990s detective show.

The New Inventors

Hosted by James O’Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the latest contemporary creations from the new generation of inventors, innovators and designers. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, designer Alison Page and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth. Inventions featured on the program: 

Invention 1 BIO-POD – by inventor Kevin Hartley from SA. We are becoming increasingly aware of the impact our lives have on the environment.  But what about when we die?  Traditional burial requires the body to be filled with chemicals, contaminating the ground with metal, plastics and glues. In 2008 Kevin Hartley came on The New Inventors with the Transporter, an invention to transport a shrouded body to the graveside, whilst complying with Australian regulations that require a body to be transported to the burial site in a container.  His new invention, the Bio-Pod, allows people to undertake a natural burial, using a shroud throughout the whole process. The shroud is made out of eco-friendly fabrics such as jute, hemp and organic cotton.  It has a bio-active liner to meet legal, health and practical concerns. Inside the shroud there is a felt layer that creates a pod shape, so that there is not an upsetting definition of the body, whilst also ensuring there isn’t an unnatural shape. The Bio-Pod makes natural burial a dignified, environmentally friendly way to farewell a loved one.

Invention 2 SYCO XT – by inventors Michael Hill and Alan Colk from NSW. There are many avid surfers, skaters and exercise enthusiasts in Australia.  Unfortunately, beaches and skate parks are not accessible to everyone. Syco XT is a safe extreme exercise swing that can simulate surfing, skateboarding and snowboarding from the comfort of your own home.  The invention is a hybrid of common board sports and the conventional swing. The rider is secured by a harness and waist strap, and swings from a skateboard-like plate. It is completely driven and controlled by the rider's muscles, so the operator gets an all-over body workout. The greatest feature of the invention is that it is fun to use and quickly becomes addictive.  The operation is simple, controlled and not dissimilar to hula hooping as you travel through air.  The sensation experienced is similar to that felt during extreme board sports, but unlike these activities, the Syco XT is safer and can be used anytime.

Invention 3 DRILL BUDDY – by inventor Paul Leckey from NSW. Drilling into a surface sends dust into the air, usually directly into one's face, eyes and lungs.  The only way to prevent this from happening is to collect the dust particles before they become airborne.  The Drill Buddy is a small hand held device designed to collect dust and small particles when drilling into walls.  The invention protects people working in the area, and prevents dust from settling into grouting, carpets and polished floors. The sponge on the Drill Buddy helps protect tile walls and soft timber from drill damage.  When operating, the device is held in one hand, and the drill bit passes through the receptacle and its orifice, so that the receptacle seals around the drill boss. The sponge can be washed or wiped clean and the receptacle is emptied into a waste bin.

Inca Trails
At the height of its power the Inca Empire embraced a large portion of western South America from the Andes to the Pacific Ocean. This huge region would represent an administrative challenge to the most organised government. The Incas knew how to meet this challenge. Their Empire was created through a combination of force and persuasive assimilation but could not have succeeded without good communications and good roads. Today a proposal for World Heritage Listing of the entire network has to be backed up by archaeological research. Dr Paul Willis sets out on the Inca Trail with a group of Australian anthropologists whose mission is to uncover the lost Inca roads which paved the way for the empire to achieve its power and glory.
Dingos
Dingos are a creature of mystery to most Australians. We know of them, but what do we really know about them? Often despised, barely understood, this top of the chain predator has been pushed into a corner by the ultimate top end predator – man. But not far from Sydney, hidden away in the Blue Mountains a family of multicoloured dingos has been tagged with GPS satellite equipment. Jonica Newby ventures out bush to discover the truth about the secret life of our dingo.
Gouldian Finches
It’s been said that gentlemen prefer blondes, but what colour do the ladies prefer? For one Australian bird it’s a choice between life and death.  For the female Gouldian Finch, mating with a male of the wrong head colour is disastrous for her offspring - very few will reach sexual maturity. But scientists from Macquarie University have discovered an extraordinary defence. If forced into a mismatch, female Gouldians can ‘decide’ the sex of their offspring, resulting in a higher survival rate.  This unprecedented insight into colour and genetics is aiding the management of the endangered Gouldian Finch.
