Message Stick: Gurrumul: Son Of The Rainbow Serpent
Sunday, 19 October 2008
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Gurrummul: Son of the Rainbow Serpent is a two-part documentary about Geoffrey 'Gurrumul' Yunupingu, the Indigenous musical phenomenon coming out of Elcho Island's Galiwin'ku in North East Arnhem Land.
Gurrumul has made a big impact on the Australian music scene, leaping to number one in April's iTunes Australia roots music chart, and he has recently been nominated in four categories of the 2008 ARIA Awards including Album of the Year and Best Male Artist of the Year.

In episode one, on 19 October, we follow Gurrumul's sell-out concert at the Sydney Opera House as he and his band perform. His lyrics speak of his deep love of country and his spiritual connection to the land, his people and his ancestors. Sydney Morning Herald music critic Bruce Elder has described Gurrumul's voice as being of "absolutely transcendental beauty".

Blind since birth, Gurrumul is a self-taught virtuoso of the guitar, piano and drums and played all three instruments as well as singing back-up vocals for the hugely successful Indigenous pop-rock group of the 80s and 90s, Yothu Yindi, led by his cousin Mandaway Yunupingu.

Since Yothu Yindi, Gurrumul has formed his own reggae rock group, Saltwater Band, with his brothers from Elcho. More recently he has gone solo with an album that went through the roof of the Australian music charts with its blend of folk/classical/country sounds and deeply haunting vocal melodies sung by Gurrumul in his first language, Yolngu.

The 2008 ARIA Awards will be announced at a ceremony in Sydney on Sunday 19 October, and Gurrumul is likely to win awards in at least two of his nominated categories.

Galapagos: Islands That Changed The World

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When Charles Darwin visited the Galápagos Islands on 15 September 1835, his experiences and studies of the unique environment would change the world’s understanding of life on earth. With dramatic reconstruction and stunning wildlife images, Galápagos explores the hidden side of the islands, revealing why, more than any other place, they are a showcase for evolution.

Through their movement on continental plates, they have spread into a group of islands each with its own character, ocean currents and climate. Life on the islands has been forced to adapt to change or die.

Tortoises’ shells have changed shape to fit the island they inhabit; flowers have become yellow to attract the only bee that made it to the Galápagos Islands; finches have turned into warblers; and cormorants have lost the power of flight - trading it for streamlining and a magical life searching for fish in the sparkling Galápagos waters.

But not all life here is confined to the Galápagos. Frigate birds come from miles around, sperm whales visit the waters to breed and human visitors also come to see the environment that changed the course of history.

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The dark underbelly of London in the swinging sixties is powerfully portrayed in a two-part series which captures the colourful and seedy side of the criminal underworld.

Cool, stylish and sexy, The Long Firm tells the story of Harry Starks, played by Mark Strong, as seen through the eyes of four characters that come into his orbit - a penniless lord, a fading movie star, a low-life speed dealer and an academic.

Starks is a charismatic nightclub owner, racketeer, porn king and avid Judy Garland fan. Starks is no regular gangster - he's a complex man: intelligent, vulnerable, violent when he needs to be, but all the while yearning for something more than the rough and tumble of criminal life.

Everyone he encounters is changed forever by the experience.

Mark Strong is brilliant, making the grisly hero so damn likeable, even when he's at his ugliest.

The impressive cast list includes Sir Derek Jacobi as Lord Teddy Thursby, a cash-strapped Tory lord whose introduction to Harry Starks is a match made in heaven. Starks uses the peer's impressive name to give credibility to his shady dealings, while Thursby gets to slum it with the lowlifes and indulge his taste for young men.

Fading movie star Ruby Ryder (Lena Heady) is just the kind of person Starks likes to have at his Soho nightclub, The Stardust. Down on her luck, she agrees to help Starks out and choreograph his strippers, and even give acting lessons to Stark's toyboy, Tommy (Joe Absolom).

But she soon learns that you never get something for nothing...

Two In The Top End









Final
Tuesday, 21 October 2008
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After two months on the road, John Doyle and Tim Flannery are on the last leg of their journey across the Top End. As they push on through the western edge of the Kimberley, John sees the endless savannah and the occasional outcrop of rocks. Tim sees something very different - a window to the pre-history of the continent in the form of an ancient Devonian reef.

But here, too, the history of humans can be read in the rocks as they find Aboriginal paintings recording white occupation. Nearby at Tunnel Creek the famous Aboriginal warrior Jandamarra famously hid from police patrols that were hunting him down. It was here too that he was finally shot and killed.

John and Tim forge on towards Derby. In a country where everything is larger than life, they marvel at some of the biggest tides in the world. The vast expanse of ocean, dirt brown from the silt-laden rivers that flow into it, rises and falls as much as 12 metres on every tide.

Beyond Derby and up through red dirt country John and Tim travel to the tip of the Dampier Peninsula. Indigenous rangers take them on a tour of the islands around King Sound where the tides surge and swirl like a giant washing machine. The water is chock full of turtles and fish wherever they look. The rangers patrol to stamp out illegal fishing, keeping an especially close watch on Indonesian fishermen pilfering trochus shells.

Pearling boomed here in the late 19th century and is still a vibrant industry. The farms rely on a pristine natural environment but even in this remote region there are threats. Just nearby is the site of one of Australia's biggest natural gas projects. It's the old story of preservation versus development. Big issues. Big dilemmas. As John and Tim walk in the footsteps of dinosaurs they wonder what mark man will ultimately leave on earth.

Arriving in Broome after nearly 5,000 kilometres of travel John and Tim's epic investigation of Australia's northern frontier draws to a close. The boys reflect on their journey on Cable Beach…at sunset...at rush hour.  And of course they ask the question: where next?

Seed Hunter
Tuesday, 21 October 2008
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Seed Hunter is a one-hour documentary, as part of the ABC's Future Makers series, about the hunt for seeds that may help save the world from its greatest ever crisis - a global food shortage brought about by human-induced climate change.

As Australia and much of the world wrestles with hotter weather and a dwindling water supply, mass starvation on a global scale is on the cards if we can't find ways to improve crop resilience. Scientists are exploring many solutions to adapt our food supply, including going back to Mother Nature herself to locate the genes that can withstand our changing climate; genes that, thanks to a high-yielding monoculture, have almost disappeared.

Australian scientist Dr Ken Street, aka the 'Seed Hunter', spends his life searching for the tiny seeds that could play a role in helping food producers around the world. This film follows Dr Ken, the 'Indiana Jones' of agriculture, on a journey from the drought-ravaged farms of Australia, to the heart of the Middle East, to the mountains of Tajikistan as he hunts for elusive wild chickpea that can survive temperatures of 40 degrees above and below zero.

Sounds simple enough until you realise that land clearing, urbanisation and modern farming systems have all but wiped out these ancient food sources. The rare wild chickpea's tough, resilient genes could help transform the modern chickpea variety, enabling it to be grown by more people.

At journey's end, Ken travels deep into the Arctic to deliver his precious bounty of seed to the impenetrable 'doomsday vault', built as a back-up for the world's seed supply of every food type known to humankind.

Swamp Cats

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Africa's big cats don't like water…but what is a cat to do when dinner is on the other side of a swamp? 

Swamp Cats is a breathtaking documentary which takes a closer look at these swamp cats who spend half the year living in the swamps of Botswana's Okavango. As the annual flood inundates the delta, the cats are forced to cope with expanses of water that fragment their homes into a series of small islands and their hunting ground into dangerous, watery mires.

For lions, there are two choices - sink or swim. Wading through chest high waters, swimming in the deep channels to hunt buffalo and antelope, these lions have successfully adapted to their surroundings. But it is a different story for the lion cubs. They must acclimatise and learn to swim quickly - for the swamps are a perilous place to grow up.

For a family of cheetahs, hunting in the swamp is very much a learning process. Only through trial and watery error have they learnt to bring down lechwe antelope and reedbuck in the shallow marshlands. One of their biggest problems is the crocodiles which are always keen to rob the cheetahs of their hard won prey.

Versatile and solitary, the leopard is perhaps the wiliest swamp cat. Clever enough to trap land species like the warthog and the bushbuck against the swamp, leopards have also learnt the crossing places of the baboons, where they often lie in wait, ready to pounce.

With stunning aerial and underwater footage, this film explores the successful adaptation of three of nature's greatest cats, a feat not repeated anywhere else in Africa.

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When Charlie Carrick's (Stanley Townsend) prize stallion, Irish Waltzer, refuses to mate with a client's mare, he goes, tail between his legs, to his competitor Aidan Docherty (Conor Mullen) for help. Aidan agrees to help, but only if he can hook up Waltzer with his newly acquired filly, Honey Cup. 

Carrick refuses, but offers Aidan's son Jonah (Ben Davies) a tour of his stables. Aidan sees that Jonah admires Carrick, and regrets his own lack of guidance and communication skills with his new-found son.

Once at the stables, Jonah vies with JP (Jon Lolis), one of the stable-hands, for young Sheridan Carrick's (Muireann Bird) attention, and although she objects, Jonah accepts a car race challenge from the lad. 

Carrick's wife Yolanda (Lorraine Pilkington) persuades Aidan to help with Waltzer, so he takes great delight in telling Carrick that the horse needs to be calmed, and the best way to do that is to sing to him. Jonah can't believe what he's hearing, but Carrick takes a deep breath and goes for it, not knowing that Aidan had slipped the horse some herbs. And, within the hour, Waltzer is back on form.

The next morning, Waltzer has a heart attack and dies. Carrick blames Aidan, but Yolanda jumps to his defence, accusing her husband of being greedy with stud fees. But as she apologises to Aidan for her husband's outburst, his conscience gets the better of him, and he confesses about what he did the night before. She's furious, and tells Aidan he shouldn't even be left in charge of a goldfish - let alone a teenage boy. 

That evening, Aidan tries to make amends with Jonah, but once again struggles to communicate. The following morning, he finds Jonah asleep with the colt, Rough Diamond; he stares at his son for a long time, and then decides to call the boy's mother.

Invented by physicist Dr Vivian Robinson, the Purifier is a small battery-powered device that removes chemical pollutants such as arsenic, detergents, oils and heavy metals and then cleans the water until it's crystal clear. Intended for use in disaster areas and by campers and people without access to potable water, the purifier needs just 15 minutes to clean three litres of water. Electronic Water Purifier - turns dirty water into drinkable water.
Invention 2: Snugabub by inventor Alison Dique from QLD
When Alison Dique was looking for a safe cot sheet for her newborn baby, she soon gave up in frustration. Determined to fix the lack of safe baby sheeting, Alison invented Snugabub sheets - sheets that are designed to reduce the risk of the baby becoming entangled in excess bedding or being able to pull the sheets over their head. The sheets are fitted at the base and tailored at the top, and because they are the length of the baby and not the cot, Snugabub sheets ensure parents place their baby at the base of the cot. Snugabub - the sheets that ensure cot safety for babies.
