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In episode two of Navy Divers the real training begins. In the first module of the course the new recruits must prove they can cope with the deep. 

Clearance divers are often used to conduct deepwater battle repairs to ships and strategic infrastructure. When working under these conditions danger is ever present and small mistakes can rapidly turn into life threatening disasters. 

Using enclosed helmets and surface supplied air the men learn to dive to extraordinary depths. They must fight against the effects of nitrogen narcosis and avoid the bends at all cost.

The pressure on mind and body is intense and even the toughest recruits struggle.

Soon, one of the best and hardest starts to fall behind. Ex-roo shooter Brodie Lymbery is suffering severe pain at depth, and the men quickly realise how fragile their place on the team still is. Brodie is put under increasing pressure with a series of recompression chamber tests to examine his condition. If he fails he will be stood down without hesitation. 

The rest of the team continues at an unbelievable pace. Gruesome fitness sessions are followed by complex and dangerous dives. Then they are told it is time for testing. Any technical mistakes will mean failure and Chief Petty Officer Shirley is also looking for any cracks in their personality.

Both the team's and Brodie Lymbery's results go down to the wire. The recruits have more than just their careers riding on the outcome, especially Brodie, "Back home I was starting to get in to a lot of trouble with the law. It's a good feeling that I'm doing something with my life and I don't want to go back to being that person" he says.

Infamous Victory: Ben Chifley's Battle For  Coal
Thursday, 06 November 2008
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This is a story of coal, communism, and the Australian prime minister who went to war against his own during the national miners' strike of 1949.

Using rare archival footage and re-creations, this dramatised documentary takes us into the corridors of power to show how Labor Party leader Ben Chifley took on and defeated the growing forces of communism in Australia.

Infamous Victory: Ben Chifley's Battle for Coal explains the complex issues that the conflict raised and introduces the major players in the dispute, including Attorney-General Evatt, Immigration Minister Arthur Calwell, Chifley's 'spin doctor' Lloyd Ross and his brother Edgar Ross - a Communist Party executive and driving force behind the strike. It portrays a fascinating era of Australian history.

A former train driver from Bathurst, Chifley was a working-class hero, a Labor Party icon and 'man of the people'. But his actions flew in the face of Labor values and tradition when he believed they were in was the interests of post-war Australia.

Chifley introduced draconian laws to prevent unions accessing funds to support the strike and sent in the army to replace striking miners - so defeating the Communist Party leadership that controlled the militant union. It was a battle he was determined to fight and win in the interests of the nation, despite knowing it would probably cost him government.

Johnny O'Keefe: The Wild One
Thursday, 06 November 2008
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Johnny O'Keefe, the man who gave birth to rock ‘n’ roll in Australia, is profiled in this revealing documentary.

It all began when Johnny, the son of a well-to-do Sydney family, turned his back on his comfortable life and became the leader of the rock ‘n’ roll revolution that was sweeping the world. Johnny O'Keefe's drive and determination set him apart from other singers attempting to launch the same style but ultimately, it was O'Keefe's rise in the music world that led to the establishment of the Australian recording industry.

With the help of his band the Dee Jays, O'Keefe wrote his signature tune, The Wild One, after witnessing a riot in Newtown. It was the first fully homegrown Australian rock ‘n’ roll hit. More hits followed - 24 in all. 

Johnny O'Keefe pioneered music on television with his show Six O'Clock Rock, and later, with The Johnny O'Keefe Show and Sing Sing Sing. 

After his attempt to break the US market backfired, and a near fatal car crash in the 1960s, O'Keefe suffered a series of nervous breakdowns. After a successful comeback, O'Keefe's frantic lifestyle finally caught up with him when he died in October 1978 at the young age of 43.

In the three decades since his death, Johnny O'Keefe has taken his place in the ARIA Hall of Fame. His life has been portrayed in the hit mini-series and stage musical Shout! 

Today, Johnny O'Keefe's spirit is found everywhere in Australian rock and roll. It's the sound of a small man with massive dreams, the sound of ambition and yearning. Whether he was carefully maneuvering through a ballad or letting fly with every inch of his being, Johnny O'Keefe set the standard.

The New Inventors
Hosted by the effervescent James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to build a wall that's safe as houses in half the time; send storm water to the trees that need a drink; and help women get back into shape after giving birth. 
Deciding the winner of these three inventions are engineer James Bradfield Moody, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth.
Inventions featured on the program: 
Invention 1: Benex Blocks by inventor Kerry Bennett from NSW
Third generation builder Kerry Bennett knows that bricklaying is a tough job that adds a lot to construction costs. So, he set out to invent an easier way of building walls. His Benex Blocks are large but light-weight building blocks that almost anyone can lay. They only require mortar for the first course after which they are interlocked and joined with a special adhesive. Their unique construction makes Benex Blocks impervious to water and salt attack and stronger than almost every other building block. Benex Blocks  - build a wall that's as safe as houses in half the time.
Invention 2: Aquakerb by inventor Terry Markou from SA.
Terry Markou was concerned that the trees in his street weren't getting enough water to survive the drought, so he came up with a simple solution. Aquakerb looks like a large shower grate, but instead of sending water down the drain, it directs water where it's needed. It's installed by drilling a hole down through the kerbing one and half meters into the ground. The Aquakerb sits in the hole flush, with the gutter, where it keeps leaves and debris out but allows rain water to flow down to the tree roots below. Aquakerb - gets water going down the drain to give trees a drink.
Invention 3: Post Pregnancy Recovery Shorts by inventor Sinead O'Donovan from VIC.
The period immediately following childbirth is a tricky time for mothers with strained and sore abdominal muscles. At the same time their doctors are telling them to rest, there's a small bundle which needs constant care. From Bait to Plate 

Fisheries scientists warn that if fishing around the world continues at its current pace, more and more species will vanish. Only two years ago, a paper published in the journal Science predicted we are heading towards global collapse, with the world's fisheries empty by 2048. But the world's epicentre of reef diversity is already at risk. The area, known as the Coral Triangle, encompasses East Timor, Indonesia, Malaysia, Papua New Guinea, Philippines and the Solomon Islands, and harbours over 3,000 species of reef fish. In just the last twenty years, the voracious demand for live reef fish in Hong Kong and southern China has decimated these reef ecosystems. In Malaysian Borneo, abundance of the large iconic Humphead Wrasse has declined by 98% in just eight years. Mark Horstman travels to this incredible part of the world to investigate the live fish trade, from bait to plate, and looks at an emerging solution - rearing reef fish in farms from eggs to adults.
Ladybeetles
Ladybeetles, also known as ladybirds or ladybugs, have always been surrounded by folklore and myth. But what do we really know about them? A stunning new website and book, put together by artists and scientists at the Australian National Insect Collection, shows us there's more to ladybeetles than nursery rhymes and spots. We delve into the secret life of the ladybeetle and find out what is happening in your backyard. 
Seahorses
One of the most beautiful and bizarre creatures under the sea must surely be the seahorse. They have long fascinated humans - which has done them no favours. More than 25 million dead and live seahorses are traded annually and seahorse habitats are the most threatened in the world. Here in Australia we just don't have enough data to know what kind of state our seahorse populations are in, or how to protect them. Our surfing scientist meets marine biologist Dave Harasti who fills in the gaps - and we make some surprising discoveries on the way.
