Only thirteen men remain on the course and the training is becoming more severe.
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The surviving recruits face the nightmare of maritime tactical operations where sleep becomes a distant memory.  

Clearance divers must be able to carry out clandestine reconnaissance operations behind enemy lines. To achieve this, they use a special re-breather or bubble free diving set and conduct their operations under the cover of night.

During this module the men must reach new levels of fitness. They must also prove they are a team tight enough to face the potentially fatal consequences of operating behind enemy lines.

It means around the clock diving, brutal fitness sessions and debilitating sleep deprivation.

Teamwork will be the key to their success. The oldest man on the course by ten years, ex rugby league footballer Gareth Foye, knows age makes him the weakest link and he is worried, "I feel like a rhinoceros in quicksand".

On top of an already fierce training regimen the instructors penalise any mistakes with team push-ups. They add them to an ongoing tally that can reach the hundreds by the end of the day. Push-ups not completed by midnight are carried forward. 

At their lowest point the men are asked to do the impossible. Because of poor performance and sleep deprived mistakes the men have tallied up an incredible one thousand, seven hundred push-ups. They are now ordered to complete them immediately in one gruesome session. 

They then face the most complex and dangerous operation yet: a full-scale clandestine night mission that will be their toughest test so far and one they cannot afford to fail. It will be the closest they come in their training to real combat.

Monash: The Forgotten Anzac
Tuesday, 11 November 2008
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One of the most brilliant generals of World War I and an architect of Anzac Day, Sir John Monash helped create the Anzac legend by ensuring the courage of his men was enshrined in Australian history. Today he is all but forgotten.

Monash - The Forgotten Anzac explores the character and achievements of an extraordinary figure in Australian history, the battles he fought both on and off the battlefield, and the prejudice he overcame to help win a war. 

It is the story of an unlikely hero; a middle aged German Jew with great self-belief who fought not just the German army but those on his own side who used his heritage to undermine him. 

To many, Monash's cultured European background made him unsuitable to command an army made up of egalitarian Australian volunteers, but his sophistication and ease with the British aristocracy allowed him to exhibit his skill as a military strategist. Defeating powerful opposition to become commander of the Australian Corps, Monash devised a plan that won key World War I battles and saved thousands of lives. 

It was largely through his efforts during the war and its aftermath that the Anzac legend was forged and the soldiers of the Australian and New Zealand Army Corps became famous for their qualities of courage, mateship and sacrifice.

Monash - The Forgotten Anzac examines Monash's key military victories and the hidebound military culture he overturned to win them. And it introduces us to Monash, the man.

The Cook And The Chef

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The East Coast of Tasmania has to be one of the most beautiful stretches of coastline anywhere in the world. It is also home to wonderful seafood. 

Simon Bryant is on a visit to find out why the seafood from this area is so great. He heads out with a couple of divers who are searching for a rare culinary ingredient - wakame. 

Wakame is a type of edible seaweed from Japan which has found its way to Tasmanian waters, probably in the ballast tanks of visiting ships. A local company is harvesting the seaweed to extract fucoidans, which many people believe is beneficial to our health. Simon is thrilled to hear that they are also preparing to market the wakame leaf for culinary purposes. 

Back in the kitchen, Simon is undertaking one of his famous cooking extravaganzas. He uses the wakame leaf with shitake mushrooms and another seaweed - kombu, to prepare a Japanese-style dashi broth. 

Maggie Beer has never cooked wakame before but is keen to give it a try. She gets Simon's advice on how best to fry it to provide a crispy garnish for her kingfish escabeche. 

For the second half of his soup preparation, Simon has also brought back some scallops from Tasmania, dredged from the sandy beds off Maria Island. These scallops form the core of some truly tasty dumplings which Simon adds to his broth.  

Maggie is impressed by the sweetness of Simon's scallops but for her dish of scallop crudo she uses some larger frozen ones which are easy to slice thinly. Adding belly bacon and broad beans to her dish, it's another Maggie original.

How do our 'stone-age bodies' work and deal with the challenges of modern life?
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Young English doctor and anatomist Dr Alice Roberts continues her intimate tour of the human body, revealing how to keep our bodies working at peak performance. This week, she looks at the hidden structure of our bodies - the bones, muscles and joints - that account for more than half of all reported pain. 

We meet Dawn, a young mum who's recently returned to work part-time as an accident and emergency nurse. Pregnancy, childbirth and her demanding job have all contributed to Dawn experiencing persistent lower back pain.  

We all know we should eat well and move more, but together Dawn and Dr Alice discover exactly how this powerful combination benefits muscles and increases bone density to protect against osteoporosis. Dawn is startled to discover that there are ways she can protect her toddler, Rosie, right now from getting back problems in later life through diet and exercise.

Using her trademark dissection of animal parts, Dr Alice shows Dawn what a slipped disc actually looks like. It's quite different to what viewers might have envisioned. Together they discover that our bones, not only our muscles, can change shape if we change the way we use them.

Being an experienced advisor to archaeologists, Dr Alice has an intriguing collection of ancient bones that she uses to illustrate how the stresses on human skeletons of the past resonate today.

When Dr Alice meets Stuart, an amateur pilot who's having a pioneering hip resurfacing operation, she's able to show him the hip bone of a Roman soldier who suffered from Osteoarthritis, just like him.

And that's the magic of this series. Dr Alice provides a unique perspective where ancient history, anatomy, cutting-edge medical technology and real-life patients collide to create compelling, informative and entertaining television.

Chloe Hooper

Virginia Trioli chats to award winning novelist Chloe Hooper. Hooper first appeared as a literary figure to watch when she was signed by high profile New York agent Andrew Wylie about 5 years ago, and he then sold her first book for an estimated $1-2 million. Her second book, The Tall Man, is a departure from her 2002 debut novel A Child’s Book of True Crime, although both involve violence and death in an island setting. The Tall Man is about the death-in-custody of Indigenous man Cameron Doomadgee, and the police officer accused of causing his fatal injuries, Senior Sergeant Chris Hurley. The New Inventors
Hosted by the effervescent James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. 
Tonight's show features new ideas on how to smell graffiti as it's being sprayed, make bio-diesel out of a movable box, and use a wheelchair with one hand. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are engineer James Bradfield Moody, designer Alison Page and futurist and author Mark Pesce.
Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Graffit-e-Nose by inventors Dr Graham Bell and Professor Brynn Hibbert from NSW

Ever wondered how to catch unwanted graffiti sprayers? Dr Graham Bell and Professor Brynn Hibbert did and came up with a way of sniffing them out. Their Graffit-e-Nose continuously monitors airborne chemicals in real time to detect aerosol paint fumes in the air. It's no bigger than a small shoe box and can be hidden where graffiti sprayers are active. Within seconds it sends out an instantaneous message when it recognises spray paint and related solvents. The ultimate aim of the invention is it to stop graffiti being painted and save the many millions of dollars being spent removing unwanted graffiti. Graffit-e-Nose - smells graffiti and then sends out an alert.
Invention 2: Bio Cube by inventor Sandy Kelly from QLD

The Bio Cube is an all-in-one bio-diesel plant that can be transported into the toughest environments and operated by a single person. Its inventor Sandy Kelly spent several decades working in South East Asia and wants to help local people cut their fuel costs by growing their own oil bearing plants and then making their own diesel fuel. His invention includes all the equipment and the power supply packaged into a large box that's ready to operate virtually as soon as it hits the ground.
