Colloquially known as YPA, the ABC Symphony Australia Young Performers Awards is a gruelling year-long competition which sees our best young musicians compete for the prestigious title of ABC Symphony Australia Young Performer of the Year. 

It's a prize well and truly worth chasing. The winner of the Grand Final gets cash, important performance opportunities and a real lift to their career. History shows that previous winners have gone on to make substantial contributions to the world of classical music.

This special episode of Sunday Arts presents highlights from the 2008 Grand Final which was held at the Hamer Hall, Victorian Arts Centre on Friday September 19. Hosted by Alan Brough (Spicks And Specks) and Emma Ayres (ABC Classic FM Breakfast), the three Grand Finalists performed with the Melbourne Symphony Orchestra conducted by Arvo Volmer.

Rebecca Chan (Vic) played the romantic Korngold Violin Concerto, Jessica Foot (Vic) the beautifully melodic Strauss Oboe Concerto, and Maxwell Foster (Qld) finished the competition with the famous and virtuosic Tchaikovsky Piano Concerto No 1. 

The winner was 16-year-old Foster who received a $20,000 cash prize, a professionally-produced CD of his winning performance, the Sir Charles Moses Trophy and concert engagements with major Australian symphony orchestras, as well as his own recital in the Sydney Opera House's Utzon Room. He was also presented with the 2008 David Paul Landa Scholarship, which is awarded biennially to the best pianist in the competition.

Compass: Apocalypse Now?

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These days apocalyptic thinking is common and pervasive. Are we at the end of the world…? 

It's a question humans have asked throughout the ages. In our own time too, many people fear we're on the brink of apocalypse…

In a provocative episode of Compass we meet a self-proclaimed prophet of the Apocalypse, American Pentecostal Pastor Ron Weinland, who believes he has been sent by God to announce the end of the world in 3 years time! 

According to Ron, the end times are imminent, and he's not alone. Climate change, acts of terrorism, war and natural disasters have fuelled the current epidemic of apocalyptic thinking. 

Ron's inspiration is the last and most controversial book in the Christian Bible, the Book of the Apocalypse, also known as the Book of Revelation. Ron's conviction that we're at the end of 6000 years of human rule of the earth is based on evidence he's drawn from the Bible. He links numbers and prophecies in the Book of Revelation with current events that he believes herald the end times.

According to Ron "Europe is prophesied to rise one last time… there will be ten nations that are prophesied to come together. And they are the ones that are going to begin World War Three."

However, not everyone shares the same views as Ron. Christian academic Greg Clarke challenges this literal 'current affairs' interpretation of the Book of Revelation's imagery.

Clarke says, "As a literature scholar I am really keen on people understanding the nature of literature. The bible is a book. The bible has to be understood as the kind of literature it is. And it's apocalyptic literature, it's exciting, it's full of symbolism, it's telling a grand, wonderful story, but it's not meant to give us a running sheet for the future."

Former Indonesian President, B.J. Habibie, reveals how a letter from John Howard spurred him to make a radical decision about the future of East Timor. 

Emerging triumphant from the Interfet operation with a new found reputation abroad, at home tensions emerged with his heir apparent, Peter Costello, culminating in the destructive Shane Stone memo.

John Howard demonstrated his acute political antenna by responding to his Government's increasing unpopularity and dramatically changed economic policy to win back disgruntled voters.

Then controversy erupted over the Tampa incident and in a dramatic final twist, we hear for the first time how the Pacific solution was born.

Enough Rope With Andrew Denton

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Tonight, Andrew talks to Dr Philip Zimbardo who in 1971 accepted a tenured position as professor of psychology at Stanford University. There he conducted the infamous Stanford prison experiment, in which 24 normal college students were randomly assigned to be 'prisoners' or 'guards' in a mock prison located in the basement of the psychology building at Stanford. 

Prisoners and guards rapidly adapted to their roles, stepping beyond the boundaries of what had been predicted and leading to dangerous and psychologically damaging situations. 

Andrew's other guest is Wendy Whiteley. 

Wendy was the inspiration for some of Australia's most prized paintings, but her own artistry went unrecognised for years. For 37 years she was married to artist Brett Whiteley, and her influence on him as his wife, lover, muse and at times as a combatant in an often volatile marriage, was immense. 

Wendy's life has been well lived - from mixing with Jimi Hendrix and Janis Joplin at the Chelsea in New York, to an idyllic year spent living in Fiji. But it's also had its tragedies. Her divorce - which played out as publicly as most events in her life - was dramatic. It was followed by Brett's death at 53, a bitter fight over his will, and the tragic death of Wendy and Brett's only child, their beloved daughter Arkie, at 37.

Mountain With Griff Rhys Jones: The Lakes District
Saturday, 29 November 2008
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Of all Britain's mountain regions, the Lakes District has the greatest reputation for staggering beauty. With 12 million tourists visiting the region each year, it's astonishing that just a few hundred years ago, this pocket of paradise was considered to be 'God's mistake'.

In the 18th century, visitors thought the landscape wild, and new words like 'terrible' and 'awesome' were used to describe the fearsome scenery. So how did this small patch of upland become one of the most inspiring landscapes in the world?

Our contemporary vision of the Lakes District as the epitome of Britain was almost single-handedly achieved by one man. He wasn't a travel writer. He was a poet. 

William Wordsworth changed people's attitudes to the mountains forever. For him the landscape was neither terrifying, nor simply rather lovely. It was the essence of life.  

Griff visits Dove cottage, Wordsworth's home; discovers the birthplace of the Quaker movement and braves the steepest road in England with its almost impossibly tight hairpin bends. He retraces the steps of another Romantic poet, Coleridge, who is widely considered to be Britain's first adrenalin junkie; and ponders the purpose of the eerie five thousand-year-old Swinside stone circle.

Surprisingly, Griff finds that the world has fallen in love with a landscape captured by artists and photographers in a moment of time, long passed. Farmers are now paid to keep the mountains 'picturesque'.

Two Men In A Tinnie
John Doyle is a city boy who has never been to the outback. His mate, Dr Tim Flannery, is one of Australia's leading scientists who knows the bush like the back of his hands. For years, they have been taking boating trips together but until now their expeditions have been confined to exploring the nooks and crannies of the Hawkesbury River aboard the Bismarck, Tim's 3-metre aluminium 'tinnie' that has only been sunk once - by John.
Day 1: First Mate John Doyle and Captain Tim Flannery begin their epic journey in the upper reaches of the tributaries that feed into the Murray and Darling rivers. Near Mitchell in southern Queensland, they follow in the footsteps of the early European explorers by surveying the floor of the mythical inland sea that stretched from the Gulf of Carpentaria all the way to South Australia.
Our intrepid adventurers make a futile attempt to launch the Bismarck on the Maranoa River, only to find their launch spot is bone dry! Maranoa, they later discover, means 'river of sand'. Finally there's enough water in the Balonne River to get the tinnie wet, but there's a question over the seaworthiness of the mighty vessel. Even before she's left the shore, the Bismarck has sprung a very bad leak. It seems she's seen better days.
Arriving at St George in the heart of Queensland cotton country, John and Tim discover that the abundance of water for irrigation has created considerable wealth. Taking to the air, they fly over the biggest, and possibly the most controversial cotton farm in the southern hemisphere, Cubbie Station. The laser-levelled cotton fields stretch as far as the eye can see with massive storage dams that can hold as much water as Sydney Harbour. 
Back on the water, John and Tim travel to Brenda Station, just south of the Queensland/NSW border, where they wander through the parched, brown landscape inspecting the river red gum forests that are dying of thirst. Because of lack of water in the Culgoa River, Tim and John have to travel overland to launch the Bismarck on the Barwon and head toward the Darling. They also uncover the age-old water controversy that people downstream are dirty on people upstream. And that means everyone's dirty on Queensland.
