The Orangutan King
Sunday, 30 November 2008
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Over 40 years ago, Dr Birute Galdikas set out to study orangutans deep in the jungles of Borneo. But it wasn't long before her camp - Camp Leakey - became a refuge for baby orangutans that had been rescued from the brutal and illegal trade in wild animals. The Orangutan King provides a fascinating insight into the lives of these intelligent and playful animals.  

Just like human babies, orangutans are completely dependent on their mothers when they are born. Without nurturing and guidance, survival is unlikely. If surrogates could not be found, Dr Galdikas and her team would provide the affection and nurturing that a baby orangutan needs. 

When two-year-old orangutan Kusasi arrived at the camp, he was noticeably different from the other orphans. He didn't display any signs of distress as other orphans did and he didn't bond with his human carers. When he promptly escaped and ran off into the jungle, it was assumed he would die.  But 18 months later he emerged from the jungle alive and well. What happened to him during that time remains a mystery.  

Over the years Kusasi continued to develop both in camp and out in the jungle, but his underlying distrust of humans was always apparent. While other orangutans bonded and communicated with their human carers, Kusasi remained a solitary figure like most male orangutans. He eventually became the dominant male at Camp Leakey.  

Kusasi is one of the most studied orangutans in the world - enticing visitors from around the world. Even Hollywood actress Julia Roberts couldn't resist visiting him in 1997. With the forests in Borneo diminishing at an alarming rate, The Orangutan King provides a glimpse into a world that soon may be gone.

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In a bizarre twist of fate, Australia's Prime Minister would find himself in Washington DC on the day the world changed forever - September 11, 2001. Cissy Gore Birch is Kununurra born and bred. As a single mother determined to better her life, she packed up her two toddlers, loaded up an old 4WD, and drove to Melbourne to get a tertiary education. Now running programs for Indigenous girls and young mums, and with a growing family herself, she's determined to make life better for her community.
