Cherub Of The Mist
Sunday, 1 February 2009
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Cherub Of The Mist unravels the mystery behind the secretive life of the fire cat – the red panda. Featuring footage rarely seen of red pandas in the wild; courting, mating, nest building and rearing their newly-born cubs, the program provides a unique insight into their elusive world.  
Over the years red pandas have successfully eluded scientists and photographers even though the French naturalist Fredrick Cuvier discovered them in 1821. On the border of India and Nepal is the Singalila National Park, with rugged mountains, dense undergrowth and extreme weather, this forbidding terrain is home to the red panda and the reason why there is little significant film or photographic record of this species in the wild.  

With red panda numbers in decline, their habitats are being destroyed to make way for terrace farming so conservation and protection is desperately needed. 

Indian biologist Dr Sunita Pradhan has been studying red pandas for over 10 years. She works at the nearby Darjeeling Zoo, where the breeding of red pandas in captivity has been incredibly successful. Cherub Of The Mist follows Dr Pradhan and her team as they strive to re-introduce two female zoo-bred pandas – Mini and Sweety – back into the wilds of Singalila National Park. A traditional Hindu ceremony is performed, bestowing good fortune and luck on them, before they are released back into the wild. It’s a celebration and a momentous occasion in Indian wildlife conservation.  

In captivity red pandas can live up to 15 years while in the wild on average they will live only eight years. It’s hoped that Sweety and Mini will not only be able to survive in the wild but breed as well, in an effort to increase red panda numbers. Over the next 14 months Dr Pradhan and her team diligently document and follow the movements of both Mini and Sweety and their successful transition from life in captivity to the wild expanse of the temperate forest. But will they survive and get to breed?

Born To Be King: Prince Charles At 60
Monday, 2 February 2009
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When Prince Charles turned 60 in November 2008, he became the oldest heir to the British throne in history. Ever since his mother became Queen in 1952 he has been a king-in-waiting, constantly searching for a role that is both public and royal. It has been a long, sometimes painful journey for this dedicated prince and complex man who – rare among royals – has become wiser and happier with age.
This is the story of a man trained to look backwards at a not always glorious royal tradition, who was blown off course by tempestuous events (an ill-fated marriage, an ugly divorce and a tragic death), who somehow survived public humiliation, found true love the second time around, triumphed over media scorn (his passion for organic food transformed him from ‘loony eccentric’ into ‘great visionary’) and, without throwing tradition away, became a thoroughly modern prince and loving father.

Through extensive archival footage, this biography follows Prince Charles’s life in scrupulous and occasionally shocking detail. The powerful narrative is divided into four chapters: 1. CHILDHOOD MEMORIES (miserable schooldays, moments of wonder), 2. COMING OF AGE (becoming a soldier and an international playboy), 3. LOVE AND MARRIAGE (the wooings and weddings of Charles and his brothers) and 4. AFTER DIANA (from her tragic death – and her ghostly influence – to a second, happy marriage and the flowering of his heroic sons).

This is a prince whose life is not ending, but beginning again. Yet one important question still hangs in the air: will his new wife, Camilla, become his consort… or his queen?

1983: The Brink Of Apocalypse

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On November 8, 1983 World War III almost erupted by accident. 
That evening, senior figures in Moscow convinced themselves of an imminent nuclear attack by the West. Soviet fingers hovered over the nuclear button as their vast arsenal of missiles, bombers and submarines were put on maximum alert in anticipation of a full-scale retaliatory attack. It took extremely cool heads and a couple of double agents to resolve this little known, but very real Cold War crisis.

This award-winning documentary is the first television telling of that night. featuring interviews with key players from both sides including Vladimir Kryuchkov, then head of the KGB, who explains why he sent the ‘Flash’ telegram warning of the attack. 

Robert Gates, then CIA Deputy Director, explains how the intelligence community failed to detect genuine Soviet panic. His testimony is fascinating given that he was interviewed for this documentary as a private citizen. Three weeks later, President Bush appointed him US Defense Secretary, replacing Donald Rumsfeld. President-elect Obama recently confirmed his on-going appointment.

Senior KGB figure Oleg Gordievsky, a double agent working for British intelligence, tells the extraordinary tale of how he convinced his ‘minders’ of the panic in Moscow.  An East German agent, codename Topaz, reveals how he infiltrated the highest levels of NATO and assured his real bosses that the West was not about to attack.

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Doctors at Everest Base Camp deal with the biggest emergency of the season when a young woman is found unconscious near the summit. Tensions rise at the clinic as a dangerous high-altitude rescue is mounted to bring her down, and three climbers attempt a record-breaking second summit in a week.
This gripping series follows a team of doctors, treating patients including everyone from the elite of the world’s climbing communities, frostbitten and dying from pulmonary oedema, to holiday trekkers with altitude sickness, and local children suffering from all the illnesses you might expect to find in one of the world’s poorest countries.

These volunteers must make life and death decisions on a daily basis, a world away from the facilities of a modern hospital. Evacuation from this altitude is either a two-day walk on the back of a porter or an expensive and dangerous helicopter ride.

Further up the valley, on the Khumbu Glacier itself, sits the Everest Base Camp Clinic. Everest’s magnetism is now such that in the peak climbing season, Base Camp can be home to thousands of people. And at this altitude, getting sick is a very serious business.

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The nine challenging teenagers are back at their schools and whilst there is improvement with some, with others, it’s back to square one. But the experts haven’t given up yet.  The final challenge for these kids is to walk in to primary school and be ‘teacher’ for the day.  The aim is to build some empathy for their teachers and see what each child is capable of when given responsibility.
At the Institute of Education in London, the experts hold a two day workshop to help prepare the children for what lies ahead. As the workshop progresses, the whole idea of letting these teenagers loose with primary school children seems somewhat insane.  

However, some of the children do appear to be taking the task seriously and while Ryan irons his clothes ‘to make a good impression’,  Zaak, who is terrified of ‘letting everyone down’, is busy putting the final touches to the music lesson he’s spent two days preparing.  

At school, the children spend half a day just meeting their classes. The initial signs are not good as the hoodies go up and the back chat begins the minute they arrive. By the end of the first day, Professor Ted Wragg is extremely concerned with Shane who is threatening to ‘pick them up and throw them if they muck about’.  Next day the teaching begins and the least confident child, Zaak, is showing signs of blossoming into the most confident of all the kids. As Natalie tells a child off, Zaak is busy boosting the confidence of the special needs group, “you can’t spell but don’t worry, I can’t spell … but you’ve got perfect handwriting …excellent…keep up the good work”. The day ends with a much clearer idea of what it’s like to be the teacher.

Trial And Retribution: Paradise Lost: Part 1 Of 2
Friday, 6 February 2009
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Racial tensions are raised in another tense two-part episode of Lynda La Plante’s Trial and Retribution. In Paradise Lost the rape and murder of a young, white primary school teacher, leads to the arrest of her black boyfriend, Milton Jones.
Jones (Clint Dyer) is found at the scene of the crime covered in his girlfriend’s blood and claiming drug-induced amnesia. Given the weight of evidence against him, DCI Roisin Connor (Victoria Smurfit) is convinced of Jones’s guilt.

Even Jones’s own solicitor starts to doubt his client’s innocence.

The pressure is overwhelming for Jones and he attempts suicide, which has huge ramifications for DCI Connor. While he is recovering in hospital, lab tests support Jones’s statements and Jones’s mother and the dead woman’s parents accuse Connor of racism, and threaten to lodge a formal complaint against her.

As accusations of racism begin to fly thick and fast, the new lab evidence confirming Jones’s story of the presence of a third man in the flat where the woman was killed, infuriates the chain-smoking DCS Mike Walker (David Hayman).

Emotionally devastated, Jones turns from suspect to witness, and DCS Walker makes the controversial decision to include him in the investigation.

Connor objects strongly, once again usurped and undermined. Needing support, she turns to Neil Dench (Adrian Lukis), a successful barrister. Connor and Dench embark on a clandestine relationship but is Connor ready to settle down?

As more victims emerge it appears a serial rapist is stalking London’s black community, targeting white women with black boyfriends.

With Jones’s help, the team must infiltrate the hostile and suspicious community to catch the real killer.

The New Inventors

The New Inventors returns for a sixth series where even more bright new ideas will be featured, tested and toasted by effervescent host James O’Loghlin and his enthusiastic panel of judges. Tonight’s show features:

Invention 1: Road Transformer by inventor Roger Chapman from NT
While spending time in a remote community as a works manager, Roger became acutely aware of the problem with travelling long distances on infrequently maintained roads. He set out to solve the problem by inventing the Road Transformer, a road grooming device which can be towed behind a 4WD, tractor or ute, to keep sandy unsealed roads in better shape between grades.
Invention 2: Banana Blankey by inventor Robert Watkins from QLD
Robert Watkins is a banana farmer from northern Queensland whose farm was wiped out by Cyclone Larry. The disaster inspired Robert to explore new ideas to avoid hard times in the future. In came the Banana Blankey - a fruit carton liner made of soft polypropelene material. It helps preserve and protect the produce packed inside it by absorbing shocks during its transportation and cutting down on wasted fruit. It also allows air to pass through, so the fruit can breathe and ripen naturally, meaning bananas can travel from the farmer to the point of sale with just two movements. 
Invention 3: Mighty Lift by inventor Bill Grant from VIC
Bill owns and runs a small engineering company, and five years ago a friend asked him to devise something he could use to safely get an air conditioner onto the roof.  Since then, Bill has been working to develop the Mighty Lift - a structure that allows you to transport items up onto a roof.  It is suitable for most one and two storey buildings and can transport heavy or bulky items (up to 120 kg). Because Mighty Lift is both a lifting device and a rated ladder, you can use it to climb up onto the roof, and then winch the load up after you so there’s no need for a separate ladder. Mighty Lift can be used by a wide range of tradesmen in many circumstances including emergency roofing actions by the SES.

Who Killed Dr Bogle And Mrs Chandler?

When the bodies of brilliant physicist Dr Gilbert Bogle and his lover Mrs Margaret Chandler were found in bizarre circumstances on a Sydney riverbank in 1963, it captured the public imagination and launched an unprecedented murder investigation. However, the Coroner could find no cause of death, killer or motive. 
Some suggested it was a Cold War assassination, others claimed it was an overdose of LSD. Now, four decades later, a new investigation into police records reveals a massive hole in the case and uncovers explosive new evidence.
The film has been the result of 20 years research by filmmaker Peter Butt, who was given unprecedented access to NSW Police forensic records. With interviews with the key people involved in the murder investigation, Butt and co-producer Kris Wyld have produced a powerful documentary with startling evidence.
