Message Stick: Voices From The Cape: Pt 1
Sunday, 22 February 2009
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In a nation abuzz with talk of the proposed ‘education revolution’, Voices From The Cape is an inspiring story set in the community of Aurukun. This two-part series for Message Stick documents a genuinely exciting approach to engaging young people from at-risk communities and inspiring them to use their voices again.
In April 2007, the community school in Aurukun invited David Vadiveloo to bring his unique ‘Community Prophets’ training model to engage their students. A filmmaker and former human rights lawyer, Vadiveloo says his model of working with marginalised youth can engage any group of young people in any community in the world. In Aurukun he proposed that not only would his team re-engage students with the school, but those students in his program would create 3 high quality short films for screening at a national youth festival.
For six weeks the Community Prophets team, led by Vadiveloo, worked with the community and youth of Aurukun. What transpired during the program was confronting, frustrating and emotionally raw. The young students were pushed to raise their own expectations and ultimately they proved to everyone that if they and their families are involved in the school system, they will display as much gifted and dedicated attention to their education as any young people in this country.
Voices From The Cape illustrates that the digital revolution is not simply about teaching children how to push the right buttons. Rather, it’s about opening children’s minds to the idea that these buttons can empower their communities, give them agency in their lives, a voice on the global stage, celebrate their identity, offer new possibilities for employment and, where necessary, bring attention to social issues that need to be addressed.

Wild Caribbean: Hurricane Hell
Sunday, 22 February 2009
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The Caribbean is no stranger to the wild forces of nature. Between June and November, during the hot summer months - Caribbean heaven turns into hurricane hell, as the pristine waters and lush rainforests are hit by the extreme winds, water and rains that accompany a hurricane.  
With the severity and duration of hurricanes hitting the Caribbean increasing, what long term effects will this have on the inhabitants?
Relive the destructive forces of a hurricane with some drastic footage. From underwater, witness how waves pummel the reefs and discover how a storm surge - that can raise the water level by six metres and travel over 16km inland - can consume all in its path. Storm surges have been known to cover the entire surface of the Caribbean’s low lying islands. 
Over the years, the inhabitants of the Caribbean – coral reefs, animals, marine life and even fauna have done their best to adapt to the hurricane season.  Rainforest trees for example, use their roots to literally anchor themselves to the forest floor, while leatherback turtles head to the deep waters.  
But while a hurricane may devastate a reef or rainforest beyond recognition, the Caribbean is able to renew itself time and time again, sometimes also, with a little help from humans.

Compass: The Brotherhood
Sunday, 22 February 2009
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The Universal Brotherhood was Australia’s most celebrated alternative community attracting hundreds of young idealists who gave up everything to follow their very own New Age guru. Now 30 years later they’re hosting a reunion to confront the sect’s surviving leader about the paradise they created … and lost.
The Universal Brotherhood was a home-grown spiritual movement that became Australia’s most successful alternative community. Born in the early 1970s it flourished on a 300 acre farm near a small country town south of Perth. The movement attracted hundreds of young idealists who turned their backs on jobs and a safe life in the suburbs. Instead, they cashed in their savings to follow their very own guru, 80-year-old Fred Robinson - a self-styled eco-prophet who wanted to pioneer a model community that could save the planet, and mankind!
Fred espoused a mixed bag of mystical teachings, New Age philosophies and old-fashioned Christian values. He’d also developed his own cosmic vision of the future involving ‘elder brothers’ from outer space coming in UFOs with Christ to take them away if and when catastrophe destroyed the world.
From a handful of pioneers, the Universal Brotherhood quickly grew and within a year, it was almost completely self-sufficient. On the farm the Brotherhood took care of everyone’s food, shelter and clothing. Everything was shared, and everyone ate, played and prayed together. Life in the Brotherhood was deemed ‘safe and pure’. The world outside was viewed as dangerously corrupt. Increasingly the control of the group was left to its governing council, a small group of advisers known as the ‘Centre Core’, made up of Fred’s wife Mary and the Brotherhood’s young co-founder, Stephen Carthew. 
As time passed, the Centre Core became more hardline, scrutinising the young followers’ behaviour, and punishing them for minor misdemeanours or perceived weaknesses. Few dared to confess any doubt, anger or distress. The Brotherhood’s utopian dream was only six years old when cracks appeared and by 1978 the New Age dream was all but over.

Living rough at 13,000ft the young adventurers build a huge pre-release enclosure for captive spectacle bears. They help bring two bears Beto and Leo to the enclosure and later release them to the wild.
If that’s not enough on their bodies, they also attempt to go higher than any team their age, tackling the twenty thousand foot active volcano, Cotopaxi.
With the constant threat of altitude sickness, and frostbite, it’s the toughest challenge ever taken on by a Serious.. team. 
Ep 2 – Monday, February 23 at 5.00pm on ABC1
As altitude training begins in the Andes mountains, the young adventurers struggle with the lack of oxygen. The slaughter and preparation of a local delicacy - guinea pig - causes argument and upset, and learning to ride horses in the extreme environment proves traumatic.

The adventurers face a daunting environmental mission - to build a huge enclosure at altitude to help return endangered spectacle bears to the wild. Morale plummets as the icy rain lashes down and work continues late into the night. The members of each team turn on each other, and the serious tensions come to a head in a dramatic confrontation.

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This week, al-Qaeda authority Peter Taylor reports on the intelligence operation that thwarted a terrorist plot to cause explosions and led to increased security at airports worldwide.
In September 2008, three members of an Islamist cell – Ahmed Ali Khan, Tanvir Hussain and Assad Sarwar – were found guilty of a conspiracy to murder using home-made liquid bombs. 
The plot came to light after the largest ever surveillance operation in Britain and led to sweeping airport restrictions on carrying liquids onto planes.
In the trial, prosecutors said that the men had planned to smuggle the bombs in soft drink bottles onto aircraft flying from London's Heathrow airport to North America and detonate them.
However, though the three men were convicted of conspiracy to murder, the jury was unable to decide whether or not they planned to target planes.
The jury failed to reach a verdict on four other defendants, and one man, Mohammed Gulzar, was acquitted on all counts.
In Terror in the Skies? Taylor investigates the bomb plot – who was involved, how it unfolded, and how the intelligence services worked to avert disaster.

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This Week on The Cook and The Chef, Maggie Beer and Simon Bryant, with Australia’s ‘Father of Fusion’ - Cheong Liew, celebrate the cross-cultural cuisine of Australia.
Simon’s first contact with cross-cultural cuisine was the Balti curry. Originating in Northern Pakistan the Balti curry made its way to England with Pakistani migrants who, from the 1950s to the 1970s, set up little cafes called Balti Houses. The Balti quickly became the curry you had after a night out and today, the British claim it as their own and often serve it with chips. In the kitchen Simon makes a delicious corn Balti while Maggie grills kangaroo and serves it with tongue.
Born in Malaysia, Cheong Liew is Chinese. He has cooked in many styles and draws on many influences to create often eclectic dishes with amazing textures and flavours. Today he is recognised as one of Australia’s true ‘master chefs’. Maggie successfully attempts one of Cheong’s more challenging dishes, salt-water duck. Simon worked with Cheong for a couple of years and he explains how Cheong taught him to cook pork. Simon’s white pork with garlic sauce is a great example and again the method of blanching and cooking the pork belly is all about retaining moisture and the result ‘melts-in-the-mouth’.

This week on Sunday Arts, Virginia Trioli meets Australian artist Tim Storrier, highly-acclaimed musician Geoffrey Gurrumul Yunipingu performs, and Fenella Kernebone shows us around this year’s Sydney Festival.
Tim Storrier
Tim Storrier’s career as a painter began in spectacular style, when aged 19 he was the youngest artist to ever win the major Sulman Prize. For almost half a century he has largely captured the Australian landscape using it as a stage to illustrate themes of decay and renewal. Storrier’s series of burning rope paintings are one of his trademarks and a constant theme in his work during the 1980s and 90s. His paintings are regarded as highly collectable, many fetching six-figure sums. One of his works Evening Embers reached a record price at auction in April 2008, selling for $225,700. Storrier was awarded an Order of Australia in 1994 for his services to art. Virginia Trioli was lucky enough to catch up with this award-winning artist.
Geoffrey Gurrumul Yunipingu
Geoffrey Gurrumul Yunipingu is currently a huge success in the Australian music scene. His last album went Gold, and in 2008 he found himself laden with awards including three Deadlys and two ARIAs. Blind since birth, Yunipingu started played music as a young boy and still plays the guitar upside down, a legacy from his childhood when he only had access to a right-handed guitar. Yunipingu is from the Gumatj nation and lives on Elcho Island in Arnhem Land, 560 kms off the north coast of Australia. He comes from a long line of successful Indigenous singers, the Yunipingu family, who are also responsible for Yothu Yindi, of which he was a member for many years. This week we hear him perform one of his own compositions which he performed at the recent Melbourne International Arts Festival.
2009 Sydney Festival 
This year’s Sydney Festival has decided to literally bringing music to the city streets, the beaches and even on the harbour. It has chosen the spectacular sunrise on one of Sydney’s many beaches as the backdrop for a series of choral performances by a 180-member choir, called Dawn Chorus. The Festival is also bringing an interactive project to the streets called Play Me I’m Yours, where 30 pianos will be installed in public spaces around Sydney, from the Pitt Street Mall to ferries on Sydney Harbour. Fenella Kernebone shows us around the Festival and speaks with Luke Jerram, the artist behind Play Me I’m Yours.

Artscape: Paper Cuts: The Art Of Ghostpatrol And Miso

Artscape invites you on a walking journey through Melbourne’s inner city laneways to witness the unique offerings of two rapidly emerging, young street artists, Ghostpatrol and Miso. 
Paper Cuts: The Art of Ghostpatrol and Miso shows the complex and beguiling duality to this young couple’s art practice which ranges from fine art drawings, prints, wall murals, cut-outs, life-size paste-ups and soft sculpture installations. 
By day, Ghostpatrol and Miso are seen working in their CBD Melbourne studio and artist collective ‘Mitten Fortress’. Here, the age-old skills of drawing and the simple tools of their trade - pencils, pen, paper and ink - are celebrated. 
By night, as they take to the streets, the city becomes their playground. Showing their loyalty to the traditions of street art, the couple is seen installing a series of ephemeral, life-size ‘paste-ups’ (works-on-paper literally pasted to a wall). The results highlight the increasing view that quality street art (as distinct from graffiti) far from degrading the urban spaces it occupies, serves only to enrich them.
Ukrainian-born Miso’s signature flows from her Eastern European folk art influences. Her unassuming and modest depictions of women, both young and old, engaged in everyday activities offer a particularly refreshing reprieve from the abundance of brash billboard images. 
Ghostpatrol’s trademark by contrast are cute, yet slightly subversive animal and human characters that, being possessed of dark and controlling forces, seem to allude to a nostalgic loss of childhood innocence.  
The program culminates in a collaborative exhibition by Ghostpatrol and Miso called  Nesting & Dying. Here, street art aesthetics collide with fine art traditions to transform the Metro 5 Gallery in affluent Armadale. It’s an event that shows two young street artists successfully closing the divide between downtown alleyway and uptown art gallery.

Grand Designs: Huddersfield

Grand Designs returns to ABC1 with repeat screenings. Presented by Kevin McCloud, the program tells the stories of eight new homes and the people who built them. Discover how ambitious design concepts worked out in practice. Follow the progress of houses with unforeseen complications and no stretch in the budget. Explore the design detail, and chart the changes and compromises that happened along the way.
In tonight’s episode we follow Chris and Gill Heleine as they totally convert a 19th century steel mill in Netherton, Huddersfield - into a minimalist high-tech home. The shell of the building is restored using original materials, with a totally contrasting high-tech minimalist interior.
Chris and Gill run a successful shop-fitting business – both are super-organised employers who have an extremely hands-on approach to the build. Disease Spreading Bats
Most of us know how devastating viruses like Ebola can be – with its potential to spread from animals to humans with fatal consequences. For 15 years there’s been a sleeping viral killer in Queensland and it originates from fruit bats. It’s called Hendra and it’s claimed the lives of 3 people. At present, the likelihood of human infection from this virus appears to be slim, but if you caught it you’d have a 50% chance of survival. Dr Maryanne Demasi asks how much science knows about how Hendra spreads from fruit bats, to horses, to humans; and how prepared we are for an outbreak. 
Ancient DNA – unlocking doors to our past
We’re about to gain a much deeper understanding of our past thanks to the new study of ancient DNA. Instead of digging up skeletons and artefacts, Dr Alan Cooper and his team unravel strands of ancient DNA to investigate the nature of long lost peoples, how they were related to other groups and how healthy they were when they were around. The techniques they’ve developed can also be used to help in ‘cold cases’ where standard forensic DNA techniques are simply not sensitive enough to provide meaningful results. From Tasmanian tigers, to the ‘hobbit’, to HMAS Sydney’s unknown sailor, Dr. Paul Willis unlocks the doors to our past when he visits the University of Adelaide in the hunt for ancient DNA. 
Ocean Robots – The Argo Floats
When it comes to understanding the role that oceans play on global weather, the CSIRO Marine and Atmospheric Research division in Hobart is leading the way. Through an international collaboration, a global array of robotic submersibles known as Argo floats are collecting sub-surface temperature and salinity observations all year-round. There are 3,000 of these floats deployed across the world’s oceans, collecting a real time profile of evolving ocean conditions. Surfing Scientist, Ruben Meerman, takes a look at the data streaming in that has allowed scientists to better understand the impacts of climate change and sea level rise.
