Nigel Marven's Rhino Adventure
Sunday, 28 December 2008
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Hundreds of species of rhinoceros once roamed the Earth - but today only five are left. In an effort to understand more about these incredibly tough, yet threatened animals, British wildlife presenter Nigel Marven travels the world to track down the five remaining species. He also meets some amazing people who are using science to help them survive.  
Taking a step back in time, Nigel also breathes life into the bones of an extinct one – the woolly rhinoceros, which if it were alive today, would be found roaming the English countryside.  

Nigel’s quest to find all five species of rhino begins in the nature parks of Africa, where he gets up close to the relatively tame and approachable African white rhino. He also joins a research team in South Africa, tagging and tracking the black rhino, hoping to increase population numbers – and so far it’s working, with rhino numbers on the way up. Unfortunately rhinos continue to be slaughtered for their horns, which are used in eastern medicine. Scientists are yet to produce any evidence that the horn actually contains any healing properties.  

To track down the one horned Asian rhino, Nigel travels to Assam in India. With its armour-like hide and one horn, the Asian rhino really is a throwback to prehistoric times. An elephant ride through the rhino park provides the best views.    

More difficult to track is the highly endangered Javan rhino. The thick underbrush of the forest is home to this elusive animal. Unfortunately illegal logging and poaching in the area is impacting dramatically on their population numbers.  Nigel’s final destination is the nearby rainforests of Sumatra. It is home to the smallest and hairiest of rhino species the Sumatran rhino.

638 Ways To Kill Castro
Monday, 29 December 2008
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More people have tried to murder the world’s most famous socialist than any man alive. Governments and gunmen have been trying to get Cuban’s revolutionary leader, Fidel Castro, for 50 long years.
The men who tried to kill Castro have spent decades in the shadows but now they have come forward to reveal their secrets. Who are these men? Heroes or villains? And what made them hate Castro enough to want him dead?

638 Ways To Kill Castro is a political documentary which explores the history of the relationship between the US Government and Cuba, told via the countless attempts to kill Fidel.

The assassination plots are recounted by the men who were there; the men who tried to kill Castro, and the men who tried to thwart their efforts.

The program reveals every conceivable method of assassination, from exploding cigars to femme fatales; a radio station rigged with noxious gas to a poison syringe posing as an innocuous ballpoint pen.

On the trail of Castro’s would-be killers, the filmmakers meet a series of extraordinary characters. All these men, the film reveals, were supported and funded by the United States. At one point, staggeringly, the CIA even sought the Mafia’s help in the hope they would be able to succeed where they had failed.     

This extraordinary true story is poignant and tragic, yet at times, both ludicrous and laughable. It is a story of smoking guns and smoking cigars: a remarkable 50 year-long detective thriller.

It is not a film about Castro, nor is it simply a lesson from Cold War history; it is a thought-provoking and serious essay about a political obsession that says as much about America’s foreign policy today as it does about the past.

638 plots to kill Castro and a few close shaves – now it looks like ‘The Beard’ can die a natural death.

	A spellbinding spectacle is set for Edinburgh Castle. All the traditional ingredients will be present – massed pipes and drums, massed bands, the Lone Piper along with a number of impressive overseas offerings – but some will be contributing new looks for the 59th Edinburgh Military Tattoo.
Among new elements will be one of the most televised university marching bands in the United States, the 150-piece Golden Eagles from Missouri, while 100 musicians and a cultural item from the Far East are also expected to add an unexpected new dimension to proceedings.

For the third time in the Tattoo’s history, Singapore is to provide participants this year. The Singaporean contingent will consist of a detachment of Gurkha Pipes and Drums together with a 55-strong Police Military Band, an all-woman Police Pipe Band and an animated act reflecting aspects of Singapore’s social and cultural roots.

New features will also include an exciting appearance by pupils from Queen Victoria School in Dunblane, which is set to celebrate its first 100 years in 2008. 

From Canada will come a 50-strong Highland Dance troupe who will join forces with the Tattoo’s own Highland Spring Dancers to offer a selection of colourful, complex and compelling dance patterns.

And along with the Massed Pipes and Drums will be two of the foremost services bands in the world, His Majesty The King’s Guards Band – accompanied by its Drill Team - of Norway, and The Massed Bands of Her Majesty’s Royal Marines, 100 musicians drawn from across the UK led by its distinguished Corps of Drums.

The production will also feature the return of the all-girl Lochiel Champion Drill Team from Wellington in New Zealand with an intricate display of precision drill.

The Story of 1
Thursday, 1 January 2009
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The story of the number 1 is the story of Western civilisation. Terry Jones, of Monty Python fame, goes on a humour-filled journey to discover just what an amazing tale lies behind the simplest number we have. Using Pythonesque computer graphics, 1 is brought to life in all its various guises.
The first number 1 dates from 20,000 years ago. Then 6000 years ago the Sumerians turned 1 into a cone-shaped and written symbol that made arithmetic - and trade - possible. 1000 years later in Egypt, 1 million was used for the first time, and formal ‘measurement’ was invented as Egyptians created their own definition of 1 - the Cubit.

In Ancient Greece, Pythagoras and Archimedes worked with 1 intensively, becoming two of history’s most important mathematicians. But after they died, the Romans - who had no time for mathematical theorems - started using ‘1’ simply as a basic tool for imposing order. Roman numerals dominated Europe for the next 2000 years, before being wiped out by Indian numbers.

Although the symbols for 1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9 and 0 originated in India, it wasn’t until they were picked up by the Muslim world that they really took hold. The Arabs took these numbers to Europe, where they met fierce resistance for 500 years, but the battle between Roman and Indian numbers was finally resolved in the 16th century when Indian numbers triumphed.

Because of this development, within a hundred years German mathematician Gottfried Leibniz had invented binary, a system that uses only 1 and zero. Since then, as the language of computers, these two digits have dominated every part of our modern lives. Without 1 and zero, today’s world would be a very different place.

Destiny In Alice

	Welcome to Alice Springs, the lesbian metropolis of outback Australia, a place where black and white women mix and mingle. Satirical and funny, this revealing documentary asks the question: is it hard to sustain love when racial and cultural differences seem insurmountable?
On November 11th, 1983 two hundred Aboriginal women led five hundred white women to the gates of Pine Gap, a top secret U.S. military facility just outside of Alice. This display of unity towards defending the Earth was the beginning of the settlement of lesbian culture in the town as many of the participants in the protests were lesbians who came, saw and decided to stay.

So began the saga of lesbians in Alice. Since then, the town of Alice Springs has become a haven for lesbians - a place where black and white women mix and mingle, confronting the challenges of loving across racial and cultural gaps.

Through the expert guidance of Destiny Attenborough, an Aboriginal mock anthropologist styled after the famed naturalist, this often hilarious film provides glimpses into the world of women who love women in Alice Springs.

Our exploration begins with, and is guided by, the humorous character of Destiny Attenborough who sees but is not seen by the women appearing in the film. She offers us a look at the larger non-Indigenous lesbian community while poking fun at the stereotypes as Aboriginal lesbians provide insight on how they make, break and sustain love across racial and cultural gaps in a town like Alice.

Against the backdrop of the breathtaking scenery of outback Australia, still one of the harshest places on the planet, and with a satirical and comedic eye, we explore the lives of three Aboriginal lesbians as they talk about their relationships and families, and how both are affected by the cultural differences.
