Witchcraft is the talk of Midsomer when tensions flare between former friends Aloysius Wilmington (Stuart Wilson) and Ernest Balliol (Ronald Pickup). Ernest, who runs a store selling magical artefacts, is a firm believer in a cult called the Temple of Thoth, but Aloysius has upset him by writing a book claiming the dark mythology was his own drunken creation.
Desperate to prove the cult is real, Ernest wants to locate a medieval text about the Temple in Aloysius's library. Aloysius's nephew Simon (Dominic Rowan) is cataloguing the collection, whilst also stealing some valuable editions to pay off his debts to antiquarian bookseller Hugo Cartwright (Michael Fitzgerald).
Isolde Balliol (Rachel Pickup), Ernest's daughter, tries to charm Simon into helping them, while his son Tristan (Tom Goodman-Hill) shoulders the burden of caring for their mother, who is losing her mind.
Tragedy strikes during Aloysius's magic show, when his assistant Jean Wildacre (Kate Crutchley) drops dead as they perform a trick inside the 'Chamber of Death'. A broken ritual knife is found in the casket.
As Barnaby (John Nettles) and Jones (Jason Hughes) investigate, the members of the Magic Circle all seem to be hiding something. 
A post mortem reveals that Jean was poisoned by a deadly toxin secreted by a tropical frog. Aloysius, who lived with tribes in South America, realises he is the prime suspect - but also wonders if he was the intended target.
Simon finds an ancient manuscript which could be what Isolde and Ernest are seeking, as Hugo shows Aloysius a broken ritual arrow he received in the post. The next morning, Hugo is found dead with cuts on his hands - another victim of frog poisoning.
As Barnaby goes through old letters kept by Jean and Hugo, he makes a shocking discovery about Aloysius. But will he manage to find the killer before another member of the Magic Circle dies?

Australian's best-known scientist and his satirical mate continue their unique adventure investigating Australia's northern frontier.  Being a palaeontologist Tim views the world through very different eyes. While John sees a pile of rocks on the side of the road, Tim finds extraordinary evidence of the beginnings of life on earth, ancient stromatolites dating back 1.4 billion years.

As the temperature and humidity build, the pair race against the start of the wet season. With a bit more rain the red dirt roads of the Savannah Way will soon become impassable quagmires. They cross into the Northern Territory aiming to reach Borroloola and the safety of the bitumen road. But there's no guarantee they'll make it.

Some see Australia as a young country. In the outback, with Earth's history laid bare, that idea soon withers. Everywhere Tim and John go there are ancient stories in the landscape. They visit the 'Lost City' in Litchfield National Park and its unique towers of rock formed thousands of years before people existed.

Borroloola provides an opportunity to see what the Indigenous community think about development in the Top End. The Macarthur River zinc and lead mine offers plenty of jobs to Indigenous locals, but there is concern about upstream diversion of the Macarthur River to allow more mining.

John and Tim head west through endless kilometres of savannah and examine the cattle industry. Many pastoral stations simply haven't survived but in Mataranka John and Tim witness a new way of managing cattle in this difficult country.

After two weeks on the road, finally - despite an inconvenient speed limit - John and Tim arrive in Darwin. If the future of the south is drying up then perhaps Darwin is the northern nirvana. In Darwin they come face to face with big development, big growth and massive crocs. But there's still no sign of the wet in Darwin as temperature soar and rain clouds taunt. 'Mango madness' sets in. The boys are going troppo.

The New Inventors
Hosted by the ebullient James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to create multiple identities with your mobile phone; safely secure a ladder from the ground before you begin to climb; and open a childproof gate without having to reach up. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are engineer James Bradfield Moody, science broadcaster Bernie Hobbs and designer Alison Page. Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Swarm by inventor Christine Satchell from VIC.

We'd all like the boss to think we're hard at work, when in fact we're out having a good time. Swarm is software that makes it possible by turning a G3 mobile phone into what some have called a 'lie phone'. It can tell the boss you're in work mode and at the same time tell your friends where to join you for some fun. Invented by Christine Satchell, the Swarm software allows people to keep their phones permanently switched on without being interrupted by unwanted callers. Swarm - creates multiple identities on your mobile phone.
Invention 2: Wiseman Ladafast by inventors Cecil and Chris Wiseman from NSW.

The Wiseman Ladafast is a clever clamp which can go up a ladder and lock it onto a wall or gutter whilst the user stands firmly on the ground. It's the brainchild of Chris Wiseman and his dad Cecil who, after one too many 'near misses' with ladders, set out to design a device that could cut the risk before you climb. Their invention fixes around the ladder's side rails, then a small set of wheels helps it scale the ladder using the rails like a set of tracks. Once at the top, the Ladafast can be locked onto the guttering to secure the ladder ready for a safe climb. Wiseman Ladafast - safely secures ladders before you begin to climb.
Invention 3: Accessible Childproof Latch by inventor Neville Brown from NSW.

Neville Brown describes himself as 'someone in a wheelchair who insists on living life'. When faced with a childproof gate at his son's school, which he couldn't open, he immediately started working on a solution. His Accessible Childproof Latch allows a short stature adult or someone in a wheelchair to open the gate using a special key whilst maintaining the gate's normal childproof latch function. The unit is able to be retrofitted, and because it does not compromise the normal childproof functioning of the gate, it can be left on the gate indefinitely. Accessible Childproof Latch - opens a childproof gate without having to reach up.
