Galapagos: Born Of Fire
Sunday, 12 October 2008
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The Galápagos Islands are a living laboratory - a geological conveyer belt that has given birth to, and seen the death of, many species of plants and animals. They are also the inspiration behind Darwin's theory of evolution and, as such, have had a powerful impact on the way we see our world.

This high-definition, three-part series has the Galápagos Islands at its heart. It follows them from their volcanic birth to their death beneath the waves, reveals the bigger picture of the many forces at work which are continually reshaping this fragile archipelago, and explores how our perspective of these islands, and those that roam them, has changed over the last 500 years from early pirates and buccaneers to Darwin's arrival.

All were mesmerised by the odd assortment of wildlife, as anyone visiting now would be. From blue-footed booby birds to penguins to frigate birds and giant tortoises, a truly odd variety of life has managed to get a foothold on this unruly world. Their story is inextricably tied up with these unique islands that are always on the march.

The series begins with the birth of the islands and an exploration of what makes them unique. They were born out of volcanoes and are plumbed directly into the heart of the planet. One thousand kilometres off South America they are at the centre of many different ocean currents which bring an extraordinary mix of life to their shores and they are constantly changing.

This is one of the most volcanically active regions on earth with well over 60 eruptions in the last 200 years. The team captured a rare eruption of Sierra Negra when a huge column of smoke was cast in the sky and over a million cubic metres of lava were shed per hour on the first day.

As for the wildlife, the mixture of cold and warm waters support a wide range of marine creatures, including vast shoals of hammer-head sharks and the distinctive Galápagos garden eel. For land animals, getting to Galápagos is a lot tougher. Those that have made it had to cross the open ocean on rafts of vegetation, swept out from the mainland on flash floods.

Midsomer Murders: Talking To The Dead
Sunday, 12 October 2008
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Sam Nelms (Bill Ward) the postman arrives at two cottages on Lynton Pargeter's (Paul Jesson) estate. There is no sign of the inhabitants Stan (Richard Graham) and Nesta (Elizabeth Payne). Molly (Sarah Huntley) and Colin Thomas's (Brian Parr) neighbouring cottage is the same. Reverend Stone (Anton Lesser) tells Barnaby (John Nettles) about the history of Monks Barton and the surrounding superstition. 

At the SOC Barnaby realises the morning's post is missing. On arriving at the estate Barnaby discovers evidence of breaking and entering. He observes a collection of Netsuke figures and evidence someone has tried to cover up damage. Clairvoyant Cyrus Levanu (Jeroen Krabbe) visits for the anniversary of the massacre of a group of monks. Within the woods disembodied echoes and ghostly creaks are heard by Levanu and his followers. Levanu finds that the spike of his hunting stick has skewered a hand in a shallow grave.  

Barnaby and Jones (Jason Hughes) pay a visit to Sam Nelms to ask him about the parcel which he failed to deliver. The contents of the parcel are one Netsuke and a 'With compliments' slip. Jones uses the details on the slip to make contact with John Temple (Paul Greenwood), a local antiques expert. 

At Pargeter's, Barnaby and Jones witness a 4WD make a quick getaway. Passing the cottages, Pargeter hears a woman's voice talking loudly; the sound leads Pargeter to Molly Thomas's body within. She was shot in the back; the voice is coming from a tape recording.  

Leaving Pargeter's that night, Barnaby and Jones see lights from the woods; they go to confront the source. Barnaby is being tracked by Stanley Goodfellow  (Richard Graham) - a man suffering from a mental disorder. The body from the woods is identified as Terence Lather. He was part of a gang specialising in stealing antiques. 

Re-examining the cottages, the detectives spot a figure racing from the cottages on a bike. It's Nelms. On the perimeters of The Pines Psychiatric Hospital, an anonymous figure observes Stanley Goodfellow. 

Jones visits Temple's store and photographs antiques which are stolen . The trail leads him to Pargeter. Stanley has disappeared from the hospital. At Pargeter's, Barnaby and Jones find transmitting equipment and Pargeter dead in the Iron Maiden . Barnaby and Jones chase a figure through the woods - could this be the killer?

Compass: The Sleeping Book

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Two years ago Melbourne ophthalmologist Harry Lew began a mission to revive a story that began in a Polish town almost 70 years ago: a true story so terrible that when it was first published few could bear to read it. The Annihilation of Bialystoker Jewry is a meticulous account of a once thriving Polish town, its 60,000 Jewish residents and their systematic destruction by the Nazis during WW2. The book was written by one of Bialystok's few survivors, Rafael Rajzner, who had lost his whole family and endured a succession of concentration camps before starting a new life in Australia after the war. 

Rajzner was a man with an extraordinary memory. He had started writing his book in the first week of his freedom in Europe and finished it in Melbourne where it was published in 1948. Five years later he died of heart problems aged 56, and his life's work lay sleeping on the shelves of Jewish homes in Melbourne.

Decades later when Harry Lew learned of the book's existence, he was unable to read it because it was written in Yiddish, an old language that had united Jews from many different European countries. 

Harry's parents came from Bialystok. He was one of the first babies born to the post-WW2 wave of Jewish migrants who settled in Melbourne. He decided it had to be republished in English so its message wouldn't die with time. 

But with so few Yiddish translators, this was trickier than he imagined. Harry went global, appealing to prominent Yiddish speakers world-wide asking for a 'mitzvah', a Hebrew word for a good deed. Each volunteer was asked to translate a 10-page section. Many offered to do more.

Slowly the translations came back with their stories of Bialystok and its people told anew. It has just been published with a new title, The Stories Our Parents Found Too Painful To Tell. It traces the story of Bialystok and its people through those who knew Rafael Rajzner, and the children of Bialystok survivors living in Melbourne today. They can now finally read about what became of their family members in Bialystok. And it charts Harry Lew's extraordinary mission to bring a 'sleeping book' back to life.

Talking Heads : Don Burrows

This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson talks to one of Australia's 'National Treasures', jazz musician Don Burrows. 

Burrows isn't keen on being labelled a 'legend'. Even so, he's had an extraordinary career for more than 60 years, starting as a boy playing in smoky clubs during the war. Over the years he's helped lift the profile of jazz, bringing it just a little respectability and he’s recorded more than 40 albums. 

A believer that jazz musicians are 'born', at four-years-old he had started laying his musical foundations by listening to big bands on the radio. The turning point in Burrow's life was a visit to his school by classical flautist Victor McMahon. After marvelling at McMahon's skill, he got the chance to blow into a B-flat school flute and 'that was it'. His parents bought him a B-flat school flute, which he often played during later professional performances, including the Newport Jazz Festival at Carnegie Hall. 

After the war, aged only 16, Burrows joined the ABC Dance Orchestra as soloist clarinet and saxophone player. By the end of the 50s he'd started the Don Burrows Quartet that, at various times, became a quintet. This was the beginning of a great professional and personal friendship with George Golla, and they played together for 38 years.

A passion for Burrows has been bringing music to people who wouldn't normally get a chance to experience it live. He's toured extensively in Australia - including outback Aboriginal communities. 

Burrows has been undeterred by a long battle with arthritis. The pain first set in when he was 38. His attitude is that "it just makes playing tougher than it already is". He might not be able to play that B-flat school flute any more, but still revels in the joy of creating music and performing with his circle of friends.

Two In The Top End
Tuesday, 14 October 2008
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The country's best-known scientist and his satirical mate continue their unique adventure investigating Australia's northern frontier. Tim and John finally make their way into the mighty Kimberley on the Gibb River Road. They stay overnight at Emma Gorge where Tim continues his obsessive role as the 'Indiana Jones of stones' finding ancient ripple rock in a creek bed.

On a stark mountain top the pair look out across the vast expanses of the Kimberley and marvel at the ancient, barely touched landscape. It's sobering for them to imagine the march of the cane toad, bearing down on Western Australia's wild frontier. The toad is predicted to arrive in the Kimberley in the next year or two, decimating much native wildlife. The region may never be the same again.

But there's doubt about how much further John and Tim can make it on one of Australia's great 4WD adventures. The wet season is barely over and the Gibb River Road may be closed up ahead. They safely cross the Pentecost River, but not long after are stopped by a grading team repairing the ravages of the wet. The next destination is Mornington Station in the heart of the Kimberley. Now the only way to get there is by air.

In the middle of cattle country John and Tim visit an unusual conservation project funded by public donations. The Australian Wildlife Conservancy owns 19 former cattle stations across Australia that have now become wildlife reserves.

John and Tim are staggered to learn around half of the Kimberley goes up in smoke every year - an area the size of Switzerland. Bushfires are part of the natural order here, but they're often too big and too hot. Much work is being done on Mornington to reduce their extent and intensity. A beneficiary is the Gouldian Finch, a prized caged bird pushed close to extinction in the wild. On Mornington it is thriving.

What the Kimberley does have is lots of water. In the wet season the mighty Fitzroy has the largest flow of any Australian river. On this bone dry continent southerners want to get their mitts on it. John and Tim ask a timely question: will the Kimberley become Australia's new food bowl?

The Burning Season

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As part of the Future Makers series, ABC1 presents this revolutionary documentary touted as the follow-up film to Al Gore's An Inconvenient Truth. Already making waves in environmental circles, The Burning Season is a story of contribution and hope; one that offers a solution to the frightening issue of global warming.

Every year, there is a burning season in Indonesia. Rainforests are cut down and burnt every hour to clear land for crops such as palm oil, making Indonesia the third largest producer of carbon emissions in the world. Indonesian palm oil farmer Achmadi confronts the impact of his deliberately lit fires on climate change: what is he to do when this is the only income he knows?

In nearby Borneo, Danish-born Lone Droscher-Nielsen rescues and cares for the hundreds of orangutans devastated by these very fires. Lone's goal is to find forest areas that are safe from logging and burning and return the rehabilitated orangutans to the wild. 

Meanwhile, just as another burning season is about to commence, a young Australian environmental entrepreneur, Dorjee Sun, pursues a solution: a plan to sell the carbon credits represented by large forest areas to big polluters in the West. Does his concept offer new hope to the remaining forests of the world and the earth's climate? Met with a mixture of surprise, intrigue, confusion and scepticism in a period of four months, Dorjee's proposal is rejected 203 times. 

Dorjee however, won't give up on his quest. He re-works his proposal and pitches it in London, the carbon capital of the world. He finally finds a receptive partner in one of the world's largest banks, Merrill Lynch. It is one week before the UN Climate Change Conference in Bali and the deal hinges on whether all the countries of the world can agree on the wording of a new climate change protocol, and whether protection of forests will be included in future carbon markets. Is Dorjee a pioneer or a profiteer? What value does his concept offer to the remaining forests of the world and to the challenges of climate change?

leopards and hyenas, but by even more impressive predators: sharks - from makos and great whites, to tiger sharks and the giant whale sharks. But why are there so many sharks along this stretch of water? And is there any chance of surviving for the other residents with so many fearsome killers around?

The local seal pups have a tough life. Pursued on land by hungry jackals and hyenas, they must face great white sharks on their maiden swim to their feeding grounds. Yet it is not a group of random events, but rather a set of complex cirucmstances that place these helpless youngsters on a collision course with these one-tonne monsters each year.

If the great whites are the lions of the sea, then the tiger sharks are its hyenas.Versatile and opportunistic, these striped hunters feed on nearly anything, from nesting sea turtles to baby gannets.

But how do they know to congregate at the turtle colony each year? Blue fin tuna must watch out for the mako shark. Possibly the fastest fish in the sea, these underwater 'cheetahs' can reach speeds in excess of 70kmh, and leap over 8m in the air in pursuit of prey.

But how and why do they hunt together with blue sharks?

Travelling 3000 miles from South Africa's west coast to east coast, this film explores the spectacular scenery and the myriad wildlife that live with the sharks, and help to make them what they are.

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The Intervention, an ABC TV and online special project, is a one-year record of the impact of the Emergency Intervention by the Federal Government in the Northern Territory region of Katherine and the surrounding communities of Beswick, Barunga, Eva Valley and Binjari.

Produced by award-winning filmmaker Tom Zubrycki,(with ABC's David Jowsey as Commissioning Editor) and written and directed by Julie Nimmo, The Intervention was shot over an 8-month period and features the lives of ordinary community residents as they experience the Intervention first hand, as well as the various government and business workers who all come together to implement it.  

Despite the conflict and the misunderstanding along the way, what really shines through are the good intentions of the individuals involved. Outcomes can be judged at the end of the film with the benefit of hindsight, but the hopes of everyone was to make the world a better place for Indigenous children.  

It all started when politicians in Canberra tried to deal with sexual abuse in remote Aboriginal communities. The gulf between the two worlds could not have been wider. The Government sent in the army, the Federal Police and doctors to begin ‘stabilising’ virtually every single Aboriginal community in the Territory.

Hosted by the effervescent James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to rescue a man overboard single-handedly; receive an SMS alert when thieves are active; and fill in holes to make the perfect flower arrangement. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are agricultural scientist Chris Russell, materials engineer Veena Sahajwalla and inventor and author Christine Kininmonth.
Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Sea Scoopa by inventor Bob Wright from NSW
Yachtsman Bob Wright has always been concerned about the difficulty of retrieving crew who fall overboard. Lifting someone out of the water and onto a boat can be extremely difficult. There is a risk of falling in yourself or capsizing the vessel and, if the person is unconscious or hypothermic, rescue is virtually impossible. Bob's invention, the Sea Scoopa, works by scooping people into a net which is lifted out of the water, then rolling them up the side of the boat like a barrel. By using the Sea Scoopa and a winch, a small crew member with very little upper body strength can rescue the heaviest of drunken sailors.Sea Scoopa - rescue a man overboard single-handedly.
Invention 2: The Shaft by inventor Brendan Powning from VIC

After twenty years working as a rigger, Brendan Powning knows that theft on building sites is a major problem. But how do you protect building materials, tools and equipment left on site when there's no-one there? The Shaft is a security device that works on the GSM mobile phone network. Armed and set up by your mobile phone, it has a movement sensor inside that will trip at the slightest movement and send an SMS to you or your security guard. The Shaft has been developed for builders and tradesmen who need to protect their tools when on site, or when they leave them overnight.The Shaft - sends an SMS alert when thieves are active on site.
Invention 3: Ezy Bouquet by inventor Tony Amorico from SA.
Some great ideas have occurred to people whilst taking a bath, but they can happen in the shower as well. When Tony Amorico looked down at the bathroom grate he saw the solution to the problem facing bouquet makers, how to make a perfect arrangement. His Ezy Bouquet is a round plastic disc with a series of holes that flower stems can be inserted into. Legs underneath the disk support the stems and allow the arrangement to be held in place with a rubber band. Ezy Bouquet will allow florists to make thousands of identical bunches and to speed up their arranging especially in peak times, such as Mother's Day and Valentine's Day. Ezy Bouquet - fill in the holes to make a perfect flower arrangement.

CHEMICAL WHALES
Paradoxically, the polar regions are not as pristine as we like to think. What should be the cleanest places on earth are accumulating a nasty residue of toxic pollution from the rest of the world. Dr Susan Bengtson-Nash started looking for more than a hundred long-lived chemicals in Antarctica, like DDT, dioxins, and PCBs (persistent organic pollutants (POPs) to establish what impact they are having on the environment. Tiny shrimp-like krill swarming in their billions are the basis of the Antarctic food chain, and every other animal depends directly or indirectly on the krill, which makes them an obvious choice to analyse for their chemical content. Krill is the exclusive diet of humpback whales, and they swallow them by the tonne before they set off on a ten-thousand kilometre journey north to their Australian breeding grounds. This year, Susan is waiting for them, ready to take a sample of their blubber to discover how much chemical contamination they're getting with their diet. In the middle of the humpback highway off North Stradbroke Island, Catalyst's Mark Horstman joins the whale hunters in a scientific adventure, following the trail of the very toxic, from the quite small to the incredibly huge.
DR. NORMAN AND THE MEDITERRANEAN DIET
The Mediterranean diet has been hailed as the new super diet.  It's rich in fruits, vegetables, legumes, cereals, olive oil, cheese and yogurt.  Current research suggests it maybe the answer to a healthier heart, reduced risk of cancer, chronic diseases and perhaps even the key to a longer life. Although its origins are in the Mediterranean, the key components of the diet may also be found in other cuisines, such as in Asian food. Dr Norman Swan indulges himself and finds out that it's not only the ingredients that give you the health benefits but also the way the food is prepared and enjoyed.
NEUROLOGICAL GAIT KEEPERS
Well established studies into the distinctive unsteady walk associated with Parkinson's disease, may have some unexpected consequences.
