Humpbacks: From Fire To Ice
Sunday, 16 November 2008
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Take an extraordinary journey with one of nature's majestic giants of the sea - the humpback whale. Humpbacks from Fire to Ice follows a mother and her calf on their perilous 12 month journey across the Pacific Ocean from Hawaii to Alaska and back again. During this 12 month journey, the calf learns the way of the whales and how to survive in an underwater world ruled by cunning and ruthless predators.    

Each winter, up to five thousand humpback whales arrive at the Hawaiian Islands. Expectant mothers come to give birth after carrying their baby for nearly 12 months. Nearby the 45 ton humpback bulls are performing - not only do they sing the loudest and longest songs on the planet but they also power through the water at 20 kilometres per hour in pursuit of female whales to mate with.  

Scientists from the Hawaii Whale Research Foundation have been studying the lives of these secretive animals. By recognising and recording the differences in the black and white patches and markings on their flippers and flukes, scientists are able to identify and monitor individual whales, including the behaviour and movement of the calves.   

Eventually the time arrives when the humpbacks must take their great journey, a trek across the Pacific Ocean to the humpback summer feeding grounds - the Inside Passage of the Alexander Archipelago in South East Alaska. Waiting for their arrival are more scientists determined to understand more about them. The whales are now part of a Pacific-wide study to find out where humpbacks go, what they do and maybe even why they do it.  

The nutrient rich Alaskan waters are plentiful with plankton, krill and herring.  Whales keep feeding until winter approaches, their signal to migrate to warmer waters. It's time for the whales to return to their home in Hawaii and mother and calf set off on their last journey together.

Timothy Spall (Auf Weidershen Pet, Harry Potter), and his son Rafe Spall (Hot Fuzz, The Chatterley Affair), appear together for the first time alongside Elaine Cassidy, Sinead Cusack, Elizabeth McGovern and an all-star ensemble cast.

Florence 1922. Alone and independent, Lucy (Elaine Cassidy - Fingersmith) recalls her experience ten years earlier when, chaperoned by her cousin Charlotte (Sophie Thompson), she arrives at Pensione Bertolini looking for Italian adventure.

Compass: Bishop Of The Universe

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Compass profiles an intriguing man of the cloth. Chris Toohey is the Bishop of Wilcannia-Forbes, a western New South Wales Catholic diocese the size of France and in the grip of deep drought.

He is also a highly accomplished amateur astronomer and despite his hectic workload, he devotes a least one night a week to his passion for the stars and planets. He has an impressive collection of telescopes and always has one tucked in the boot of his car when he's travelling. For the Bishop of Wilcannia-Forbes, religion and astronomy meld perfectly. 

"Science will tell us how things work. But religion gives it that extra layer of motivation, of a certain moral and ethical imperative," he tells Compass.

But if his head is sometimes in the night skies, his feet are firmly on the ground. 

Bishop Toohey's vast diocese, stretching from Queensland to the Murray River and west to the South Australian border, is at the sharp end of the environmental crisis. Much of it is desert and marginal farming country ravaged by drought.

Responding to a Papal call for an "ecological conversion" of the world's Catholics, he founded Catholic Earthcare which promotes the understanding that Creation is sacred and endangered, and must be protected.

His deep abiding concern for planet Earth began on Christmas Eve 1968 with a live telecast from the Apollo 8 capsule orbiting the moon.

The astronauts read the creation story from the Book of Genesis: "In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth..."

"They read it with a religious sense, a spiritual sense… They created in me a sense of that this planet is a fragile beauty, sitting there in space with all the things that needed to be given for life to be supported, and outside of it life was impossible.  

"It's our home and we can't go anywhere else. And I was never the same after that," says Bishop Toohey.

Navy Divers

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In the final episode of Navy Divers the men of basic clearance divers course number 67 are deployed to a remote tropical island off the Queensland coast where they must complete the final 'demolitions' phase of their training. It's the part of their course they've been waiting for. They have thirty tonnes of high explosives, artillery shells and bombs, and three weeks to blow it all up. 

It's dangerous material and when one of their charges detonates too early, the men have a chilling reminder of how potentially lethal it can be. 

The men's life on the island gives them a very clear idea of what they can expect when they are on a real deployment. They're living under canvas in cramped conditions. It's hot and humid, and infested with mosquitoes. Working conditions are appalling. The island's huge tidal range exposes miles of flat ground that is covered in thick, stinking mud. Depressions in the ground create deep pools in which the men must rig a variety of high explosives. Visibility in the foul, muddy water is zero so the work is done mostly by 'feel'. 

To succeed in the demolitions phase the men must draw on all the elements of their nine months of training - their diving skills, their ability to operate as a team, their ability to work with speed and precision. 

By the time they finish, the trainees have been transformed into highly skilled professionals who can wear the coveted clearance diver badge with confidence and pride.

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Early in the 14th century, a city rose from snake-infested waters, built by the Tenocha tribe who came to be known as the Aztecs. Their city was the capital of Mexico - Tenochtitlan.

When Hernan Cortes led the Spanish Conquistadors to Mexico in 1519, the Aztec Emperor Moctezuma believed the invaders to be gods, fulfilling the prophecy of the return of the feathered serpent deity, Quetzalcoatl. The long held belief that this prophecy signified the end of the Aztec empire coincided with the arrival of the Spanish. Moctezuma in his confusion, offered gifts from the vast treasure troves of gold, sourced from mines that have now disappeared, but failed to deter the Conquistadors as they made their way to Tenochtitlan.

The Spaniards received a warm welcome when they eventually arrived but were wary because of the sacrificial bloodshed they saw as they travelled to meet Moctezuma. However they were overcome by the beauty and splendour of the city. The Aztecs were amazed at the sight of the Spaniards who were paler with long white beards, rode on horseback, and had guns and a cross - none of which they had ever experienced.

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Dr Alice Roberts' intimate tour of the human body continues with this practical guide on how all of our organs work in unison.

She (disastrously) attempts to conduct an orchestra, and takes to the treadmill in an exercise challenge at Liverpool University's School of Sport Science. Can regular exercise counterbalance the natural deterioration of our fitness levels as our body ages?

Dr Alice also shows us the latest medical technology, including colourful 3D scanning, which will help doctors diagnose illness in the future.

Did Lisa Garrity, a 34-year-old Londoner, succeed with her pledge to give up smoking after her series one Don't Die Young experience? One year on, Dr Alice pays her a visit.   

Dr Alice's core argument is that medical advances in treatment are only half the story. We must look at prevention, and the answers lie in the origins of homo sapien. She visits the National Museum in Wales to see the oldest human skeleton found in Britain - a 29,000-year-old man.  

"This young man would have had what we'd consider today to be an ideally healthy lifestyle. He would have had to be physically active every day to stay alive. He had a fantastic diet; low fat, low salt; high in fibre. He had no choice but to be healthy. Since then our bodies haven't changed, but our lifestyles are dramatically different," says Dr Alice.

To have the best chance of living a long, happy and healthy life we have to try to eat a balanced diet and take as much exercise as possible ...it's as simple (and as hard) as that.

This week on Sunday Arts the exquisite portraits of painter Sally Ross; Virginia Trioli meets British filmmaker Julien Temple; and the Hobart semi-final of the 2008 Young Performers Award.
Sally Ross  
After living and painting near Avignon in France for eight years Sally Ross has settled in her home town of Melbourne. Her energy for painting is feverish and she is attracted to the picturesque and the unusual: the fir-treed landscapes of Finland; and young starlets of the 1950s. Her past work is noted for her use of colour, influenced by oversaturated colours of 1950s printing techniques. A trained print maker, Sally embellishes her work, creating a rich texture. She is currently preparing for a solo exhibition of black and white portraits at the Murray White Room, opening on 28 November.
Julien Temple 
For British filmmaker Julien Temple, translating music onto the big screen has been the primary passion of his career so far. Films like his 1980 debut about the Sex Pistols The Great Rock n Roll Swindle and The Filth and the Fury some 20 years later are regarded as fringe classics, painting a vivid picture of the UK punk movement. His latest documentary Joe Strummer: The Future is Unwritten (2008) takes us back there. Temple has been in Australia directing Eternity Man, a film adaptation of the opera written by Jonathan Mills and poet Dorothy Porter. The story of Arthur Stace, a homeless man who survived alcoholism, found God and famously went on to write the word 'Eternity' in chalk all over the streets of Sydney will be screened on ABC TV in January. Virginia Trioli caught up with Temple in a rare break from the production of Eternity Man.

The New Inventors
Hosted by the effervescent James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors highlights the brightest new inventions in Australia. Tonight's show features new ideas on how to stop emergency equipment going down with the boat, make safer credit card transactions and make thin walls soundproof. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are agricultural scientist Chris Russell; designer and inventor Sally Dominguez; and futurist and author Mark Pesce.
Inventions featured on the program:
Invention 1: Saints Safety Barrel by inventors John Szymanski and Wayne Baddock from WA
When a boat is sinking, the last thing you want to do is run around gathering emergency rescue equipment. Surprisingly that's often what happens because flares, lifejackets and signal beacons are often kept in different locations. Saints Safety Barrel is designed to store all this rescue equipment in one place. It's a buoyant container that floats off a sinking boat and can then be opened in the water to use the stored equipment. With this invention on deck, crew can be confident all essential rescue equipment is immediately accessible. Saints Safety Barrel - stops emergency equipment going down with the boat.
Invention 2: Stepwise by inventor Stephen Wilson from NSW
The Stepwise system is a new way of encapsulating credit card information into a smartcard that delivers significantly higher security for online credit card transactions. It's the brainchild of cyber security consultant Stephen Wilson who originally developed the system to secure personal heath records. But he had an epiphany when he realised his privacy invention could help to solve the massive problem of credit card identity theft. Stepwise - makes credit card transactions safer.
Invention 3: Quietwave by inventor Philipe Doneux from NSW
Noise is a growing problem in many buildings, but with Philippe Doneux's invention, unwanted sounds can be stopped in their tracks. His QuietWave uses a 100% organic rubberised material to dampen the transfer of sound through a wall, floor, ceiling or door. The material is sandwiched between two panels, which can be anything from plasterboard to MDF or plywood. When built into walls or floors and ceilings, the membrane acts as a shock absorber, stopping the sound from travelling further. Philippe claims it can even be used to make furniture made from recycled paper sound better. QuietWave - soaks up unwanted sound.
