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Based on the classic novel by John Cleland and written by award-winning script writer Andrew Davies (Pride and Prejudice, Dr Zhivago, Bridget Jones's Diary, Tipping The Velvet), Fanny Hill is a seductive rollercoaster of youthful experimentation and sexual liberation. 
After losing her parents to smallpox, Fanny Hill (Rebecca Night) moves to bawdy 18th century London where she is taken in by local madam Mrs Brown, who disguises herself as a mere house mistress. Furious that his son married a woman who rejected him, he forces their separation by kidnapping his son and sending him to work on a ship in the West Indies. 

  With the help of her landlady Mrs Jones, the heart-broken and lonely Fanny reluctantly agrees to live a life of luxury and security by becoming the mistress of the wealthy Mr H. Despite his love and affection for Fanny, jealousy and obsession eventually spell the end of their affair.

With her heart continuing to ache for the long-lost Charles, Fanny visits old friend Esther who assists her in seeking refuge in the house of another local madam, Mrs Cole. It’s not until the jealous and possessive Mr H finds Fanny there and wants her back, that she escapes both him and the brothel life once and all. Alone on the streets once again, good fortune brings Fanny to live with the kindly Mr Goodyear who takes her in after she finds him robbed in the street. A trusting kinship develops, and when he dies, Fanny experiences fortune twice over after he leaves his entire estate to her, and she is finally reunited with her true love, Charles.

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At Everest Base Camp, a UK scout pays a painful price for reaching the top, and three climbers set off for a record-breaking second summit in seven days. With Base Camp melting and the monsoon approaching, is there still time to risk a final push to the top?
This gripping series follows a team of doctors, treating patients including everyone from the elite of the world’s climbing communities, frostbitten and dying from pulmonary oedema, to holiday trekkers with altitude sickness, and local children suffering from all the illnesses you might expect to find in one of the world’s poorest countries.

These volunteers must make life and death decisions on a daily basis, a world away from the facilities of a modern hospital. Evacuation from this altitude is either a two-day walk on the back of a porter or an expensive and dangerous helicopter ride.

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The experts agree they need to raise the bar – stricter rules and boundaries and higher expectations in lessons - and it’s up to William to lay down the rules.  Despite it being the kids’ Easter holidays, they return. Even Shane, whose best mate Dale was sent home last week, decides to give it another go. “I thought I might as well come back, cos I ain’t really finished anything in my life.” The kids are also kicking against the new regime, Kirsty – “I think its bollocks”. But education guru Ted Wragg, encourages the hardening of rules. “William, quite rightly in my view,” he says “is trying to lay down boundaries and say ‘look there are rules of conduct’. They are reasonable.”
Fiery 13-year-old Grace breaks one of the fundamental rules by falling asleep in class. After another verbal outburst at William she faces detention. But most of the kids are getting on with their lessons, and science teacher Ed succeeds in his challenge of getting surly Kirsty to participate in a lesson. By way of explosions and custard, rockets and other unusual tactics he keeps the kids’ attention. Even Kirsty is forced to admit “I never enjoyed science so much in my life. I thought science was a waste of time”. But as ever with these kids, after a good day – the worst night ensues and the kids stay up past 4am. Grace is the ringleader. 

In the morning William deals with the fall-out from the previous night and Grace is asked to leave the study camp. Her best friend Faye, gives up and goes with her and the departure of two of the most popular kids at camp causes chaos and once again it looks as if the project is about to collapse.  It’s the youth workers this time who bring it back from the brink. They manage to organise fun team games to take everyone’s mind off what has happened.  The kids’ tempers calm down and they all decide to stay. 

At the end of study camp, the kids are joined by their families for a special graduation ceremony to celebrate their first ever taste of success. Shane’s mum is more than impressed, “His instinct is to run and he didn’t, he stuck with it… we’re proud. And he can take that back into school”. Unbelievably it was only a few weeks ago that the kids were deemed unteachable and now they have achieved something that will hopefully last and stick with them when they go back into their schools.  For Zaak, the least confident in his learning ability out of all the kids, he finds the amazing accolades in his report from Phil just too much to bear; crying he says “got to say thanks to Phil though, if it weren’t for him I’ll never change”.

Flour, Sugar And Tea
Thursday, 29 January 2009
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In Australia, the average life expectancy for Indigenous men is 59. For non-Indigenous men it is 77. As Prime Minister Kevin Rudd vows to close the gap in life expectancy between Indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians, Aboriginal writer/director, Lee Willis, speaks to the former Federal Minister for Indigenous Affairs, Mal Brough; the Country Women’s Association; his local GP, and ordinary Aboriginal people to find out what caused the gap and what can be done to close it.
Flour, Sugar And Tea goes behind the statistics to tell the personal story of John De Satge (Johno), an inspiring Aboriginal man who died early of non-alcohol related cirrhosis of the liver as the result of an unhealthy diet.

“Johno is an Aboriginal man from the far Northwest of Queensland who is dying. You can hear the depth of his heartache in his voice,” says Lee. “The other day I asked him, 'Do you feel frightened?'. His reply was, 'Death doesn't scare me. Only the thought of not seeing my kids grow up, or seeing them go into the same cycle as I did'.”

Johno is not alone. The Aboriginal community in Australia suffers from far higher incidences of heart disease, diabetes and other diet and lifestyle-related health problems than non-Indigenous Australians. This is the legacy of hundreds of years of interference by white people in the traditional Aboriginal diet.

What is the solution? Who can help? And why is it happening? Lee Willis is angry, and thinks other people should be too, and he believes the first step in solving the problem is to get some answers.
