This visually stunning HD documentary charts the dramas and intimacies of daily life for those animals adaptable enough to make Iguaçu their home, and follows the rangers who risk their lives to guard the animals from the poachers' guns. It's an intimate portrait of a natural mega structure, as never seen before.

Niko's persuasive charm works a treat on Phyllis who has gradually thawed towards him. She has given the go-ahead for the proposed extension and agreed a small mortgage to fund it. Niko organises the paperwork for Phyllis to sign. She has no idea that she is signing the deeds of sale to the house.
Kay is blinded by love but will she discover Niko's web of lies before it's too late?

Compass: Beyond Our Ken

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Beyond Our Ken is a compelling documentary giving a rare glimpse into the controversial Australian training organisation KENJA Communications.

KENJA promotes itself as a personal “self empowerment organisation”, but throughout its 25 year history it has frequently defended itself against claims, by the families of attendees and the Australian media, that it is a “secretive cult” practicing a “hypnotic form of mind control”.

There have been allegations of sexual abuse from former attendees and the much publicised story of Cornelia Rau has also been linked to KENJA.

In 2006 Ken Dyers and Jan Hamilton allowed a film crew unprecedented access to the “spiritual evolvement centre” they founded in 1982.

Interviews with past and present attendees detail their experiences of the organisation, while Ken and Jan candidly discuss their lives and motivations for establishing the centre.

Beyond Our Ken steadily builds to a startling and shocking climax. It is nominated for “Best Documentary” at this year’s Australian Film Institute Awards (winners announced Saturday, December 6). 

It was an audience favourite at the Melbourne International Film Festival and was also selected for this year’s prestigious Hot Docs Festival in Toronto.

The Making of My Favourite Australian
ABC TV in a collaboration with the National Portrait Gallery in Canberra are taking a bold new approach to the "My Favourite" concept by commissioning 30 video portraits from video artists and filmmakers across Australia for My Favourite Australian. 

 Early in 2008, ABC TV and the National Portrait Gallery asked the public to vote for My Favourite Australian. There were two categories - Popular, where you could vote for people in the public eye, and Unsung Hero, where you could nominate your personal hero from any walk of life. The Top 10 Popular heroes and the selected 20 Unsung Heroes will be revealed and celebrated in the My Favourite Australian exhibition of 30 video portraits across several platforms.  

The My Favourite Australian exhibition will open at the new premises of the National Portrait Gallery in Canberra on December 4, and will screen as short films on ABC1 and ABC2 through the next year. They will also be available on the website abc.net.au/myfavouriteaustralian from December 4. Twenty filmmakers and video artists from across Australia were commissioned to make these short video portraits. 

The 30-minute program The Making of My Favourite Australian goes behind the scenes to show how the video artists went about interacting with their subjects and reveals the creative processes in the making of five of the portraits, with each artist taking a radically different approach. 

How do you get your subject to respond to your camera as if it is an injured koala, so that we get a koala's eye-viewed? What do your mates say when they see your face projected onto trees, cliffs and buildings? These are some of the challenges faced by the people ‘sitting' for their portraits for My Favourite Australian. 

Installation artist Craig Walsh struggles through a blustery dawn to project the face of his subject onto the cliffs of Stradbroke Island, while Academy Award-winning animator/cartoonist Bruce Petty transforms the life of a famous politician into a two-minute rollercoaster animation. Sophie Hyde in Adelaide has her subject delving into the mechanics of her camera equipment, while artist Merilyn Fairskye ventures into the disappearing forest of south west Queensland to encounter one of our Unsung Heroes. 

The Making of My Favourite Australian also captures the excitement of preparations in the lead up to the opening of the National Portrait Gallery’s new premises.
