VICKY CRISTINA BARCELONA - including interview with Woody Allen and Penelope Cruz. Allen's latest film stars Scarlett Johansonn and Rebecca Hall as two American tourists on holiday in Barcelona who meet and both become enamoured with a Spanish painter played by Javier Bardem, unaware that his ex-wife, played by Penelope Cruz, is about to re-enter the picture. 

THE WRESTLER - plus interview with director Darron Aronofsky (Requiem for a Dream, Pi) and actors Evan Rachel Wood (Thirteen), and Mickey Rourke (Sin City, Rumblefish, 9 1/2 Weeks). Rourke plays a retired professional wrestler trying to make a comeback. 

MADAGASCAR: ESCAPE 2 AFRICA - Animated feature - sequel to first film. This time the New York Zoo animals are stranded in Madagascar and hatch a plan to return to NYC.

THE CLASS - winner of Palme d'Or at Cannes 2008. Interview with director Laurent Cantet, and writer/subject of film/star of film, François Bégaudeau. The film is based on Begaudeau's experiences as a teacher in a high school in a tough neighbourhood of Paris, and the racially diverse class he taught.  

MILK - the latest film by Gus Van Sant is a return to his more mainstream films such as Good Will Hunting and Finding Forrester. It stars Sean Penn as controversial Harvey Milk who, in 1977, was the first openly gay man to be elected to public office in America, and who was assassinated a year later. Hot tips for Penn to receive Best Actor nominations at various award ceremonies next year. 

FROST/NIXON - a dramatic retelling of the post Watergate interviews by British talk-show host David Frost with Richard Nixon. Directed by Ron Howard, and written by Peter Morgan, who wrote The Last King of Scotland, The Other Boleyn Girl, and won an Oscar for his screenplay of The Queen. 

SLUMDOG MILLIONAIRE - The latest film by Danny Boyle (Shallow Grave, Trainspotting, 28 Days Later) about an impoverished18-year-old orphan from the slums of Mumbai who goes on the Hindi equivalent of 'Who Wants to be a Millionaire' in order to win, not the money, but the heart of his beloved Latika, who is an avid fan of the show. This film won the People's Choice award at Toronto Film Festival 2008.

In City Life, Marsden reveals the strange rules of urban etiquette that shape city behaviour. Through a series of experiments, unwitting subjects test whether sensory overload and urban anonymity really make people irresponsible, confused and violent.

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Griff Rhys Jones fittingly reaches the end of his 5-week journey on the very edge of Britain, in the North West Highlands of Scotland.  
Nowhere else in the country makes a tourist feel more like an explorer, as Griff discovers when he visits this frozen wilderness, close to the Arctic Circle.
Many years after the Vikings left, these homelands were once home to half of Scotland's population. Now the region is only marginally more populated than the Sahara. 
To understand what the mountains mean to those who live here, Griff meets a crofter trying to encourage people back to the land, an innovative artist who settled here because of its emptiness and, on the Isle of Skye he explores a mountain range that is privately owned and up for sale.
Griff is a long way from his native London and the mountains seem to be a testing landscape for the outsider. But the rich history, culture and the warmth of local hospitality make for a rousing end to this beautifully-filmed and fascinating homage to the mountains of Britain.
