Message Stick: Gurrumul: Son Of The Rainbow Serpent – in Galiwin’ku
Sunday, 26 October 2008
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Gurrumul: Son Of The Rainbow Serpent is a two-part documentary about Geoffrey 'Gurrumul' Yunupingu, the Indigenous musical phenomenon coming out of Elcho Island's Galiwin'ku in North East Arnhem Land. There is something very magical about Galiwin'ku. It has an energy which has inspired other great artists like Warumpi Band and Yothu Yindi.

Part one of this two-part special on Geoffrey 'Gurrumul' Yunupingu featured the first of two sell out concerts at the Sydney Opera House in July this year. Now, in the second part of this series, we journey to Gurrumul's homeland.
On Galiwin'ku we taste, hear and see the culture of the Yolngu people, giving us an insight into the meaning behind Gurrumul's powerful and evocative music and song. Close family members provide intimate accounts of what it was like for Geoffrey to grow up on Elcho Island as a blind boy learning how to play drums with empty tin cans. They also give insight into a man confident in his surrounds, his culture, and his connection to country, through Yolngu song and story taught to him by his many fathers and mothers.
The Galiwin'ku community are immensely proud of Gurrumul because he is sharing important messages through his song-writing that are directly inspired by traditional Yolngu story telling and dance. No matter where he is performing in the world, Gurrumul takes his Gumatj clan with him in his music. But Gurrumul is also bridging the cultural gap between Indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians, as Balanda (whiteman) is invited into Yolngu life, philosophy and culture by Gurrumul's music, creating a pathway for mutual understanding and respect.
The 2008 ARIA Awards will be announced at a ceremony in Sydney on Sunday 19 October, and Gurrumul is likely to win awards in at least two of his nominated categories.

Galapagos: Forces Of Change

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The geological forces at work in Galápagos are complex and unpredictable; so too are the many ocean currents that unite there.
Among the 13 islands and over a hundred rocky outcrops and islets, nowhere is more unforgiving and more unpredictable than the island of Fernandina, crowned by the most active of all volcanoes. Yet female iguanas are forced to climb over 1,000 metres to its summit to find the only warm, soft sandy patches in which to lay their eggs.
The ever-changing islands, with eruptions occurring every few years, make it hard to find a foothold. But mangroves are inventive pioneers, their salt-tolerant seeds settling on unforgiving lava terrain to create dense labyrinths of vegetation which are crucial nurseries for fish, offering precious shade from the equatorial sun. Even on the most exposed shorelines, fur seals find daytime shelter in lava grottos, formed by volcanic lava flows.
The remotest island, Roca Redonda, is little more than 300 metres tall but it still forms an important platform for nesting seabirds. Like all the other islands, under sea exploration reveals that it's just the summit of an enormous undersea volcano.

Perfectly capturing the mood and tone of the sixties, The Long Firm closes tonight with another glossy and absorbing episode about gangland London.

Delving into the capital's criminal underworld, this East End gangster thriller has an outstanding cast and impressive attention to detail.

Told from the perspective of people who orbited around ambitious, gay hoodlum Harry Starks (powerfully played by Mark Strong) The Long Firm is a gripping yarn about the dark underbelly of London in the swinging sixties.

Jimmy (Phil Daniels) is a petty criminal and general lowlife who gets caught up in Harry's world. Haunted by his past, he can identify with Harry's quest to find out the truth about a murdered rent boy.

But Harry's at a low ebb. His dreams of empire building are over and he's no longer the feared and respected presence in Soho he once was.

Arrested and sentenced to 25 years in prison, Harry meets hippy Marxist lecturer Lenny (Shaun Dingwall), who idealistically embarks on teaching the maximum security inmates all about the 'Sociology of Deviance'.

Lenny doesn't fare too well against the street nouse of the gangsters, but Harry is fascinated by academia's take on his social role and finds he's a natural student.

The thrilling machismo of the crime king is a million miles from Lenny's life with his bored wife and her focus on radical social work and womens rights.

Harry invents a secret code to communicate with Lenny in a way that foxes the authorities. The code becomes useful when Harry, depressed after being denied parole, escapes from Brixton Prison.

Inexorably Lenny is drawn back into Harry's orbit...whether he likes it or not...

Talking Heads: Blanche D'Alpuget
Monday, 27 October 2008
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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson talks to author Blanche d'Alpuget.

D'Alpuget's life reads like a colourful novel replete with exotic locations, powerful people and bedroom scenes. To many she's 'the other-woman' who became Bob Hawke's second wife, but as she reveals on Talking Heads her internal journey is a long and deep spiritual one that almost led her to the priesthood.

At age 12, d'Alpuget had her 'first affair', with a 54 year-old judge. She now feels she controlled the situation, holding a secret that could have seen the judge facing the gallows. Later, when she and Prime Minister Hawke began seeing each other, both kept the secret that could have meant political ruin. Talking Heads features vision of her very cleverly not revealing the truth about the relationship, talking instead about Hawke's 'emotional fidelity' to his wife.

The motifs of men and power recur in her life - a fact d'Alpuget attributes to her father. Blanche was not a boy named Paul, as her father had wished. Nor did she fulfil her father's dream for her to become a marine biologist who would solve global food shortage. Her dad was a journalist and sailor, and he taught his girl to fish, shoot and box. D'Alpuget explains that she had to make a "conscious choice" to be a girl.

D'Alpuget says that writing helped her to discover herself, but she feels that spirituality is the cornerstone of her life. She has investigated and read about Hinduism, Islam, Judaism, Jungian theory, re-birthing and more, but Christianity and Christian metaphysics have been her main focus. 

She insists that what people think of her is unimportant, and that being vulnerable is ultimately what life is about.

Twenty-seven young men begin their quest to become members of the navy's elite clearance diver branch. At the RAN's diving training school in Sydney they launch into the week-long clearance diver assessment test (CDAT). Overseen by a team of experienced navy divers, they will be taken into a physical and mental 'hell' specifically designed to test strength and endurance and weed out the weak.

Only 14 will make it.

As soon as the candidates put on their numbered vests, their ordeal begins. Marathon runs, gruelling weight sessions, late night swims across Sydney Harbour, relentless diving drills and hours of marching through steep bush. They'll eat on the run, be deprived of sleep, and pushed beyond what they thought was possible.

The assessment team watches them like hawks recording the minutiae of their performance and punishing their mistakes. The candidates must be able to work effectively under extreme pressure, so they're constantly being barked at, and cajoled, and encouraged to 'give it up and get on the bus'. If their bodies fail, or their minds snap and they can't handle it, then 'Hell Week' will claim another victim. They'll be removed from the test - swiftly and irrevocably! 

The clearance diver branch doesn't want weaklings.

For those who make it there is the immense satisfaction of passing one of the toughest selection tests in the Australian Defence Force. But it's a satisfaction that is short-lived. CDAT is just a test. Now their actual clearance diver training can begin. Some of it will make CDAT look like a picnic.

How Kevin Bacon Cured Cancer

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We've all heard of 'six degrees of separation', the idea that everyone in the world can be connected in just a few steps. But what if those steps don't just relate to people but also to viruses, neurons, proteins and even to fashion trends? What if this 'six degrees of separation' allowed us an insight into something at the core of Nature? 

We used to think the way in which web pages, power grids and people tied together was more or less random. But recently two young physicists independently discovered that fundamental laws govern networks. It's a discovery that may prove as important as Newton's observations of gravity or Darwin's theory of evolution. 

How Kevin Bacon Cured Cancer brings us a new view of the world, as we unfold the science behind the popular trivia game 'Six Degrees of Kevin Bacon'. Based on the idea that anyone on the planet can be connected in just a few steps of association, 'six-degrees of separation' was supposedly an urban myth. Through this documentary we discover it's at the heart of a major scientific breakthrough.  

The explosion in the new science of networks started with an Australian PhD student Duncan Watts while studying, of all things, crickets, and the mechanism that allows them to chirp in unison. He investigated networks as varied as the actors of Hollywood, the neural pathways of the brain and the US power grid and discovered that they are all 'small worlds' where every actor, neuron, cricket and transformer is only a few 'handshakes' away. 

Meanwhile a Hungarian physicist, Albert-Laszlo Barabasi coincidentally mapped the World Wide Web and found an underlying law that shapes small-world structures. Whether natural or man-made, vast diverse networks share a common blueprint, a structure that describes their strengths and weaknesses. In the near future network science will fundamentally change how we control epidemics; power failures; fight wars; save endangered species; prevent crime and disease.

Menzies And Churchill At War

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Using Robert Menzies' World War II diaries and remarkable 16mm film, this dramatised documentary lifts the lid on a bitter behind-the-scenes battle between Winston Churchill and the Australian Prime Minister as the fate of Australia hung in the balance.

It follows Menzies to London during the dark months of 1941 as he takes on the British Prime Minister over the strategic direction of the war, telling the story of Menzies' political epiphany from his own point of view.

The film introduces the controversial theory that Menzies became so alarmed by flaws in Churchill's leadership that he considered taking over himself.

With Australia under threat of a Japanese attack, Menzies struggled to convince the autocratic British leader to send reinforcements to Singapore.

The unequal struggle eventually cost Menzies his prime ministership, but out of it he developed a new vision for Australia and built a constituency of middle-class voters who swept him back to power to become Australia's longest serving prime minister.

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The Intervention, an ABC TV and online special project, is a one-year record of the impact of the Emergency Intervention by the Federal Government in the Northern Territory region of Katherine and the surrounding communities of Beswick, Barunga, Eva Valley and Binjari.

Produced by award-winning filmmaker Tom Zubrycki, (with ABC's David Jowsey as Commissioning Editor) and written and directed by Julie Nimmo, The Intervention was shot over an 8-month period and features the lives of ordinary community residents as they experience the Intervention first hand, as well as the various government and business workers who all come together to implement it.  

Despite the conflict and the misunderstanding along the way, what really shines through are the good intentions of the individuals involved. Outcomes can be judged at the end of the film with the benefit of hindsight, but the hopes of everyone was to make the world a better place for Indigenous children.  

It all started when politicians in Canberra tried to deal with sexual abuse in remote Aboriginal communities. The gulf between the two worlds could not have been wider. The Government sent in the army, the Federal Police and doctors to begin ‘stabilising’ virtually every single Aboriginal community in the Territory.

The politics of embryology reveal tangled relationships and perverse motivations when the Taggart team investigate the murder of a patient from a Glasgow fertility clinic.

Angry religious protesters are picketing the clinic - accusing its staff of murder.  

And then one of the centre's nurses is attacked and killed on her way home from work.

DCI Matt Burke (Alex Norton) is concerned the protesters may not be content with chanting and banners.

Doctors playing God, the rich paying for the perfect baby and religious leaders trading in embryos…The clinic is an emotional cauldron but the team has to establish who has a serious enough grudge against the victims to kill.

Taggart, named after original lead character DCI Jim Taggart, was created in 1983. The series originally found fame through its main character - the taciturn Glaswegian police detective, played by Mark McManus - an anti-hero, aided by his fellow detective Jackie Reid (Blythe Duff).

The series has evolved over the past 25 years to high acclaim - a drama to rival all competitors in its genre. The arrival of DI Robbie Ross (John Michie) added a maverick approach to policing - his shady contacts and close-to-the-line actions contributed a new dimension to the satisfyingly difficult and complex cases; whilst DC Stuart Fraser (Colin McCredie) brought a calm, calculated approach to the puzzles posed by the crime scenes.

Bringing the series to present day, the team, headed by DCI Burke (Alex Norton) remain a tight unit, investigating murders borne out of everything from corporate fraud to gangland drug warfare.

Lisa is disappointed that Jonah won't stay, because after what she's seen of Aidan, she thinks they would have been happy working and living together. Aidan is devastated, but just as Jonah is about to leave, Aidan finally gets the courage to ask him to stay. An emotional Jonah says he will.

This week on Sunday Arts Virginia Trioli speaks with leading Australian director, Fred Schepisi; painter Louise Hearman; and Fenella Kernebone meets Melbourne International Arts Festival guest Paul Miller, aka DJ Spooky, creator of soundscapes inspired by the Antarctic. 
Fred Schepisi 
After making two of the classic Australian films of the 70s The Devil's Playground and The Chant of Jimmy Blacksmith, Schepisi went to the US where he soon established himself as a leading and versatile director. 
Basing himself in New York, he produced visually beautiful and thoughtfully told films like The Russia House (1990), IQ (1994) and Last Orders (2001). In 2005 he directed the most iconic of America's film couples, Paul Newman and Joanne Woodward, in HBO's TV mini-series Empire Falls. Now approaching 70 and with his own vineyard on Victoria's Mornington Peninsula, internationally renowned filmmaker Fred Schepisi doesn't appear close to retiring. He chatted with Virginia Trioli about his many projects including Last Man, the story of an SAS patrol's final tour of duty at Vietnam, which finally received the go-ahead from the FFC earlier this year.

Marijuana Madness  - The Verdict
Can marijuana send you mad? In the 1970s cannabis was presented as being cool and a harmless lifestyle herb. But the data of a new scientific study seems to suggest that cannabis causes psychosis, and scientists can even tell you how it does and who is most at risk.
Test Tube Sharks
Grey Nurse sharks are in danger of extinction, and as they're one of the ocean's top predators this could spell big trouble for the health of the seas. The problem is, fertilised embryos will eat each other before they are born, until there is just one left in each uteri. The species simply can't reproduce fast enough to counter their decline. However, in a world first, researchers at the NSW Dept of Fisheries have built an artificial uterus, which scientists believe will one day boost offspring numbers of Grey Nurse sharks. Surfing scientist, Ruben Meerman, reports on the first artificial shark birth in history. 
Soils Ain't Soils
Drought in the Australian bush is synonymous with dry, cracked earth, but surprisingly these fine-grained soils are good for agriculture because of their high water-holding capacity and nutrient content. With water becoming increasingly scarce, understanding crack dynamics may provide better strategies for water conservation and crop irrigation. A team from the University of New South Wales are pioneering a new way to monitor water movement by investigating cracked soil dynamics.
Too Cold for Cane Toads
Since their introduction in the 1930s, cane toads have been on the march and have already invaded Brisbane and Darwin, but how far will cane toads disperse across Australia? A new study has looked at how temperatures impact on cane toad movement and have developed a model that indicates their geographical spread is limited. Colleagues from the University of Sydney and Charles Darwin University set up a 2m sprint event for toads at a range of different temperatures to see how they performed.
