Message Stick: Talking Stick: Health
Sunday, 14 June 2009
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Message Stick presents a new series of studio chat programs called Talking Stick. In this series, presenter Miriam Corowa speaks to Indigenous and non-Indigenous insiders to discuss six topics of interest to all Australians.

From the vexed subjects of Aboriginal health, education and justice, to national and international success in sport and music and the impact of climate change on communities across the country, Talking Stick provides a candid assessment of the state of the Indigenous nation.

In episode six, Health, Miriam talks to three dedicated people determined to close the gap in health between Indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians. Whether it's in our cities, regional centres, or in the remotest parts of the country, Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Australians are plagued with poor health - diabetes, heart and lung disease and mental illness - and die an average 17 years earlier than the rest of the population.

Tom Calma has been the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Social Justice Commissioner with HREOC for five years and chairs the 'Close the Gap Campaign for Indigenous Health Equality' Steering Committee; Dr Ngiare Brown became one of the country's first Indigenous doctors in 1992, is founder of the Australian Indigenous Doctors' Association and is Co-Director of Sydney University's Poche Centre for Indigenous Health; and Dr Mick Adams has worked in the health sector for more than thirty years, is current chairman of the National Aboriginal Community Controlled Health Organisation, and is the Deputy-Chair of the National Indigenous Health Equity Council.

In a world where Indigenous citizens die almost 20 years earlier than other Australians, Miriam and her guests consider how Indigenous health can be improved.

Nature's Great Events: The Great Melt

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Get breathtakingly close to the planet's six most spectacular natural events and the powerful wildlife stories behind them. Narrated by David Attenborough, Nature's Great Events presents wildlife spectacles of epic proportions as well as more intimate, rarely seen moments. From the frozen Arctic wastelands to the blazing heat of the African plains, from the flooded Amazon forests to the caves of South-East Asia, each episode reveals the greatest sights, sounds and dramas of the animal world.
The six-part series charts the effects of global climatic phenomena which have the power to transform entire landscapes, drawing in thousands of animals and determining their fate. Each episode is set in a different part of the world and demonstrates how immense natural forces, often starting thousands of miles away, drive a chain reaction that culminates in a spectacular wildlife event.
The first episode showcases the seasonal wonder of the Arctic - the great melt. The summer sun melts nearly seven million square kilometres of ice revealing an entirely different landscape and providing a window of opportunity for many animals to breed and feed.  
Follow a mother polar bear and her cub as they make their first journey onto the sea ice in search of their favourite prey - ringed seals. Groups of Arctic whales - the elusive narwhals - are filmed for the first time using aerial cameras as they head north to feeding grounds, travelling along giant cracks in the ice.
The beluga whales provide one of the most bizarre summer spectacles - hundreds gather in the river shallows to rub themselves on smooth pebbles, whistling as they do so. This exfoliating action allows them to moult their year-old skin.

3 Acts Of Murder

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Just because you give someone the idea for a murder, does that make you responsible for the crime?
Crime writer Arthur Upfield (Robert Menzies) believed he was looking for the perfect plot. But when his friend Snowy Rowles (Luke Ford), used the same idea to murder three men, Upfield is forced to confront his own role in their deaths.

Compass: The Qur'an: Part Two

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The Qur'an has become the most ideologically influential text in the world. Muslims believe it to be the word of God, as first revealed to the Prophet Muhammad in a cave in the Arabian Desert, nearly fifteen hundred years ago.

Today Islam is a religion of vast dimensions. Well over a billion people from the Americas to China, from India to the southern tip of Africa, are Muslim. Yet within this single universe of belief, there are profound differences in the status of women, attitudes to peace and violence, punishment and forgiveness. Some Muslim regimes deny girls the right to an education and women the right to vote or drive. In other Muslim countries, women lead political parties and have even become heads of state.

But if Islam is rooted in the Qur'an, and the Qur'an is the ultimate and changeless message of God, how are these differences possible? Is it possible to go back to the source, and discover what the Qur'an actually says about the most important spiritual and ethical questions?

In this powerful and stunningly beautiful two-part program, The Qur'an, award-winning UK director, Antony Thomas takes us into the heart of the Muslim world and through the personal lives of people living according to their understanding of the Qur'an. Talking Heads: Tim Costello
Monday, 15 June 2009
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This week on Talking Heads, Peter Thompson chats to one of Australia's leading campaigners on social justice issues, Tim Costello.

Dubbed ‘the moral conscience of Australia’, Costello jokes his lifelong crusade for justice for society's most marginalised people was sparked early on when he had to share a room with his brother (the former Treasurer), Peter.

"My father would come if we were squabbling and say ‘I don't care who's right or wrong, I'm gonna punish you both…’ I remember thinking that's so unfair because it's always Peter's fault!"

While both brothers would go on to study law and both would develop high profiles, their career paths were very different. In the mid 80s, Costello felt the call of the Baptist Church and took on a ministry that no-one else would touch - St Kilda Baptist Church. During this period, St Kilda was a magnet for Melbourne's most down-at-heel. His new congregation numbered just 10.

For Costello, it was the start of a very public campaign against poverty, homelessness and injustice. He crossed swords with the then Premier Jeff Kennett over environmental issues and gambling, and even toyed with the idea of going into politics himself.

"The siren song of politics has nearly seduced me a few times... I thank my wife... she said ‘if you go in, I'm out of this...’ She said ‘I cannot be a politician's wife… if they ask me a question I will just tell the truth as it is’".

"It's turned out to be the right decision," says Costello. Now, as head of World Vision Australia, he has the chance to make his crusade global, to make a difference at an international level.

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The BAFTA-winning, high-suspense spy drama is back with more topical stories of deadly terrorists, undercover operations and double-agents, this time with an added danger… a deepening schism with Russia, raising new Cold War tensions.
There's a new face at Section D too: smouldering heart-throb Richard Armitage joins the Grid as MI5 officer Lucas North. Having spent the past eight years in a Russian prison, North is welcomed back by MI5 supremo and old friend Harry Pearce (Peter Firth), who was instrumental in finally securing his release. Lucas is keen to get back to work straightaway and, with Section D's current priority operation having a strong Russian connection, he could well prove invaluable. But, after eight years with only a high-ranking Russian spymaster for company, can Lucas's loyalty really be taken for granted?
Spooks fans will also learn how Ros Myers (Hermione Norris) managed to find her way back to the Grid after having faked her own death, and whether Adam Carter (Rupert Penry-Jones) has recovered from his traumatic capture by mercenaries at the end of Series 6. Jo Portman's (Miranda Raison) fate at the hands of their captors is also revealed, while Hugh Simon and Gemma Jones reprise their roles as Malcolm and Connie, and Alex Lanipekun rejoins the cast as journalist-cum-spy, Ben Kaplan, now a fully fledged member of the team.
In Series 7 there is no respite from the high stakes or the high-octane tension. Each episode focuses on a different terror threat, but the deepening division with Russia unfolds across the series and over several key episodes the team crosses swords with this most menacing of modern foes.

The Ascent Of Money: Risky Business
Thursday, 18 June 2009
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Life is a risky business, which is why people take out insurance. But faced with an unexpected disaster, the State has to step in - in other words, the compulsory contributions of taxpayers.
In tonight's episode Professor Ferguson travels to post-Katrina New Orleans to ask why the free market cannot provide adequate protection against catastrophe. His quest for an answer takes him to the origins of modern insurance in the early 19th century and to the birth of the welfare state in post-war Japan.
The struggle to overcome risk has been a constant theme of the history of money, from the invention of life insurance in 1744 by two hard-drinking Scots clergymen, to the rise and fall of the welfare state. To the explosive growth of hedge funds and their multi-billionaire owners.
The creation of the Scottish Ministers' Widows' Fund was a milestone in financial history, for it provided a model not just for Scottish clergymen - but for everyone who aspired to provide for life's eventualities.
At the Battle of Waterloo your chances of getting killed were up to one in four. But with insurance, you had the consolation of knowing that your wife and children wouldn't be thrown out onto the street. 
No matter how many private funds were set up, there were always going to be people beyond the reach of insurance, who were either too poor or too feckless to save for that rainy day.
Disasters like 9/11 and Katrina expose the limits of both traditional insurance and the welfare state. But insurance and welfare aren't the only ways to buy yourself protection against future shocks. These days the smart way of doing it is by being 'hedged'. Everybody's heard of 'hedge funds', but what exactly does hedging mean - and where did it come from?

New Tricks: Loyalties And Royalties

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Gerry Standing (Dennis Waterman) meets his heroes, seventies rock band Bad Faith, when the UCOS team reinvestigates the death of lead guitarist Andy Fletcher. The official verdict was suicide, but the deathbed confession of a witness, die-hard fan Lori Slade, that Fletcher wasn't alone in his house the night he was supposed to have killed himself, prompts the team to reopen the case.

Meanwhile, Brian (Alun Armstrong) has more pressing matters on his mind. In a touching reunion he tracks down Jack and, with the aid of an ice lolly and a bit of tough love, he finally persuades his friend and colleague to return to UCOS. 

Reunited, the detectives immerse themselves in the rock'n'roll world of Bad Faith. Gerry behaves like an overexcited puppy at the prospect of meeting his idols, but 30 years is a long time and the remaining band members don't quite live up to the legends he remembers. 

A visit to Fletcher's mother helps Jack reconnect with his desire to get justice for the victims. Gail Fletcher hands over the precious notebooks that her son had sent her which contain handwritten lyrics together with a bank statement revealing that Andy withdrew more than £12,000 on the day he died. It also becomes clear that she has never received any of the royalties owed to her son since his death. 

The most alarming discovery is that DAC Strickland is not only a fan of Bad Faith, but he is also something of a musician and, to Gerry's horror, he finds himself seconded to Strickland's band as a singer.

This week on Sunday Arts we feature documentary photographer Ricky Maynard.
Ricky Maynard

Ricky Maynard is an internationally renowned documentary photographer based on Flinders Island, Tasmania. His images are a rare combination of great technical skill and powerful social documentary. Maynard honed his craft at New York's International Centre of Photography and came to the attention of the art world with his series The Moonbird People (1985-88). Since then, his work has ranged across landscape and portraiture, but the photographs are united by their sensitivity and quiet power. Maynard's collaborative approach of working closely with the communities he photographs is a major development in the representation of Indigenous Australians.
Sydney's Museum of Contemporary Art will host a survey of his art spanning more than two decades, across six series of his work. Ricky Maynard: Portrait of a Distant Land is on at the MCA from June 4 to August 23.

The New Inventors
Hosted by James O'Loghlin, The New Inventors brings you the best in new Australian inventions. From exciting innovations to eccentric designs, inventors across the country are working to improve the way we live. Deciding the winner of these three inventions are: agricultural scientist Chris Russell, surgeon and inventor Fiona Wood, and inventor and journalist Christine Kininmonth.

Inventions featured on the program:

Invention 1 IRMA - by inventor Kevin Witkowski from SA. As our infrastructure ages, freight and traffic are putting increasing pressure on Australian roads, with potholes and cracking a common problem. The current methods used to maintain our road infrastructure are not efficient. The Infrared Road Master (IRMA) repairs all types of road surfaces, producing a permanent repair six times faster and at a third of the cost of conventional repairs. The machine uses infrared technology to heat the asphalt surface, then rejuvenating oils are applied, and a small amount of new asphalt is added before the surface is rolled smooth. The invention is self-propelled and height adjustable, so that it can be manoeuvered into very tight areas or steep hills, in addition to being used on different asphalt thicknesses.
Invention 2 HEIGHT GUARD - by inventors Myles Giess and Russell Hughes from QLD. It is a legal OH&S requirement that risk factors in the workplace that could result in falls from a height are controlled. However, current practice leaves scaffolders constantly exposed to fall risks, often from considerable heights. Every time a new level is built, scaffolders must climb up to the next level before a guard rail can be installed. In this situation a misplaced step, slip, or a sudden case of vertigo could easily prove fatal. The Height Guard is an edge protection system for scaffolders. The invention is an ergonomically structured, triangular barrier that can be lifted from a lower level of scaffolding to the next before the scaffolder has climbed up. The device hooks onto the scaffolding bar and extends upwards to create a secure barrier, ensuring there is always edge protection in place. Once the scaffolder has reached the next level, they are able to install a regular guard rail and the process is repeated.
Invention 3 GEO BRICK - by inventor Rory Stainton from VIC. The manufacturing of kiln-fired bricks has significantly decreased its carbon footprint in recent times.  Despite these improvements, brick manufacturing still generates a significant quantity of greenhouse gas emissions. The Geo Brick is an environmentally friendly potential alternative to traditional kiln-fired bricks that not only matches, but improves upon the brick's aesthetics and properties. The Geo Brick is manufactured by adding eco-cement to raw materials such as fine gravels and clay. The composite is then fed into the brick press and air dried to produce a strong and durable brick. The combination of materials and manufacturing process significantly reduces carbon emissions. This is the first brick that meets Australian standards, whilst significantly reducing its environmental impact.

Tasmanian Devil
The Tasmanian Devil is afflicted by a unique type of contagious cancer that's never been seen in nature before. In just ten years, the Devil Facial Tumour Disease has spread to more than 60 percent of Tasmania and wiped out three-quarters of the Devil population. The Devil is Tasmania's top predator and the largest carnivorous marsupial left on the planet. It rears its young in a pouch that faces backwards, climbs trees, and can eat nearly half its body weight in less than an hour. But the future of this unique creature faces an unprecedented threat and unless the spread of the cancer can be stopped the devils could be wiped out with devastating effect to Tasmania's ecosystems. Mark Horstman reveals new research from an unexpected source: human cancer geneticist, Dr Vanessa Hayes, offers a ray of hope in the fight to save the devil from extinction.
The Royal Botanic Gardens
The Royal Botanic Gardens is the oldest scientific research organisation in Australia. Established in 1816, the gardens were designed to fulfil the vision of the newly arrived Governor Macquarie who wished to create an English parkland setting complete with a grand country house. Formerly an important site for Aboriginal initiation ceremonies, and at one time a small farm, the gardens are now home to almost 9,000 different species of plants. But while visitors enjoy the formal views and huge range of plants and trees, research continues behind the scenes in the spirit of discovery and preservation that has today created the largest botanical gardens in the southern hemisphere.
