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Island Home Country is a poetic cine-essay about Australia’s colonised history and how it has impacted into the present. The filmmaker, Jeni Thornley, a descendant of convicts transported to Australia in 1788, goes on a journey to understand the disturbing history of colonial Tasmania, repressed during her own 1950s childhood there.
This is a timely document following the 2008 Apology to the Stolen Generations. The film’s consultative process suggests an evolving shift in Australian historical narratives from the frontier wars to one of diverse peoples working through historical trauma. The film reflects how art-making and creative process can provide potent insights. It is a film that encourages Australians to acknowledge the first Australians and their sovereignty, to care for country and to work together in a process of de-colonisation.

Thornley explores her personal responsibility as a ‘newcomer’ Australian to the first Australians and to ‘country.’ “It was time to make a reckoning – growing up white in 1950s Tasmania and knowing so little about Tasmanian Aboriginal people and culture. So in 2004 I set off to film with my family and whoever else I might encounter along the way. ‘Island Home Country’ is a document of that journey - marked by the Howard era at the beginning of the film - to the 2008 Apology to the Stolen Generations at its close.
“Working with protocols established in ‘Respecting Cultures’ together with several members of the Tasmanian Aboriginal community, as well as my own white family, the filmmaking process itself becomes ‘a reckoning’. Facing repressed history is a confronting experience. As the film’s participants express their stories with poetry, sadness and humour, my own family story unfolds into a larger story about Australia then and now. While the film is an actual journey, it is also an inner journey into differing ideas of nation, home, country and remembering – reflecting on possible questions for this ‘post Apology era’.”

La Paloma

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No other piece of music has ever been interpreted, arranged or released as often as La Paloma. From Richard Tauber to Pavarotti, from Elvis Presley to Dean Martin, from Mariachi to Sinti, La Paloma is the grande dame of pop music. But her soul, her melody, has always retained its spirit.
La Paloma was born in the 1860s as a Cuban Habanera, composed by the Basque Sebastian Iradier. His simple love song took off on a flight around the world and became an immediate hit in Mexico.

As a marching song, La Paloma arrived in Europe and came of age. To her melody, children in Auschwitz filed into the gas chambers, whilst Hans Albers’ alcohol-driven version was outlawed by the Nazis. In Romania she consoled those longing for peace and their loved ones during their deportation to Siberia.

Elvis Presley performed the tune in the feature film, Blue Hawaii, in 1961, immediately conquering the charts and placing her at the height of her career. Today, it seems she has become old and dusty, but she is a master of survival. The Mexican star Eugenia Leon is breathing new life into La Paloma as a powerful protest song against the war in Iraq and the US, celebrating a glamorous comeback.
