Saturday, 27 September 2008
The Alfred Hitchcock Season is presented by David Stratton.

After attending a medical convention in Paris, Dr Ben MacKenna (James Stewart) takes his wife Jo (Doris Day), a retired musical star, and their 10-year-old son Hank (Christopher Olsen) on an extended vacation to Morocco. The surgeon had served in an army hospital in Casablanca during World War II.

En route to Marrakesh by bus, the family strikes up an acquaintance with an affable Frenchman, Louis Bernard (Daniel Gelin) who, strangely, asks them a series of unusually personal questions.

In Marrakesh, Bernard cancels at the last minute the dinner to which he invited them, and the MacKennas end up sharing their evening with a British couple, Mr and Mrs Drayton (Bernard Miles and Brenda Debanzie). Mr Drayton says he is an agronomist working for the United Nations. However, Ben and Jo are somewhat upset and bemused when Bernard arrives at the restaurant with a young woman, and pretends not to know them.

The next day, in a marketplace, an Arab man is stabbed and collapses near Ben, who discovers it's Bernard in disguise. The dying man whispers a cryptic message about the impending assassination of a foreign dignitary in London. Later at police headquarters Ben learns that Bernard was a French secret agent.

He then discovers his son Hank has been kidnapped, and that the Draytons have flown to England on a private plane. Ben and Jo rush back to London in a bid to find their son, and to prevent whatever catastrophe Bernard was trying to tell Ben about. 

With the words 'Ambrose Chappell' as their only lead, Jo and Ben decide it may not be a person, and eventually come across the Draytons in the roles of the vicar and his wife in a small Protestant church. They discover that Hank is being held upstairs, and is soon to be transferred to a foreign embassy. While Jo runs for help, Ben is clubbed unconscious.

At Scotland Yard, Jo learns that Inspector Buchanan is being assigned to a foreign prime minister for a concert at the Royal Albert Hall, and putting two and two together, she races to get there before the assassin strikes.

Jo's scream prevents the minister being killed, and he invites the MacKennas back to a reception at his embassy, completely unaware that it is his own ambassador and government who are trying to kill him. At the minister's request, Jo sings a well-known melody, and her voice reaches their dozing son in another room, who begins to whistle the tune. His father hears him and rushes upstairs, but only to be met by Mr Drayton - gun in hand...

In February 2006 Australia's media was rocked by headlines, Skeleton Man Found In Housing Commission Flat. The man had died six months previously but when finally found, all that remained of the man was a skeleton.
In just what sort of place could such a thing occur? That place is Northcott Housing Estate. The overwhelming physical presence of the building is arresting, as is its history… Built in the 1950s in the post-war effort to clear slums and create affordable housing for those in need, it was opened with pride and joy in 1961. It was the largest public housing in the Southern Hemisphere, featuring the latest Swedish design and housing a thousand people. 
But now the story is very different. As the public housing system came increasingly under pressure to house the mentally ill, ex-prisoners, recovering addicts and those battling serious drug and alcohol issues, Northcott became a haven for those in crisis - a big haven.
But Northcott is also the home of some incredible Sydney characters. In 900 Neighbours we meet these characters and learn of their involvement with a show called Stickybricks - a performance piece put on by the tenants in collaboration with Big hART - an arts organisation working inside Northcott for three years aiming to give a voice to the tenants of Northcott.
