Sticky Bricks
Stickybricks is a companion film to 900 Neighbours, made with tenants at the Northcott public housing estate in Surry Hills.

The Northcott estate had received much negative publicity and media attention in the 1990s and early 2000s, following numerous incidents that impacted widely upon the community. Northcott was in a state of trauma and dysfunction and many tenants were fearful of leaving their flats.

From 2002, tenants and community partners worked closely with Big hART, a national arts and social change company, to break down some of the negative perceptions of Northcott and to rebuild a sense of spirit and place. These changes in the community have been acknowledged with accreditation of Northcott by the World Health Organisation as a Safe Community.
The 2006 Sydney Festival introduced audiences to the extraordinary world of the Northcott community through the sell-out production Stickybricks (set on the grounds of Northcott). Stickybricks brought together Northcott tenants and the actors Kerry Armstrong, Leah Purcell, Lex Marinos, Glynn Nicholas and Kerry Walker along with musicians including Jackie Orszaczky and Robert Iolini to create a kind of utopian space in the centre of the estate, capturing the stories, sounds, sights and histories of this ever-changing community.
