Each programme introduces a new theme, such as the sea, and children start with a warm up, involving bending, stretching and twisting.  The theme is then explored through dance with fun routines like the Ocean Motion, Space Walking and the Lemon Zip Skip, and ends with a gentle cool down.

In every episode, children learn the routine, ready for a 'Big Video' - a pop video in which the children, including the viewers - are the stars.
