LOST WORLDS:



AND MAN INVENTED ANIMALS

Commences on Sunday, 24 May at 7.30pm
And Man invented Animals the two-part Lost Worlds documentary series commencing on SBS on Sunday, 24 May at 7.30pm, maps the extraordinary process that has brought us domestic animals. It looks back at the way in which humans tamed wild animals and built up relationships of mutual dependency that have lasted to this day.

Based on the most recent archaezoological discoveries, the series shows how humans managed to take wild animals and turn them into tools that could be possessed, used, exploited, eaten, changed, manipulated... or sometimes loved.


It shows us how human influence led animals from a wild state (where they were subject to no constraints) to tameness (where they became used to co-existing with people) and finally domestication (where humans began to control their breeding). 

What effect have we had on the creatures around us? The first episode of And Man Invented Animals focuses on the transformation of wolf into dog for the mutual benefit of both species, marking the earliest collaboration between man and animal. It also explores the early domestication of other animals, like pigs, primarily as a source of meat.
CUTTING EDGE:


THE TORTURE HUNTER

Tuesday, 26 May at 8.30pm

Manfred Nowak is a special UN appointee given the mission of fighting torture. On his travels to countries around the globe he all too often finds clear evidence that torture is commonplace in today's world.

As seen in The Torture Hunter, screening on Cutting Edge on Tuesday, 26 May at 8.30pm on SBS, Nowak's job is fraught with obstacles. He must confront representatives of some of the world's most powerful governments and struggle with a UN system with several member states that are very critical of his work.

Survivors from China, Zimbabwe and Moldova are interviewed in the documentary, revealing how torture is used to create fear and obtain confessions - true or false. And a former US interrogation officer talks about how he tortured a detainee in Fallujah, Iraq, thereby destroying the values from his own upbringing, namely to be "my brother’s keeper".

THE ROAD TO GUANTANAMO
Tuesday, 26 May at 10.00pm
Winner of the Silver Bear at the Berlin International Film Festival for Best Director, and nominated for a BAFTA, The Road to Guantanamo, screening on SBS on Tuesday, 26 May at 10.00pm in Hot Docs is the terrifying first-hand account of three British citizens who were held for two years without charges in the American military prison at Guantanamo Bay, Cuba. 
Known as the “Tipton Three” in reference to their home town in Britain, the three were eventually returned to Britain and released, still having had no formal charges made against them at any time during their ordeal. The film has already engendered significant controversy due to its critical stance towards the American and British government.

Part documentary, part dramatisation, the film chronicles the sequence of events from 2001 when the trio set out from Tipton in the British Midlands for a wedding in Pakistan, to their crossing the Afghanistan border just as the US began their invasion, to their eventual capture by the Northern Alliance and their imprisonment in Camp X-Ray and later at Camp Delta in Guantanamo. Three years of relentless imprisonment, interrogations and torture follows. In the midst of this abuse, the three struggle to keep their spirits up in the face of grave injustice.

The Road to Guantanamo Bay is directed by Michael Winterbottom (Welcome to Sarajevo and Tristram Shandy) and Mat Whitecross, and stars Riz Ahmed, Farhad Harun, Waqar Siddiqui, Afran Usman and Shahid Iqbal.

OFFICE TIGERS

Commences on Wednesday, 27 May at 8.00pm
Office Tigers is a four-part documentary series about an office full of young Indian workers and the American and Indian executives teaching them what it means to be professionals. Set in an American-owned company in Chennai, India, which does highly confidential support work for the world’s top law firms, consultancies, and investment banks, the documentary, commencing on SBS on Wednesday, 27 May at 8.00pm offers a rare and comic look at the strange new world of cross-cultural corporate training and at the lifestyles of young urban professionals in a conservative South Indian city. This is a company on a mission, spreading American corporate culture one manager at a time. 
The series is based around ambitious employees such as Amita and Sunita, who eagerly soak up the language and style of their bosses while holding on to the aspects of their own culture that serve them best, and the Americans who strive to guide them, including Joe (co-CEO), a former Goldman Sachs banker who believes in pushing himself and his workers to the limit.

DEAD TIRED

Commences on Wednesday, 27 May at 8.30pm
The two-part documentary series Dead Tired, commencing on SBS on Wednesday, 27 May at 8.30pm showcases the latest science from around the world that proves lack of sleep is slowly killing us. Shot in Australia, America, Canada and England this is the first series to feature footage of what happens to a person’s mind and body during chronic sleep deprivation and the cutting edge science uncovering why most of us feel sleep deprived. 
Episode One - Awake is the New Sleep investigates how sleep deprivation causes sickness and death in today’s society. The show profiles the science that proves that tiredness impairs performance, affects our mind and damages our body. 
It features a unique scientific experiment where we observe in real time what happens to a healthy 25-year old man when he cuts back his sleep from eight to three hours a night for one week. He becomes psychotic, dreams whilst awake and drives a car while fast asleep!

RICHARD HAMMOND’S ENGINEERING CONNECTIONS

Commences on Saturday, 30 May at 7.30pm
Join Top Gear’s Richard Hammond, in this four-part documentary series commencing on SBS on Saturday, 30 May at 7.30pm, on a quest to discover the engineering connections behind the world’s most advanced engineering projects, such as the Taipei 101 Tower, one of the world’s tallest buildings, and the Airbus A380, the largest passenger airliner in history.
Episode One of Richard Hammond’s Engineering Connections concentrates on the Airbus A380. The Top Gear presenter studies how engineering goals were achieved by technological innovation. He begins by investigating how a 19th-century rocket, a bicycle pump and an ancient Mongol bow all aided in the design of the double-decker Airbus A380. With wings so immense that 70 family cars could park on each one and cabins so vast they can carry 853 passengers, Airbus A380 is the largest airliner ever built. 
With a little help from a chicken-firing gun, Richard demonstrates this plane's brilliant simplicity.
