2008 HOMELESS WORLD CUP
Sunday, 7 December at 5.00pm

 

More than five hundred athletes from 56 countries across the globe will descend on Melbourne's Federation Square to participate in the 2008 Homeless World Cup from 1-7 December, 2008.
SBS will broadcast The World Game LIVE in Melbourne from 5.00pm on Sunday 7 December and will feature the sixth Homeless World Cup final LIVE, with commentary by David Basheer, and highlights from the women's final.

Les Murray and Craig Foster are both Ambassadors of the Melbourne 2008 Homeless World Cup and will host the hour-long coverage on SBS from Federation Square.

The Homeless World Cup is the annual international street football tournament, launched in 2003 to unite teams of people who are currently or have previously been homeless and excluded from society. An estimated 100 million people worldwide are homeless1, while in Australia, 100,000 are homeless, with half being under 24-years-old and 10,000 being children2. 

The Homeless World Cup provides a once in a lifetime opportunity for the homeless to represent their country in sport, educate the public on the universal issue of homelessness and change their lives forever.

EGYPTIAN FOOD SARARI 

Wednesday, 10 December at 7.30pm
Food Safari - the show where the food is the star of the show - is back for a third series on SBS. On Wednesday, 10 December at 7.30pm, host Maeve O’Meara will present Egyptian Food Safari.

Explore the nourishing foods of Egypt as Maeve discovers the country’s favourite dishes and meet chef and restaurateur Ramy Megalaa who introduces the key ingredients in Egyptian cooking and prepares an aromatic fish tagine. 
We learn what to expect from a traditional Egyptian breakfast including the popular fava bean dish, ful medames, and discover how to make it when Alice Ibrahim shares her favourite recipe. As part of the great tradition of street food in Egypt, Tereza Shehata makes kushari, a fragrant mix of rice, lentils and pasta served with onions and delicious tomato sauce. 
We see how important bread is in Egyptian cooking and how to make a good loaf. Nadia Fawzi makes okra and lamb stew showing how to prepare the nutritious vegetable to its best. 
A teacher of Egyptian cooking, Mary Maksemos, reveals how her ancestors used the potent molokhia leaves to make the national soup, which she serves with rabbit and rice. Morris Mansour is a chef and restaurateur passionate about dukkah - a mix of nuts, seeds and spices.
Finally we discover Egypt’s sweet side as Amira Georgy talks Maeve through her mother’s recipe for a semolina and rosewater syrup dessert, basbousa.

AS IT HAPPENED:

HITLER’S MUSEUM 
Two part Documentary Series

Commences on Friday ,12 December at 8.30pm
Hitler’s Museum, the two-part As It Happened documentary series, commencing on SBS on Friday, 12 December at 8.30pm, tells how Hitler planned to celebrate his victory in Europe by transforming his boyhood town of Linz, into the cultural centrepiece of his new German empire - the ‘Führer City’. Throughout World War Two, Nazi looting squads plundered many of the great artworks of Europe in preparation for the construction of a ‘Führer Museum’ at war’s end in Linz, on the Danube River in Austria.

Hitler harnessed the energy of Hans Posse, the long-time Director of the famed Dresden Art Gallery, to create the ‘Führer Museum’. It would contain the world’s greatest artworks.  During the war, Posse’s looting squads took works from the main galleries, museums and private collections of Europe. 

The Louvre was left as an empty shell after a visit by the looting squad, with few reminders that it had housed one of the world’s most important collections of artworks. However, some of the best-known works, such as the Mona Lisa, had been whisked away to safety by the French just days before the start of the war.

Luckily, members of the French resistance kept a close eye on the looting and recorded where the Nazis were taking the artworks. That meant France was able to recover many of them after the war ended.   

But it was a different story in the former Soviet Union. Over a million artworks from St Petersburg’s State Hermitage Museum were evacuated just in time and saved from the clutches of the Nazi looting squads. 

Reminders of this bizarre period of looting in European art history still remain today. Posse created an album of the plundered artworks, called ‘Gemalde Galerie Linz 1940-1945’ for presentation to Hitler. It is now kept in the German Historical Museum in Berlin.  
While Hitler’s destructive war machine is long gone, his original design sketches for the triumphant museum also remain intact in the Johannes Kepler University in Linz.

DOCUMENTARY SERIES:

MY BOYFRIEND THE SEX TOURIST

Two part Documentary Series

Commences on Friday, 12 December at 10.00pm
“Instead of providing a prostitute for just one hour a day, this gives a 24 hour experience” - Paul Baxter, hotel owner.

Screening on SBS at 10.00pm on Friday December 12 is the first of two episodes of the documentary series My Boyfriend the Sex Tourist. 
This episode takes a behind the scenes look at a tour company with a difference. In addition to providing basic hotel facilities such as beachside locations, organised day tours, cocktail bars and themed dinner shows, the resort also has women available to hire in 24 hour blocks. They promote this as a service called ‘the girlfriend experience’.

Paul Baxter, who runs the Caribbean resort with his Venezuelan wife, says providing a client with the girlfriend experience is what sets his hotel apart from others. “We’ve had the girls with the big tits and the nice arse…. it doesn’t work, she spends all day doing her nails. We just need normal girlfriends. That is what we promote, girlfriends.”

As a girlfriend for hire, the women are required to stay with their client for 24 hours and move into the guest’s room with their own toothbrush and suitcase. If she fails to satisfy the client, the men can request another girlfriend - an option several guests take up multiple times throughout their stay. The girlfriend experience costs $200 per day, of which the women pocket just $80. If they are not chosen at a ‘casting’ (the process where a man chooses his preferred girlfriend on arrival), they do not get paid. 

My Boyfriend the Sex Tourist follows the activity of the resort for a period of two weeks, the average stay of a hotel guest. Through interviews with the hotel management, hotel guests and the women who work there, the documentary reveals the complexities and personal stories behind the postcard views and brochures.
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
