First Australians chronicles the birth of contemporary Australia as never told before, from the perspective of its first people. 

Episode 3 Freedom for Our Lifetime  Victoria (1860 – 1890)
Directed by Rachel Perkins, airs Sunday 19 October at 8.35pm

The threat of extinction hovers over the first Australians of Victoria at the time Wurundjeri clan leader Simon Wonga seeks land from the authorities. 
He soon gives up and leads his people to the banks of the Yarra River, claiming a parcel of land, Coranderrk. 
With the help of a Scottish preacher, and inspired by the farming practices of the settlers, the community prospers - until the authorities step in and resist self determination.

Episode 4 There is No Other Law Central Australia (1878 - 1897)

Directed by Rachel Perkins, airs Tuesday, 21 October at 8.30pm

Throughout the history of white settlement, individual white men, good and bad, have significantly affected the first Australians. 
Supported by pastoralists keen to make their fortune, the homicidal police officer Constable Willshire, brings mayhem to the Arrernte nation in Central Australia. 
With the authorities turning a blind eye, the telegraph operator Frank Gillen stops him. Gillen's other legacy is comprehensive records of the Arrernte people's way of life.
First Australians will continue to air on Sunday and Tuesday evenings through to Sunday, 2nd November.

WHO DO YOU THINK YOU ARE? Barbara Windsor

Sunday, 19 October 7.30pm
Barbara Windsor is a well known English actor best known for her role in the famous British comedy series Carry On. After starring in several episodes, Barbara continued to star in films and on the London stage. In 1994 she joined the popular English soap, EastEnders and continues to play the character of Peggy Mitchell.

In the episode of Who do you think you are? screening on SBS on Sunday, 19 October at 7.30pm, Barbara shares her family photos and childhood memories and then sets off to on a path of self discovery. Not knowing much about her family history, Barbara uses her parents as a starting point and soon discovers that her Mother’s family, the Ellis’s, were not fond of her father’s side, the Deeks.

At the London Museum of Docklands, Barbara learns that her grandfather, Charlie Ellis used to work as a dock labourer. Charlie was an important figure in Barbara’s life after her parents had divorced and it is through him that she starts to understand that everything was not as it seemed.

The Deeks’ past leads to a surprising discovery of a distant relative being a famous English artist and her grandmother, ‘Fat Nan’ also a theatre performer. 

Barbara also discovers that her ancestors had fled Ireland during the famine of the 1850s seeking refuge in London.

RUN GRANNY RUN
Tuesday, 21 October 10.05pm

In 1999, an 89 year-old woman named Doris ‘Granny D’ Haddock, laced up her sneakers and walked across America to rally against the influence of big money in elections.  Making friends, enemies and news headlines, Granny D’s protest walk lasted 3200 miles and caught the attention of both political players and regular citizens.  

Five years later, when state Senator Burt Cohen dropped out of the election race, the Democratic Party had just 24 hours to fill Cohen’s place on the ballot.  Who stepped forward to take the opening? 94 year-old Granny D.  


Screening on SBS at 10.05pm on October 21, in the Hot Docs timeslot is the documentary Run Granny Run.  Directed by Marlo Poras, the film chronicles the events that turned Granny D into a Senate candidate, providing behind-the-scenes access into the campaigning which took place in the lead up to the November 2004 election. 

Joining Granny D on the campaign trail was her son and "road man," Jim Haddock who drives a painted camper with slogans like "Vote Dammit"; campaign strategist Dennis Burke; campaign manager Chris Kuwamoto, who steps down after suggestion of cutting salaries to fund a TV commercial; and chief campaign strategist Joe Trippi, who previously ran Howard Dean's presidential campaign. 

Run Granny Run is climaxed by Granny D's participation in a debate with Judd Gregg, a savvy politician and orator who prepped George Bush for his debates by acting the role of John Kerry. Fighting her nerves and lack of experience, Granny D acquitted herself well on TV and with the voters, giving her reason to hope for what most felt was an impossible dream: an upset on Election Day 2004. For this 94-year-old, dreaming and doing the impossible are often the same thing.

RAINMAN GOES TO ROCKWIZ

Wed 22 October 8.00pm
Mark Boerebach is a 37 year old rock music extraordinaire. He knows absolutely everything there is to know about the Australian music charts of the 1980s, and says the Xanadu soundtrack is his favourite album. Currently completing his fifth TAFE course, Mark lives in Sydney but visits an imaginary world called Earth 2 every night in his dreams. 

Born blind, Mark regained 20 percent of his vision after a series of operations and was diagnosed with Asperger’s syndrome while still in primary school. Earlier this year, at the suggestion of his TAFE teacher Russell Kilbey, Mark decided to test his incredible musical knowledge at Melbourne’s Espy Hotel, on the music trivia show RocKwiz. His journey was captured by Russell in the documentary Rainman Goes to Rockwiz, which will screen on SBS in the Inside Australia timeslot on Wednesday October 22 at 8.00pm. 

Accompanied by Russell and his partner Amy Scully (producer/narrator), whose son also has Asperger’s syndrome, Mark prepares for his visit to Melbourne by meeting Glenn A. Baker, a former Triple J host and 3 time winner of the BBC’s Rock Brain of the Universe. He also meets with RocKwiz adjudicator Brian Nankervis, who explains that to be included on the show, contestants must first make it through a preliminary knock out round.

Despite Amy’s concern that the bright lights and unfamiliar bustle of the crowded Gershwin Room might overwhelm Mark, he flies through the preliminary round to earn his place on RocKwiz, alongside country crooner Catherine Britt and rock legend Max Merritt. 

Rainman Goes to RocKwiz provides very personal insight into Mark’s life. Sharing both the difficult times of his childhood, and his dreams for the future Mark’s optimistic personality shines through in interviews. The episode of RocKwiz which features Mark, will screen in the same week as Rainman Goes to RocKwiz, on Saturday October 25 at 9.20pm on SBS.
