It was an unprecedented effort to stop the contagion of fear that seemed to be threatening the rest of Wall Street. Within months, however, the giant mortgage companies Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac virtually collapsed sending shockwaves through the economy as confidence in Wall Street began to evaporate. And the house of cards continued to fall. When another investment bank, Lehman Brothers declared bankruptcy, the stock market crashed and credit markets around the world froze.
