The females inject the malaria parasite, plasmodium, which reproduces rapidly in the blood. Recurring bouts of fever weaken the victims until they die. The danger of dying of malaria is particularly high in eastern Africa. At the Kenya Research Institute scientists are trying to establish what it is exactly that attracts mosquitoes. At one time malaria was also found in the wetlands along the Rhine River. Eighty years ago the disease was stamped out in Germany but biologists remain vigilant. The warmer weather Europe is now experiencing could lead to a renewed outbreak. The dangerous tiger mosquito has found its way to Italy in old tyres and bamboo shoots and Swiss and Italian researchers are monitoring its march north.
