Nuremberg: Nazis on Trial - Rudolf Hess - Rudolf Hess was Hitler's deputy in the Nazi Party. He was a key party figure in the 1920s and early 30s but became a more marginal figure in the mid 30s. On the eve of Germany's attack on the USSR, Hess flew to Scotland to negotiate peace with the UK. He was captured by the British and was detained in an institution until he became a defendant at the Nuremberg trials. With Hess claiming to have no memory of his role in the Nazi Party and behaving oddly in court, whether he was fit to stand trial was the question threatening the prosecutors. He didn't help his defence of diminished responsibility either by claiming, weeks into the hearing, that his memory had returned, then confessing that his amnesia was a sham. Hess was eventually found guilty of crimes against peace, and conspiracy with other German leaders to commit crimes, but not guilty of war crimes or crimes against humanity. After 20 years inside, Speer and Dönitz were released, leaving just Hess to serve the rest of his life sentence.
